Health
In Texas, more than 3000 babies 

bom alive die during infancy. One 
reason is that appropriate maternity 
care has not been readily available to 
many preganant women who cannot 
afford medical care and who have 
special medical problems.

Now, the Texas Department of 
Health (TDH) has extended maternity 
services to many such women through 
contracts with 37 clinics and other 
health care providers across the state.

For the Texas Panhandle area, 
Panhandle Health Care Coalition has 
been named to serve these women.

Steve Walters at Panhandle Health 
Care Coalition said, "O u r contract 
with the state is to provide prenatal 
care, delivery, and follow-up services 
to certain women whose infants are at 
risk of being bom unhealthy because 
the mothers can't afford care and have 
medical problems that affect the 
health of the baby. W e especially need 
to serve women whose pregnancies 
are medically 'high risk’ by finding 
and treating their problems early to 
avoid long-term health problems, or 
even death, of their babies."

As part of the Indigent Health Care • 
package of laws passed by the Texas 
Legislature in 1985, the Maternal and 
Infant Health Im provem ent Act 
expands public health services to 
include some poor pregnant women 
who are not eligible for welfare but are 
found to be medically "h igh risk".

According to the American Heart 

Association, one in four people will 
have high blood pressure, and only 
one in every three who have high 
blood pressure will be aware of it.

Hypertension has been cited by the 
Texas Health Department as a major 
problem in Texas. The Texas cardio­
vascular death rate was 3.83. The 
Panhandle had the second highest 
cardiovascular death rate in the state.

Hypertension is one of the controll­
able risk factors for cardiovascular 
disease. It contributes significanUy to 
death from heart disease, strokes, and 
renal disease.

The Texas Department of Health 
(TDH) has extended high blood pres­
sure treatment services to low income 
persons through contracts with 37 
clinics and other health care providers 
across the state.

For the Texas Panhandle area, the 
Panhandle Health Care Coalition has 
been named to provide service for this 
population of the 26 Panhandle coun­
ties.

Steve Walters at Panhandle Health 
Care Coalition said, "O ur contract 
with the state is to screen, provide 
treatments, and to educate people 
with high blood pressure who cannot 
afford the cost of medical care."

As part or the Indigent Health Care 
package o f laws passed by the Texas 
Legislature in 1985, the Primary 
Health Care Services Act expands 
public health services to include some 
per sons who are not eligible for 
welfare but are in need of treatment.

Eligibility requirements for PHC are 
based ont he family’ s level of income 
and on diagnosis of hypertension.

“ Although not every person can 
qualify for special services under this 
program.”  Mr. Walters said "  we 
urge everyone to have their blood 
pressure taken and stay on a treat­
ment plan as prescribed by a physi­
cian."
