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Tax benetfits,

deferral

for over-65 homeowners

Texas homeowners 65 and older
can benefit from special pro-
visions in the law designed to
reduce the property tax bills on
their homes. Tax exemptions and
a tax deferral are available to help
minimize the impact of rising
taxes on the elderly.

Tax Exemptions

Homestead exemptions allow a
portion of the home's value to be
exempt from property taxes. To
qualify, the over-65 person must
own and live in the homestead on
] anuary 1, whether it's a tradi-
tional house, mobile home, town-
house, or condominium, or
duplex. Up to 20 acres can qualify
if it's used for residential pur
poses. The exemption application
should be filed with the appraisal
district by May 1. However,
homestead exemptions may be
filed up to one year after taxes on
the homestead were paid or
became delinquent, whichever is
earlier.

School districts grant a $10,000
homestead exemption to home-
owners 65 and older in addition to
the $5,000 homestead exemption
they grant to all homeowners.

A taxing unit may offer a local-
option homestead exemption to
senior citizens. When a unit offers
this exemption, at least $3,000 of
the home's value won't be taxed
by that unit.
Tax Ceiling

A special older

benefit for

Make firm family policies that
help your child say “no” to drugs.

homeowners is the tax ceiling or
“freeze'’ that accompanies the
school's $10,000 exemption.
School taxes won't be increased
after the owner qualifies for the
over-65 homestead exemption.
However, if there's an improve-
ment added (such as a pool, patio,
new room) the tax ceiling will be
increased to include the taxes on
the value the improvement adds to
the house.

If the over-65 spouse dies and
the surviving spouse is at least 55,
the homestead tax ceiling on
school taxes stays in effect as long
as the survivor owns and con-
tinues to occupy the homestead.
Tax Deferral

Another tax benefit for older
homeowners is tax deferral. They
can postpone suits to collect
delinquent property taxes on their
homesteads by signing a deferral
affidavit at the Hansford County
Appraisal District office. Home-
owners at least 65 may file the
affidavit.

After the form is signed and
filed with the appraizal district,
taxing units can't foreclose on the
home of an over-65 person to
collect property taxes. The pro-
tection lasts as long as the person
lives in the home and claims it as
his or her residence homestead.

Tax deferral only postpones
paying taxes. ‘'Penalties and
interest will accumulate, along
with taxes,”” Alice Petty said.
“When the elderly taxpayer no
longer owns or lives in the home,
taxing units can then sue to collect
all the deferred tax, penalty, and
interest."’

Homestead exemption forms
and forms for claiming a tax
deferral are available at the

appraisal district office. For more

Lawn Improves Property Value

Dear John: My real estate
training taught me all about
houses, but nothing about lawns.
Can you give me some informa-
tion about grass seed?

Dear Befuddled: Like real
estate, grass seed depends on
location, location, location.
Grass seeds are listed under two
general categories: warm-climate
grasses such as bermudagrass
and St. Augustinegrass, and cool-
climate grasses like Kentucky
bluegrass or fine fescue. Some
types prefer a shady residence;
some thrive under full sun.
Assess your soil type: certain
seed varieties grow better in
sandy or dry soil, while others
like wet soil.

You can purchase seed as a
straight batch, blend or mix.
Straight batch seed contains just
one cultivar, or type, of grass; a
blend contains several cultivars
of one common grass; a mix con-
tains several cultivars of differ-
ent common grasses. It's best to
buy either a blend or mix, since
some seed types may do better
in your area than others.

You can actually improve your
property’s value by choosing
high-quality seed. Look for a
high germination rate, less than
one percent weed seeds and no
seeds of noxious weeds (ones
that are extremely difficult to
control).

Dear John: I work in an office
all day and work on my tan on
the weekends. Is it okay to mow
the lawn in my swimsuit?

Dear Golden Grass-cutter: As
tempting as it might be, wearing
swimwear doesn't provide enough
protection while you're mowing.
You need long slacks and a shirt
to cover your bare skin.

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Comptroller gives sales tax rules

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
Monday reminded merchants and
businesses that the amount of local
sales tax they collect in most cases
depends on the location of their
business and not the customer’'s
address.

If a business has more than one
location, the sales tax rate could
differ at the individual stores,
depending on the city, county and
mass transit sales tax rates in
effect at each location.

‘‘If business people are not sure
how much tax to collect, they can
call us for help,”' Bullock said.

There are exceptions to the
business location rule. Cable tele-
vision companies collect sales tax
based on the customer's address.

Amusement and entertainment
services are taxed based on the
performance site, not where tickets
are sold. Telecommunications com-
panies determine the amount of
local tax due by where a telephone
call originates.

Out-of-state businesses that de-

liver goods to Texas customers
should collect and report Texas
state and local sales tax based on
the rate in effect at the customer's
address.

The city sales tax rate is one
percent in 970 Texas cities, and
one-and-a-half percent in 81 cities.

An additional, optional half-
percent sales tax, used to offset
local property taxes, is also
charged in 91 of the 254 Texas
counties.

Mass transit taxes are collected
in seven Texas cities. These cities
and rates are Austin, one percent;
Dallas, one percent; El Paso,
one-half percent; Fort Worth, one-
half percent; Houston, one per-
cent; and San Antonio, one-half
percent. Austin's rate will drop to
three-quarters of one percent on
April 1.

Although there were approxi-
mately 594,000 unemployed
Texans last month, the state is
definitely seeing a decline in the
overall unemployment rate,
according to Commissioner Mary
Scott Nabers of the Texas Employ-
ment Commission. ''The month of
February shows a 7.3% rate and
that is down from 7.6% in
January,”" Commissioner Nabers
reported. ‘‘Even better, though, is
the comparison to this time last
year when the Texas unemploy-
ment rate was 8.7%. There is no
doubt that the state's economic
situation is definitely improved
but that fact is sometimes hard to
believe if you are one of the ones
in the jobless category,'’ Nabers
said.

“Interestingly enough, total
employment in the state is down, "’
Nabers said, ‘*but so is unemploy-
ment. However, the Texas
Employment Commission does
not consider this unusual for the
month of February. Many factors
affect the unemployment rate.
Often workers hired for Christmas
are kept on to help with inventory
taking in January, then released
in February. Additionally, some
workers voluntarily leave the labor
force when their seasonal jobs

Most of the 27 major metro-

Texas unemployment rate drops

the month, and all areas’ current
rates were below their year-ago
rates - in several cases, by as
much as two full percentage
points.

Areas with the lowest un-
employment rates in February
were: Bryan-College Station, at
4.9%; Lubbock, with a rate of
5.4%; Austin and Dallas, each
with a 5.6% rate; and San Angelo
and Waco, both of which had a
February rate of 5.9%.

The highest unemployment
rates recorded in J anuary were in
the four border MSA’s, which
continued to have higher-than-
normal rates due to migrant
workers remaining at home for the
winter months. MSA's with the
highest rates included: McAllen-
Edinburg-Mission, at 18.2 %;
Laredo, with 14.3%; Brownsville-
