Only three people have 
voted absentee for the Novem­
ber 2 General Election accor­
ding to County Clerk Marie 
Gould. Absentee voting began 
Wednesday, October 13, and 
will be conducted from 8:30 
a.m. to 5 p.m. on days the 
Clerk's office is open. Absen­
tee balloting will continue 
through October 29 at the 
close of business.

Along with the General 
Election ballot, county resi­
dents will be voting for or 
against the proposition “ Pro­
viding the office of director of 
the Hansford County Hospital 
District shall hereafter be an 
elective office.”  The directors 
have been appointed by the 
County Commissioners since 
the district was formed several 
years before and also before 
the hospital district was 
formed.

A petition was filed by 
county taxpayers requesting

that an election be called for 
the purpose of deciding whe­
ther or not the directors should 
be elected, so now is the time 
to voice your opinion on this 
subject.

Races highlighted in this 
area are the 64th District State 
Representative between in­
cumbent, Republican Bob 
Close of Perryton and Dalhart 
ranchwoman and Democrat, 
Daisy Moore, and the race for 
13th District Congressman 
between incumbent Democrat 
Jack Hightower and Republi­
can Bob Price, who was Con­
gressman for this district be­
fore being defeated in the last 
election by Hightower; the 
senatorial contest with incum­
bent, Senator Lloyd Bentsen, 
Democrat, being challenged 
by a young and fast-rising 
Republican, Alan Steelman.

The only other contested 
state races are for State Rail­
road Commissioner, whereJon

Farlin, and County Tax Asses­
sor-Collector, Helen Dry, are 
running unopposed as is Gar­
land Head who won the race in 
the Democratic Primary for 
Precinct #1 Commissioner.

First on the ballot of course 
is the presidential race which 
seems to be very close at this 
time, if the results of the 
various polls can be believed.

City Sales Tax 
Received

The City of Spearman re­
ceived its October rebate of 
the one-cent city sales tax this 
week. The amount for this 
period was S3.432.83.

Comptroller Bob Bullock 
said Friday that his auditors 
turned up more than S9 million 
in additional local sales taxes 
owed Texas cities and towns 
during fiscal 1976, more than 
double the amount turned up 
the two previous fiscal years.

Bullock said city sales tax 
audit production during the 
fiscal year ending Aug. 31 was 
$9,056,072, compared to about 
S4.5 million each of the two 
previous fiscal years.

The Comptroller Friday 
mailed checks totaling S9.1 
million to 478 cities and towns 
as their October rebate of the 
one-cent sales tax.

He added that city sales tax 
rebates have totaled S239.1 
million so far this year, well 
ahead of the S209.2 million 
rebated during the same per­
iod in 1975.

Shortage Of Gas Mrs. Massad's 
Father Dies

Is Alleviated
The City of Spearman had to 

curtail the gas supply to 
everything west of the railroad 
tracks and other portions of 
the city from 10:30 until about 
2:30 Monday due to a shortage 
of gas. High Plains Gas 
Company was able to get an 
emergency supply of gas from 
Northern Natural Gas Co. and 
the problem was alleviated 
about 1:30 p.m. Monday. The 
shortage was first noted Satur­
day afternoon.and Sunday the 
pressure was up some but 
dipped again Sunday night 
and early Monday morning.

According to city manager, 
Mark Neff, the city now has an 
adequate supply with the 
emergency hook-up, and he is 
very appreciative of the help of 
residents in turning down their 
thermostats and businesses 
and everyone that was con­
tacted by the city to reduce 
their gas usage. Neff also said 
that the shortage was not the 
fault of the gas company, or 
the city but is an aftermath of 
the nation-wide shortage and 
that this is something that has 
to be worked on now, not in 
the future.

City gas users are asked to 
conserve as much gas as 
possible by turning down

thermostats when you are not 
at home and at night, and 
using a lower reading even if 
you are at home. This will not 
only conserve gas, but will be 
reflected on your gas bills.

Two weeks ago. High Plains 
Gas Company asked the city 
officials to work on an agree­
ment with Transwestern for an 
emergency supply. Their rea­
soning behind this was that 
the city could possibly make a 
better deal with Transwestern 
because of FPC rules. City 
manager Mark Neff said they 
have contacted the FPC. 
talked with Mr. Sam Ballen of 
High Plains Gas Company and 
are currently working to pro­
vide additional gas not only for 
the city's needs now but in the 
future.

The city does have a con­
tract with High Plains Gas 
Company stating that the gas 
company will furnish the city 
with an adequate supply of gas 
for its needs.

The Cost of Rearing
A Child u n

In Hansford County, under 
present conditions, how much 
does it cost to raise a child 
from birth to age 18?

Most parents have no idea 
of the overall amount. They 
don't think of children in terms 
of dollars and cents. Beyond 
recalling that at certain stages 
•long the line the costs were 
very heavy, they have never 
thought about their total ex­
penditures.

A new analysis of such costs 
provides some answers. It is 
based upon studies made by 
the Department of Agricul­
ture, the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics and others.

The finding is that the 
amount spent by parents in 
rearing a child varies from 
family to family. In general, 
however, it is closely related to 
income.

In some families, the outlay 
in the 18 years is equivalent to 
as much as 3.6 years of 
earnings, after taxes. In 
others, as little as 2.9 years of 
earnings are so-spent. The 
average is slightly more than 3 
years.

The studies show that where 
net income is in the $15,000 to 
$16,000 range, as it has been 
recently for the average family 
in Hansford County, the outlay

per child is approximately 
$46,500.

The expenses incurred in 
the first year can be unusually 
large. According to the Health 
Insurance Institute, the aver­
age cost in that year for 
medical and hospital bills, 
furniture, clothing, medicines 
and the like runs to $2,194 
nationally. Insurance covers 
some of this in most cases.

Other than that, the greatest 
demand comes in the period 
between 13 and 18, when 
youngsters eat more, require 
more expensive clothes and 
more money for recreation.

Tips

In recent years Halloween 
has been scarier for adults 
than children.

Seeking ways to avoid these 
problems and cut down on 
vandalism, parents increasing­
ly are steering their children 
toward organized activities 
like school carnivals and par­
ties. Apparently these efforts 
have been at least partially 
suceessful-or maybe children 
just are forbidden to go out on 
Halloween. In any case, the 
number of trick-or-treaters in 
many cities has declined dra­
matically over the past few 
years.

Yet Halloween Is too well
4«tabl^hed to die out com- 
fletely.

, Since people probably will, 
contiiue celebrating the holi­
day in some form or other, 
here are some tips from the 
Texas Medical Association to 
cut down on Halloween ha­
zards.

Make children bring all 
candy home before they eat 
any. Inspect the loot and 
throw away anything that 
could have been opened and 
resealed. In recent years, 
people have put poison, sharp 
objects and drugs in candy and 
fruit.

Avoid costume masks that 
could slip and block a child's 
vision or breathing. Painting a 
child's face with cosmetics, 
grease paint or burned cork 
can be a.good substitute.

The costume itself should be 
light colored to help motorists 
spot children, flame resistant 
and not so loose or long it 
could trip a child or catch on 
obstacles. Costumes should 
not include sharp objects, 
torches or candles. Adults can 
improve safety by putting 
reflective tape or luminous 
paint on costumes and objects 
children carry.

People can make their pro­
perty safer and cut down on 
vandalism several ways. Keep 
the property well lighted. Put 
away hoses, lawn furniture 
and garbage cans. If possible, 
put cars in the garage and lock 
them. Bring pets inside to 
protect them and children 
from each other.

Simple preparations like this 
can make the holiday safer for 
children and help adults sur­
vive the season.

the loan level to at least $2.50 
a bushel, the level recom­
mended in the Emergency 
Farm Bill passed last year by 
the Congress and vetoed by 
the President.

"The new loan rate is less 
than what it takes to produce a 
bushel of wheat even on 
dryland acreage," Hightower 
said, "but it will give some 
farmers an opportunity to ob­
tain interim financing without 
having to sell their wheat at 
today's depressed prices."

The Congressman said that 
for the past several weeks the 
wheat market had hovered 
around $2.50 a bushel.

In Hightower's letter to the 
President, which was signed 
by 17 other Congressmen, he 
pointed out that the President 
had said in his veto message 
he would direct the Secretary 
of Agriculture to make adjust­
ments in the price support loan 
rates if price deterioration 
required action on his part.

When three weeks had 
passed with no action from the 
White House. Hightower sent 
his follow-up telegram, which 
was signed by both Texas 
Senators and 27 Congressmen, 
including eight Republicans 
from wheat-producing states.

Less than a week later 
Hightower's campaign oppo­
nent issued a press release 
condemning Hightower for 
sending the telegram, brand­
ing it as a political action.

However, four days later his 
opponent announced that he 
would be part of a group of 
wheat growers meeting with 
President Ford in Lawton,

L ocal R esidents Getting 
Bigger Pensions

How much money is going 
to residents of Hansford Coun­
ty each month in the form of 
Federal pension checks?

How do their checks com­
pare, on average, with those 
going to people in other areas?

On the basis of the latest 
official figures from the Social 
Security Administration, the 
pension payments locally are 
relatively high.

They have been getting 
larger over the years by virtue 
of the frequent upward re­
visions legislated by Congress 
and, more recently, because of 
their being tied in with the cost 
of living. In July the benefits 
were increased by 6.4 percent, 
in line with a first quarter rise 
in the Consumer Price Index.

As of the beginning of this 
year, payments to benefici­
aries in Hansford County were 
at an annual rate of $2,201 per 
recipient. This compares with 
$1,370 four years earlier.

Elsewhere in the United 
States, the average was $2,142 
and, in the West South Central 
States. $1,897.

Just how much goes to a 
pensioner or to members of his 
family depends upon his an­
nual income during his active

years and. in turn, upon his 
contributions to the retirement 
fund.

The comparatively large 
benefits that most local people 
become eligible for upon re­
tirement reflects the fact that 
their earnings, during their 
working careers, were better 
than average.

The number of retired or 
disabled residents qualified to 
received Social Security pay­
ments has been growing larger 
year by year, due to revisions 
of the law that have reduced 
the age of retirement and have 
brought in classes of workers 
who had been ineligible be­
fore.

Most farmers in this area have heard of the epidemic of head smut which af­
fected the corn crop in parts of six counties of West Texas. The disease is not expect­
ed to spread much beyond that area next year, if indeed it occurs at all, but the Pio­
neer Agronomy Service Department headquartered in Plainview, is conducting an in­
formational program to acquaint all corn farmers with the disease

Not surprisingly, there is a good bit of confusion about head smut since this 
is the first year it has appeared in the Southwest in high enough incidence to affect 
yields. Pioneer agronomists had studied the problem elsewhere, however, and print 
this information as a service to High Plains farmers.

Two distinctly different Kinds of smut appeared in parts of Parmer, Castro, 
Deaf Smith, Lamb, Bailey and Hale counties: common smut and head smut. Common 
smut has little, If any, economic significance, but it is frequently confused with head 
smut, which is the real culprit. Estimates are that head smut reduced the yields of 
some fields by over 20% .

COMMON SMUT (Ustilago maydis), sometimes called boil smut, does not 
usually reduce yields. It is characterized by galls, bulbous growths which are at first 
covered with a glistening, greenish to silvery-white tissue. The galls may appear on 
any part of the corn plant including the exposed tips of healthy ears protruding 
beyond the shuck. The plant becomes host to wind or water-borne sporidia which 
stimulate cells in young tissue to proliferate.

HEAD SMUT (Sphacelotheca reiliana) is systemic, the plant being infected 
by soil-borne teliospores in the seedling stage. The outward signs of the disease are 
less conspicuous than common smut. It first appears when ears and tassels are 
formed. Tassels of infected plants usually appear to be covered with a reddish brown 
or black, spiny rust Silkless shucks look as if they might cover a short, fat ear of corn 
but opening the shuck exposes a mass of black, worm-like teliospores or a tangle of 
bright green, leafy buds. Since head smut is soil borne and there is no practical 
chemical treatment to control it, we can expect infection to increase from one year to 
the next if conditions are right This year’s weather (dry and cool) was particularly 
conducive to infestations of both types of smut fungus.

r  *“ WHAT ABOUT NEXT YEAR? For the most part, head smut occurs in fields 
that have been planted to corn for several years. It appears that farmers with a head 
smut-infested field have a choice for the use of that field next year. They can plant the 
field to another crop or can, with reasonable safety, plant corn hybrids that offer resis­
tance to the disease Pioneer has three excellent hybrid corn varieties that show 
strong resistance to head smut. One of these is well known to area farmers and is the 
most planted variety in much of this area . . .  Pioneer brand 3306. Two other Pioneer 
varieties . . .  3184 and 3195 .. which were planted widely in this area for the first time 
this year, not only resist smut but have even greater yield potential than the well- 
known yield champion, Pioneer brand 3369-A

L ocal R esidents Getting  
Bigger Pensions

How much money is going 
to residents of Hansford Coun­
ty each month in the form of 
Federal pension checks?

How do their checks com­
pare, on average, with those 
going to people in other areas?

On the basis of the latest 
official figures from the Social 
Security Administration, the 
pension payments locally are 
relatively high.

They have been getting 
larger over the years by virtue 
of the frequent upward re­
visions legislated by Congress 
and, more recently, because of 
their being tied in with the cost 
of living. In July the benefits 
were increased by 6.4 percent, 
in line with a first quarter rise 
in the Consumer Price Index.

As of the beginning of this 
year, payments to benefici­
aries in Hansford County were 
at an annual rate of S2.201 per 
recipient. This compares with 
$1,370 four years earlier.

Elsewhere in the United 
States, the average was $2,142 
and, in the West South Central 
States, $1,897.

Just how much goes to a 
pensioner or to members of his 
family depends upon his an­
nual income during his active

years and. in turn, upon his 
contributions to the retirement 
fund.

The comparatively large 
benefits that most local people 
become eligible for upon re­
tirement reflects the fact that 
their earnings, during their 
working careers, were better 
than average.

The number of retired or 
disabled residents qualified to 
received Social Security pay­
ments has been growing larger 
year by year, due to revisions 
of the law that have reduced 
the age of retirement and have 
brought in classes of workers 
who had been ineligible be­
fore.

The current report lists the

total in Hansford County on 
the receiving end as 676. In 
1971, by comparison, there 
were 613.

As for the amount of money 
entering the local area via the 
Social Security route, it has 
now reached $1,488,000 a 
year. Four years ago it was 
$840,000.

Throughout the country as a 
whole, more than $70 billion is 
being paid out this year to 
some 32 million retirees and 
their dependents.

Despite the increased out­
lay. payroll taxes remain the 
same, except for the fact that 
they are being levied on the 
first $15,300 of income rather 
than on $14,100.

Tips

The Texas Medical Associa­
tion says one simple way to 
avoid getting shot this hunting 
season is to wear clothing 
colored daylight fluorescent 
orange, usually called "hunter 
orange". Deer are color-blind 
but hunters can spot people 
wearing bright-colored vests, 
caps, jackets, etc. Green, 
brown or dark colors are the 
most dangerous tones to wear. 
Many hunters blast away at 
movement alone and those 
colors do not provide enough 
contrast for a hunter to distin­
guish quickly between a hu­
man and any other animal.

Of course many hunters' 
greatest enemies are them­
selves. There are endless 
ways to shoot oneself acciden­
tally. One common way is to 
keep a loaded gun in the camp 
or vehicle. In the excitement 
of the hunt, many people also 
forget advice about keeping 
the safety on until ready to 
fire, not climbing fences or 
trees while carrying a loaded 
weapon and keeping snow or 
mud from clogging the gun 
barrel.

One of the easiest ways to 
get shot is to hunt around 
careless people. Lots of folks 
fire at hard, fiat surfaces or 
don’ t consider where the bul­
let will land if they miss. Even 
bullets from small bore wea­
pons can ricochet at odd 
angles or travel more than a 
mile. Hunters also can be 
careless about pointing a gun 
at a companion when walking 
or getting somebody in the line 
of fire.

To make the season even 
more deadly, many hunters 
mix drinking and shooting. A 
hunting trip is not a backyard 
cocktail party. Even people 
who can handle their liquor get 
in trouble hunting because of 
the added danger and stress. «  

Bad weather, too much 
walking or carrying, and other 
types of stress have bagged 
many an ill-prepared hunter. 
Exercising, at least walking, 
starting a couple of months 
before hunting season and 
pacing oneself on the hunt can 
decrease stress

LUBBOCK-Farmers’ con­
cern lately has been the low 
price of grain, with much 
emphasis on the “ why.”  
Texas Grain Sorghum Produ­
cers Board offers the following 
situation report which should 
give some explanation.

Fence to Fence Planting: 
Increased plantings of grains 
are taking a heavy toll on price 
scales. The combined 1976 
production of grain sorghum 
and corn in the Texas High 
Plains is estimated at 274.5 
million bushels, an increase of 
45.36 million bushels over the 
previous five-year average of 
production (or enough to fat­
ten 1.14 million head more of 
600-pound steers than are now 
fed). The same trend of 
production is noted nation­
wide.

Shortage of Storage: Na­
tionally the amount of storage 
facilities is far from adequate 
and in most cases already full.

Lack of storage forces grain 
into the market.

Mississippi River Low: 
Corn is backing up due to the 
Mississippi River barges not 
being able to haul full loads.

Harvest Season Slump: 
Harvest time is normally a 
weak price period: however, 
with increased corn production 
and inadequate drying and 
storage facilities, more pres­
sure to sell for what is offered 
becomes increasingly common 
which forces prices downward.

Lack of Confidence in Mar­
ket: Because of the presiden­
tial veto last year, there is no 
real speculative interest com­
pared to two years ago.

Outlook: Grain sorghum
production estimates are down 
from 758 million bushels in 
1975 to 714 million bushels for 
1976. Corn production is as 
forecast on Oct. 1 at 5,865 
million bushels in comparison 
with 5,767 million bushels in

1975.
Domestic consumption 

should increase for both sor­
ghum and corn as a result of 
increased hog and poultry 
numbers. Exports, on the 
other hand, are expected to be 
about the same or even a bit 
lower. Russia's increased 
grain production will cut their 
grain import requirements and 
the amount of their reduction 
is likely to offset additional 
sales of domestic grain to 
Western Europe in the wake of 
their extended drouth.

Total use of U.S. feed grains 
is now estimated at 201.4 
million tons compared to 202.9 
million tons.

After harvest is complete 
and all remaining grain is 
secure in storage, prices are 
expected to again return to a 
higher level through next 
spring and summer. Orderly 
marketing will help achieve 
maximum average prices.

GED Tests
At FPC

General Educational De­
velopment (GED) tests will be 
given at Frank Phillips College 
on October 22 and 23, to all 
persons who wish to take them 
and meet the listed require­
ments.

Persons taking the tests 
must be residents of Texas.

Seventeen year-olds may 
take the tests if they are 
entering the Armed Forces, 
and must bring with them a 
letter from the parents and the 
recruiting officer.

Person 18 years old may 
take the tests if they have been 
out of school for one calendar 
year and present a letter of 
proof from the principal of the 
school attended.

All persons 19 years of age 
or older are eligible.

Satisfactory completion of 
the tests will obtain for those 
taking them a certificate which 
is the equivalent of a high 
school diploma and is accepted 
in most states as such.

A series of five tests will be 
given, with two tests to be 
given Friday beginning at 6 
p.m. and three on Saturday 
starting at 8 a.m. They will be 
given in the reading room of 
the Library Building.
