GTE asked to Igwer

rates fto custo

Residents of Spearman, as cus-
tomers of General Telephone Co. of
the Southwest may be interested in
the ongoing rate case that cities
have been trying to settle with
GTE.

At the end of August, represen-
tatives of participating cities met to
discuss the General Telephone
Company rate case which went to
trial in September. Spearman city
councilman, Bob Boxwell attended
on behalf of the City of Spearman.
Mick Arndt from Hess & Lim, the
cities' rate consultants in the case,
discussed their testimony which
recommended a reduction of
General's rates by $165 million
(including the impact of a refund of
the double collection of taxes they
had been collecting since the state
gross receipts tax war repealed in
1985.)

The rate reduction recommend
ed by Hess & Lim is consistent with
fundamental changes in the tele
phone industry which have resul.
ed in rate reductions across th:
nation. It is in line with rate
decisions in other states. Most
states have ordered rate reductions
to reflect the reduction in the
federal income tax rate. The Cali-
fornia Public Utility Commission
has reduced General’s rates $338
million within the last year. The
Missouri Public Utility Commission
Staff has recently recommended a
24% rate decrease for South-
western Bell.

Key factors consultants feel
necessitate a large rate reduction
include that of the federal income
tax rate applicable to the Company
fell from 46% to 34% ; the company
has for several years been collect-
ing gross receipts tax from cus-
tomers even though state gross
receipts tax was repealed in 1985,
requiring a refund of $49 million.

Also the Company received rate
increased in its long distance and
private line rates in the last two

More moose
reported to

be in area

In an Oct. 9 edition of the
Hansford Plainsman an article
was printed about a moose that was
spotted in the vicinity. Since that
time there have been more reports
about another bull moose and four
calves in the area.

Game Warden, James Wilson
noted, ‘'These are reasonable and
trustworthy reports. We have had
three such reports verifying the
same thing.”" When asked about
the bull moose the game warden
spotted himself on Oct. 6 along
with an area landowner, the war-
den noted that there have been no
other reports of that bull moose.
That moose had an injured hoof,
and could be easily identified. The
bull moose apparently wandered
off in the evening shortly after
being spotted.

"‘It's possible the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Commission will
establish emergency protection
laws for the additional moose that
have been spotted. The idea of
trying to get the moose back to an
original habitat does not seem as
ideal now. The moose seem to be
fairly content here because of the
reports of spottings, they seem to
be staying in the same general
location,’’ reports Wilson.

Reports from the Kansas Parks
and Wildlife Department and the
Oklahoma Fish and Game Depart-
ment indicate that the moose that
are now in the Texas Panhandle
came across Kansas and Oklahoma
and possibly before that Missouri.
The moose apparently traveled
through these areas quickly, but
seem to have found the Texas
Panhandle more to their liking.

So with the help of the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Commission,
these moose may be protected and
able to more extablish themselves
in the Panhandle.

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Smoking cost Texans

$3.3billion peryear

The updated figures are in.
It's one of those stories nobody
wants to talk about over the
breakfast table. It's about death
and dying; what smoking costs us
Texans in a year's time.

Smoking costs Texas--its citizens
and taxpayers--an estimated $3.3
billion per year, says Ron Todd,
coordinator of the Office of Smok-
ing and Health at the Texas Health
Department.

That's $1,036 for every smoker
age 18 or over.

It's $198 per year for every man,
woman and-child in the Lone Star
State. For every pack of cigarettes
sold, Texas taxpayers pay a $1.78
bounty in health care costs and lost
productivity due to illnesses caused
by cigarette smoking.

‘*And this is only cigarettes. It
does not include medical costs
related to cigars, pipes or smoke-
less tobacco,”’ said Todd, who
recently completed a statistical
analysis, ‘‘Annual Cost of Ciga-
rette Smoking in Texas'' funded by
the Texas Cancer Council.

Cigarette smoking kills Texans
at the rate of 16,697 per year,
according to the report. That's
something equivalent to eradica-
ting the population of four towns
about the size of Bastrop.

One of the four federally re-
quired warnings on the side of your
favorite brand of cigarettes states
that '‘smoking causes lung cancer,
heart disease, emphysema, and
may complicate pregnancy.’’ What
it does not tell you is that it causes
30 percent of all deaths from heart
disease, the leading killer in both
the state and the nation.

Cancer, ‘‘the Big C'' as John
Wayne called it, and smoking are

no strangers. One-third of all
cancer deaths in the nation are
caused by cigarette smoking, in-
cluding 85 percent of all lung
cancer deaths, the leading cancer
killer of both men and women.

A traditional argument is that
while smoking may be a bad habit,
it produces tax revenue. But it
doesn’t bring in enough. The costs
associated for medical treatment
and lost time is more than six times
greater than the revenue generated
by cigarette sales.

The Texas costs attributable to
deaths, lost productivity, and
medical treatment were analyzed
in three broad categories, ex-
plained Todd.

“Direct health care costs'' in-
clude $1,618,085,731 spent per
year for prevention, diagnosis and
treatment of smoking-related
diseases and medical conditions.

“Indirect mortality costs'' now
add up to $1,079,162,215 yearly.
This is an estimate of how much
income and productivity is lost
when individuals die prematurely
from smoking-related illnesses.

“Indirect morbidity costs’ in-
clude $616,978,157 in lost income
and productivity when individuals
are disabled by smoking-disease or
injury. |

The three categories total
$3,814,226,103 per year in costs
attributable to cigarette smoking in
Texas, Todd said.

When grandma's failing eye-
sight makes it impossible for her to
read, one of several library services
may help compensate for this
sensory loss,

‘*Although it's difficult for
family caregivers to watch an
elderly relative have to give up
something he or she enjoyed so
much, they can help by reading
aloud,’’ said Dr. Judith Warren, a
gerontology specialist.

‘“However, family members
aren't always around and like
everyone else the visually impaired
elderly like to choose what and
when they read without having to
depend on others,’” she said.

The solution may be as close as
your telephone or local library,
according to Warren, who is with
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service at Texas A&M University.

She said many local libraries
have audio recordings of books for
loan to residents who need them.
Some libraries will also deliver or
mail recordings to users.

The Texas State Library also has
a variety of free services for
visually handicapped people, in-
cluding thousands of books and
magazines on tape or records. The
recordings are delivered to readers
by mail at no charge.

Anyone who might qualify can
request an application for services
by writing the Texas State Library,
Division of Blind and Physically

An audio cassette player-
recorder may cost anywhere from
$30 to $100. Those who qualify for
State Library Services may have a
cassette player furnished by the
Texas Commission for the Blind,
she said.

If you buy an audio cassette
player, consider the quality of the
sound. Words should be clearly
distinguishable and stay clear at
both low and high volume. Light-
weight earphones will also help
block out background noise and
deliver the sound directly to the
person's ears.

Warren, who has developed an
educational program to train family
caregivers which is offered through
¢ounty extension programs, said
families are often unaware of the
fesources available to support their
efforts.

‘‘Beyond basic needs, physical
well-being and safety, families are
concerned about their elder’'s
quality of life,’” she said. ‘‘The
mental stimulation and sheer en-
joyment of reading is one thing
they can help provide by knowing
how to use available services."’

books for the Company. For an
affiliate which manufactures and
sell telecommunications equipment
to the Company, payments are
based on prices which substantially
exceeds the prices available from
unrelated manufacturers and ex-
cessive in relation to the prices
charged by the equipment affiliate
to non-GTE companies.

GTE's equity return (after tax
profit) for the vears 1985, 1986, and
1987 was 16.7%, 18%, and 18.1%
respectively. Hess & Lim has
presented testimony that a reason-
able equity return for GTE would
be 11.8%. This recommendation
would allow the Company a
$130,839,000 return on its invest-
ment in Texas.

Ongoing settlement negotiations
were discussed at the meeting. The
City representatives directed that
any settlement must contain the
following components. The state
gross receipts tax charged to
General's customers but never
remitted to the state must be
refunded. If the entire refund is not
made immediately, the Company
must pay interest on the unrefund-
ed amount until paid. Also rates for
local service must be reduced at
least 30%. Small business cus-
tomers should receive a larger rate
reduction than other local cus-
tomers.

Additionally rates for other (non-
local) services should also be
reduced in addition to the 30%
local rate decrease. The specifics of
the additional rate reduction are
negotiable.

There reductions should not be
reductions in access charges (the
rates paid by long distance com-
panies like AT&T). General's cus-
tomers would receive little or no
benefit from an access charge
reduction, because most of the
access charge reduction would be
spread to AT&T's customers which
are not customers of General
Telephone Company.

And under no circumstances
should access charges be reduced
except on the condition that AT&T
flow the rate reduction through to
its customers by reducing its long
distance rates.

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Worst wildfire year of decade

Texas is having its worst fire
year of the decade from the forests
of East Texas through the southern
Great Plains in West Texas.

"‘Texans need to be more aware
then ever of the extremely dry
conditions and the unusually high
numbers of fires that have injured
rural areas throughout the state
during 1988, cautioned Bruce
Miles, director of the Texas Forest
Service.

“‘Nearly everyone is familiar
with the Yellowstone National Park
fires that grabbed headlines from
August through September, and
most people will also remember the
300,000-acre range fire near Abi-
lene last March, proving Texas is
notimmune to the devastating fires

that plague the western states
nearly every year,”’ Miles added.

Perhaps fewer citizens realize
that Texas has had more than 2,000
forest fires in the 50 east Texas
counties, burning thousands of
valuable trees on more than 37,000
acres, from January through Sep-
tember this year.

This already exceeds the fires
and acreage burned in Fast Texas
during 1984, our previous worst
fire year of the 1980's. This year's
totals also amount to 700 fires and
17,000 acres more than the average
of the last six years.

‘*Another thing many Texans
may not realize is that these
figures--dramatic as they are--
represent only about 25 percent of

Kids should eat low cholesterol
‘heart-healthy” diet

foods for

Children eat and they grow. So
other than starting the baby on
solid foods or getting the kids to eat
their vegetables, most parents
have few concerns.

Now, however, national health
organizations and the media are
telling parents they should also be
concerned about whether their
children are eating a ‘‘heart-
healthy'' diet.

Medical research studies of
adults have clearly shown that
eating a diet high in saturated fats
and high in cholesterol directly
increases the risk of heart disease.
Other factors, especially smoking,
high blood pressure, diabetes and
a family history of heart disease
add to that risk.

Heart-healthy eating, a term
coined by the American Heart
Association, means reducing total
fat intake in the diet to 30 percent
of calories, reducing saturated fats
to about 10 percent of calories and
reducing total dietary cholesterol
intake to 300 milligrams a day or

less. -

Since most people don t count
every calorie, let alone know the
percentage of calories devoted to
each type of fat, this gets trans-
lated into a generally low-fat,
low-cholesterol diet -- and a diet
which may not be the best for
young children in the family.

Dr. Mury Kinney Sweeten, a
Registered Dietitian and nutrition
specialist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service at Texas
A&M University, said this diet
advice has left many parents
confused.

““Our county extension home
economists are getting many ques-
tions from parents who are con-
cerned about fat in their children’s
diets,”" she said. '‘We try to
reassure them that a balanced diet
is still most appropriate for all
ages."'

‘“There is some disagreement
among medical authorities as to the
exact age when children should
start eating a low-saturated fat
diet. But they all agree that it
shouldn't be before the age of
two,"' said Sweeten.

M edical studies of babies under
age two whose parents put them on
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low-fat diets by giving them skim
milk, for example, have been found
to suffer from slow growth and
failulre to thrive.

Since children need fat for
normal growth and development,
diets that are extremely low in fat
are not desirable, according to the
specialist.

‘‘Severly restricting the amount
of fat or cholesterol children eat
would mean less meat, milk and
cheese in their meals, which re-
duces excellent sources of calcium

and iron that children need,”' she
said.
Parents can begin to instill

heart-healthy eating habits in their
children when they are pre-
schoolers, but changes should be
moderate. Children can eat what
the family eats, as long as they get
the nutrients and calories they
need for growth and development.

In a family where adults are
trying to cut down on total fat and
cholesterol, she said that means
eating lean meats with external fat

“~trimmed, poultry with fat and skin

removed, low-fat milk, cheese and
other dairy products, and fewer
eggs within a regular balanced diet
that includes daily servings of
vegetables, fruits and grain pro-
luets.

Parents can with stick with this
lower fat menu while still providing
whole milk for children under two.
For older children, switching to 2
percent milk is acceptable.

‘‘Parents sometimes deny child-
ren snacks in the belief they're bad
for them. But nutritious snacks are
necessary for growing children to
keep up their energy levels and can
be part of a heart-healthy diet,”
Sweeten said.

According to the specialist, the
following are ways to reduce
saturated fat in the family diet,

Keep healthy snacks on hand,
such as fresh fruit, peanut butter
spread on apple slices, unbuttered
popcorn, low-fat yogurt and pud-
ding made with low-{at milk.

Choose lean cuts of red meat,
usually labeled ‘‘select,"’ and trim
visible fat. Also prepare chicken
without the skin.

. Try low-fat cheeses. Children
typically like American cheese and

there are lower-fat versions of
these available in the super-
markets,

Keep ice cream for a special
treat. Instead, offer children fruit
juice bars, sorbet, sherbet, ice milk
or frozen yogurt for regular snacks.
. Choose lower fat cookies, such as
fruit or raisin bars, ginger snaps or
oatmeal cookies. Check the labels
on cookie packages and avoid those
that use the highly saturated
coconut and palm kernel oils or
animal fats,

. Also read labels on other pre-
pared foods to avoid saturated
coconut and palm kernel oils or
animal fats.

. Use a tub variety of margerine
that lists a liquid vegetable oil first
on the list of ingredients.

the rural fires in East Texas. These .
are the statistics from fires our
involving our own (TFS) firefighter
crews. The remaining 76 percent
are responded to by various volun-
teer and municipal fire depart-
ments, however complete records
are not available for those totals,’”
Miles explained.

Also, he added, they do net
include fires of any kind outside the
50 East Texas Counties, where
most of our crews are stationed.

‘*Another thing that residents
are probably only vaguely aware of
is the high cost of rural fires. Not
only the damage done by the fires,
but the cost of suppression. Ulti-
mately it is the taxpayer and the
consumer who bears these costs,
which could be drastically reduced
if more people would practice basic
fire prevention,”’ Director Miles
said.

The two major causes of forest
and range fires, the director said,
are careless debris burning and
arson. A significant portion of both
can be prevented with more public
awareness, caution and coopera-
tion.

The Texas Forest Service and the
U.8. Forest Service have recently
published a brochure, entitled
“Your Home in the Line of Fire!"'
It gives ways to protect homes from
fire and is available free if resi-
dents will write to Texas Forest
Service, P.O. Box 3810, Lufkin, TX
75902-0310. Limited quantities are
also available to fire departments
and civic groups for use in fire
prevention programs.
