CAME IN MONDAY

Spearman's F i r s t  Loa d o f  192 4
Wheat C a m e  fro m  O c h i l t r ee  C o u n ­
ty— T ested  Good.

The first load of 1924 wheat ar­
rived in Spearman Monday after­
noon and was bought by the McClel­
lan Grain Company. It was brought 
in by A. Garrough of the west part 
of Ochiltree county. This wheat was 
of the black hull variety, tested 62 
pounds per bushel and is threshing 
out 22 bushels |>er acre. This will 
give a fair idea of the yield through­
out the Spearman country. The 
second load of new wheat was 
brought to town by Henry Waldrop. 
Mr Waldrop has about 1,000 acres 
and estimates the yield at 15 bushels 
per acre. The third load brought in 
by John L. Hays. Mr. Hays' wheat 
is better than usual this year, and 
he has a large acreage. The rain 
Monday night slowed down harvest­
ing operations considerably, but 
much wheat is being brought in to­
day. Oats and barley are also turn­
ing out well, and the acreage is larg­
er than ugual.

Tlie history of Flat's anti Banners I 
is so ohl that it is veiled in the 
shadow* surrounding the very dawn I 
of man's civilization, and no doubt 
came into beginning contemporane­
ous with mans first conception of 
Divinity; for tit the beginning of re­
corded time, Jehovah made a con- 
venant with man, promising never 
again would He send the waters to 
cover the face of the earth and de- 
troy all flesh. As a sign of that 

promise lie unfurled the multicolored
oner of the n,in-how across, th? 

A-'kin of ih»- sky and draped the
-1111? with His symbol of assurance, 

that they wan lived ami generations 
yet unborn might understand the 
Majesty of His power and have 
faith in 11 is watchful care. And it 
is my belief that from that good day 
ti this; man has caught th? insp'ra 
lion and in his finite way employed 
in some manner the God given ban­
ner of the sky as an emblem of his 
faith in Deity, as a support to his 
hope and Destiny, and as an inspira­
tion to his greatest effort in life

When we look out on bits of vari­
colored bunting that float before 
the breeze, we see not the cloth 
merely; hut there rises before the 
mind the aspect of that land whose 
people have in their thoughts of loy­
alty, love and hard wrought sacri­
fice, chosen tlmt flag as emblematic 
of their love for Nation and their 
fireside. And mark you well that 
whatever degree of advancement in 
science, art, literature and religion, 
they have attained it has been be­
cause they sat their Flag out among 
the Emblems of the other Races and 
Nations, and shed their blood that it 
might hold its place.

Wherever Nations or Races have 
fought for conquest or defense of 
principles, there the battle flags have 
epitomized the highest ideals of the 
solders, and when he saw the tatter­
ed folds of his beloved flag he for­
got the fear of selfishness and gave 
himself a sacrifice to its service.

All down through the ages the 
Flags and Banners have been an in­
spiration to the Races and Nations 
to unite their purposes and through 
a co-operative effort to establish 
themselves as worthy a place in 
civilization and progress.

“This Nation too, has a flag, 
unde r it rode Washington and his 
Armies. Before it Burgoyne laid 
down his sword.” There at the bat­
tle of New Orleans sat Juckson and 
his intrepid riflemen, and when the 
smoke of conflict had rolled away 
on that memorable day the Amer­
ican Flag had won its place in the 
Galaxy of Nations, and written the 
story of God and Liberty that eter­
nity cannot erase.

Our first Flag had its birth in the 
bosom of men who dreamed of the 
,-pirit of freedom where law, liberty 
and national conscience should not 
he dictated by I’reRstic edict or re­
ligious ritual, and men might wor- 
hip God according to the dictates 

of his own conscience and fear no 
inquisitional tribunal.

The story of our flag reads like a 
romance, and I would that every 
man, woman and child within the 
confines of this broad land of ours 
would dedicate at least one day of 
the year to refresh their minds of j 
what has been achieved under its 
folds, and teach the story of its be­
ginning and inspiration to the chil- 1 
dren who seek to work out their des­
tiny under its protecing folds.

One of the first flags used by the 
colonists was a pale green pine tree 
on a field of white, upon which was 
inscribed AN APPF.AL TO HEAV­
EN. This flair was flown on nearly 
all of the ships under Washington’s 
command during .the revolutionary 
war. About the same time the flag 
that more ncnrly resembles our 
American flag was designed and 
first hoisted by the Immortal John,

Paul Jones on the old vessel” Katy”. 
This flag consisted of thirteen 
stripes, alternately red and white, 
representative of the thirteen Col­
onies, and a union in the upper left 
hand corner bearing the united 
crosses of St. Andrew and St. George 
signifying the mother country. 
After this, still another flag was de­
signed, consisting of a field of yel­
low silk, bearing upon its center a 
rattle snake coiled ready to strike, 
and having thirteen rattles, repre­
senting the thirteen Colonies; also 
bearing the inscription DON'T 
TREAD ON ME. This flag was 
used on many of the ships during 
the close of the revolutionary war. 
Although the Stars and Stripes were 
designed and displayed in the Halls 
of the Continental Congress during 
the latter part of the revolutionary 
period, they were not carried by the 
Continental forces in the field. The 
troops carried the colors of the vari­
ous States to which they belonged.

The story of the designing of the 
Stars and Stripes by Betsy Ross, its 
acceptance and adoption by the 
Continental Congress on June the 
14th, 1777 is well known to every 
school boy. The resolution by 
which the flag was adopted is of so 
simple and sincere a character as to 
be worth relating here. It is as 
follows:—

Resolved: That the Flag of the
Thirteen United States be thirteen 
stripes, alternately red and white; 
that the Union be thirettn stars, 
white in a blue field representing a 
new constellation.

This is the beginning of that 
matchless Flag that we call Old 
Glory, and from the day of its birth 
to this good hour it has never known 
defeat or lowered from mast save 
and except when drooping in sorrow 
for those who had loved and served 
it best, or out of respect for those 
whose deeijs had proven that they 
respected its station among the Stan­
dards of the world.

This brings us to the courtesies of 
respect and homage due the emblem 
of our liberty and national emi­
nence.

There is no Federal Code or 
Statute prescribing the manner of 
displaying, hanging or saluting our 
Flag. However in the Army and 
Navy many regulations and usages, 
are in every day practice, bearing 
on the subject of honor and courtesy 
due the Flag. These marks or honor 
and respect should be taught to 
every child from its infancy to ma­
turity, and “next to reverence to 
your God, honor first your Flag”, 
should be the watchwords of the 
patriot.

Here let me call your attention to 
a few simple rules governing our 
conduct when in the presence of our 
Nationul Emblem, and if they are 
studied only in a limited way they 
will be a guide to save from em­
barrassment in times when we would 
do homage to our Flag.

Always when a parade or a col­
umn of the military are passing by 
and the Flag is displayed; soldiers 
should salute and civilians should 
uncover their hends. The courtesy 
is the most neglected among Ameri­
can people.

In hoisting the Flag, it should 
never be rolled up and raised to the 
top of the staff before unfurling. 
The fly should be unfurled and free ( 
before unfurling.

The act of hoisting the Flag: 
should he done quickly, and the 
lowering should be done slowly. 
During the hoisting or the lowering 
of the Flag it should never be allow­
ed to touch the ground on land or 
the wnter on sea, or other water 
ways. The Army and Navy regula­
tions require that a flag that has 
through mishap touched the ground 
or the water shall be burned so that

We must raise the standard of our 
patriotism to that splendid height 
where years of upright living and 
whole hearted service are the only 
standards by which to measure its 
ciitizonship.

When the National Colors a r e ’ 
passing in parade or review; the 
spectator halt, if walking, and arise, 
if sitting, face the Hag stand a t t e n ­
tion and uncover.

When Flags are used for unveil­
ing statuary or monuments they 
should not be allowed to touch th e  
ground.

When our National Flag is dis 
played with slate or other flags it 
should be given the place of h-• uni­
on the right.

When the Flag is used a.- a ban 
ner the Union should fly to the 
North on streets running East and 
West, and to the East on streets 
running North and South.

Old and faded or tattered flags 
should not be used for any purpose.
When nt/ longer fit for display the 
Flag should be destroyed by burn 
ing; preferubly in private. Never, 
mutilate a flag.

Only three buildinj|s in An., i n i 
have the official privilege i f flying 
the Flag both day and night. One is 
the National Capitol which lie i 
Flag over both the East and W t 
entrances, and the other two are the 
United States Senate, and House of 
Representatives office building-.
These flags are replaced every six 
weeks to the wear and tear of th 
winds and rain.

Never use the Flag as a win­
dow curtain or a covering for i 
passage way.

Never use the Flag for advei 
Ing purposes.

Never use the Flag at public m t 
ings as a table cloth to cover the

Always let the Flag hang free, 
and when colors are needed for dec- 
rating (purposes procure red, white 
and blue bunting, and thus save the 
flag front indignity.

And also they 
are an example to the stranger th e 
comes among us, so that when he 
sees us do homage und honor to our 
Flag he is impre-vi d with the ini i 
tance of it, and i inspired vvi. ‘ 
great respect for the government 
that it represents.

The aspect of Vhe American Flag 
is a thing of beauty to behold, and 
when at dawn the mellow light of | 
the new day is greeted by the flip-, 
ing to the breeze the sacred fold- of 
our Flag; it is no wonder that the 
heart of America is thrilled to re 
newed effort, and a cheer of glad- I 
ness bursts from every lip when wo 
behold this cercmorty.

LYNCH DAVIDSON SAYS
BUSINESS METHODS ARE 

NEEDED IN THIS STATE

Speaking in chapel to the faculty 
and students Friday morning in the 
interest of his cunipaign for gover­
nor, Hon. Lynch Davidson, stressed 
business efficiency as the thing 
most needed in state administration 
at this time.

Mr. Davidson stated in the begin- 
1 ning that he believed home, educa 
! tion, and religion to be the most ini 
i portant factors in the preserva- 
1 tion of the nation. He opposes the 
I curtailment of expenditures for 

public education, hut on the other 
hand would increase the facilities to 
a considerable extent. He cited the 
Diaz regime in Mexico as a great ua 
tional blunder in bringing about ma­
terial prosperity without attendant 
growth in education and free religi 
ous worship. The speaker declared 
he was opposed to group rule from 
every standpoint.

Senator Davidson believes that 
strict adherence to sound business 
principles will save the state of 
Texas at least ten million dollar- 
each biennium. His plan includes 
rehabilitation of the state insane 
asylums and the penitentiary system. 
He would put the state on a cash 
basis and save millions every year 
through cash purchases and dis­
counts. He favors the unit plan of 
distributing the education funds; 
this plan, he said, would make the 
six months school term possible.

While he does not claim to have 
established a legislative record, Dav­
idson maintains that he has helped 
defeat many la\y- which would have 
been detrimental, lie mentioned 
the state railway as an example of 
his ability to apply business methods 
to state business.

Lynch Davidson is a former lieu­
tenant governor and a well known 
business man of Houston.— The 
Prairie.
