off, having sold a few hogs along
during the year for this purpose,

and what we would get out of our
cotton wheat or whatever crop we
are growing, would be clear and we
would be able to hold, ship or handle
as we think best.

The
cow will give you a good profit on
her upkeep from her cream or buiter
and the skim milk can be turned in-
to a source of revenue, by letting
the pigs have a good fill daily, which
will give them a much needed ration

I that would need to be brought other-

wise, On farms that are not situ-
ated for darying, and steer feeding
is preferred, then the hog is just as
much needed there. He fits in with
thee feed pen just as well as the
dairy farm. For the man who has
a surplus of feed it cannot be turned
to better advantage, than to the hog.
Statistics show us that in 17 out o
the last 21 years there has been a
good profit in feeding hogs. What

I shall mention a few causes of
failare in growing hogs. One is,
that we don't start with the right'
kind. I have already gone over that.
Get the right kind to start with, and
keep your best ones then you will
always have the right kind, see that
you use nothing but pure bred boars,
and the best that are available for
your puropse. There is not a great
deal of difference in the market hog
and the breeding hog except that the
breeding hog is a little more extreme
and free of defects and faults. while
the hog for market may carry some
of the smaller defects that are not
material in raising hogs for the mar-
ket alone, but for our breeding stock
we should use the larger, well pro-|
portioned animals paying paticular
attention to the back, foot and bone,
and getting one that can see well,
and a good grazer. The boar es-
pecially should be one that will trans-
mit good size and quality to his off-
spring. It is frequently the case
that one boar will add 25 pounds
each to his pigs at 6 or 8 months old, '
over another boar, which difference
will pay for the cost of the good
boar several times over in one year,
if you have several sows.

Another cause of failure is neglect.
We breed our bunch sows for spring
or fall farrow, intending to use them
in marketing our grain in the fall
or grazing our pasture in the spring.
| When farrowing time comes, we are
busy and neglect the sow. and allow
her to farrow out in the field " or
pasture and she overlays her pigs,
and we lose the litter. I shall not
undertake to tell how to take care of
these pigs for some one else can do
| that, but will say_that if you do not
!lmow how, talk to some one that|
does. You can find a neighbor who |
knows how and is doing it success-
| fully, or you can get all of this that
you can digest in some of the farm
or stock papers. The main thing
is to use your head and be on the
job. If you don’t attend to this at
farrowing period, then there is no|
use to undertake to raise hogs, for
they cannot be raised after they have
been killed as pigs. The time to
save them is when they are pigs.
And this is the only time. If you|
lose your litter of pigs, you will
either have to buy your feeding pigs
| from a man who has been more suc-
| cessful than you, or you will have to
haul five loads of grain to market
instead of one load of hogs. Isn't
this saving in transportation worth|
the time that it will require to give!

| your own scheme to the best of ld-{
| vantage, considering size of farm,|

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BETTER SEED WHEAT

The farmers of the United States,
particularly those of the great grain
belt of the Middlewest and South-
west are losing millions of dollars
each year because of the lack of
proper seed wheat or through the
cultivation of poor quality. The
remedy for this loss, which is ap-
palling, is close at hand and can be
applied by every energetic and pro-
gressive wheat grower.

The foregoing, in substance, is
part of a statement just issued by
H. M. Bainer, Director of the South-
western Wheat Improvement As-
sociation, upon his return from an
extensive trip through a large por-
tion of the wheat belt.

“I was surprised,” Mr. Bainer said,
“at the enormous wheat acreage
sown with undesirable an badly mix-
ed seed. In some localities we found
rye mixtures in fifty per cent or
more of the fields, and in other sec-
tions fields showed lack of purity,
some revealing mixtures of varieties
of hard wheat, and in some there
were mixtures of hard and soft.”

Mr. Bainer made it clear that the
present is the time for wheat grow-
ers facing this problem to use the
solution at hand.

“Now, before wheat cutting time,
is «when every farmer who raises
wheat should be preparing for good
seed for fall sowing,” he continued. |
“Only those fields or parts of fields
that are pure, unmixed and free from
rye and smut should be saved for
seed.”

Mr. Bainer, who is recognized as
one of the foremost authorities on
the subject of wheat, declared that
a field can be regarded as good pros-

pect for proper seed if it is pure,!

excepting for a slight mixture of
rye. The rye, he pointed out, can
be removed by pulling out the plants
before harvest thus rendering the
wheat itself free from any of the
contaminating mixtures which so
dangerously lowers the grade of the
crop. Mr. Bainer emphasized
necessity of pulling out later heads
which mature with the wheat.

“If a man's own field does not
present the proper seed he should
select one in his neighborhood that
does and arrange with its owner to
obtain the quantity required,” Mr.
Bainer said. “No crop responds to
the use of good seed more than
Suitable seed will increase
the yield from two to seven bushels|
per acre over that obtained trom|
