Are Tech's school elections
popularity contests?

As
automatic head of this commit-
tee, Miss Cox is in charge of all
aspects of the elections. Dates
have to be set and service clubs
have to be scheduled to be at the
polls. The secretary advises and
interprets election rules and pro-
cedures.

Her Senate duifes consist of
taking minutes at meetings and
having them mimeographed.
These minutes are sent to other
schools in the Southwest Confer-
ence. In turn, Tech receives the
minutes from other schools. The
Senators are notified by the sec-
retary of the time and place of
meetings.

Coordinating
Board Delays

Final Action

AUSTIN (AP)—The State Col-
lege Coordinating Board, facing
one of its toughest decisions, put
off Monday until April 30 action
on a proposal to eliminate Texas
Southern University's law school

and East Texas State Universi-
ty’s doctoral programs.
A vote on both issues was

scheduled for Monday, but Tom
Sealy of Midland, chairman of a
committee studying the two
schools, asked more time.

A role and scope plan for the
22 state colleges and universities
is awaiting final action. The plan
would limit doctoral programs to
the University of Texas, Texas
A&M, Texas Tech, University of
Houston, North Texas State and
Texas Woman's University.

The board voted to issue $20-
million in bonds to finance the
first phase of th~ <89-million col-
lege student loan program ap-
proved last November by the vot-
ers.

Also approved were regulations
governing the loan program. The
regulations require that loan ap-
plications be sent to participating
colleges and universities, which
would forward them to the board
for approval.

In an action that will determine
the amount of construction at 17
schools in the next 12 years, the
board approved estimates show-
ing the institutions will more than
double in enrollment by 1978.

The estimate, showing an in-
crease from 115,015 students next
vear to 260,097 in 1978, will be
used in determining allocation of
most of the 10 cents of the state
ad wvalorem tax earmarked for
college buildings.

Committee reports of the Stu-
dent Senate and correspondence
from other schools are kept on
file in the Student Government
Oifice. Miss Cox is custodian of
these,

The secretary and vice presi-
dent head the legislative branch
of the Student Senate, and the
vice president, as of this year,
presides over the Senate.

Vice President Scott Allen plans
agendas and ecalls meetings.
Plans include deciding what com-
mittees will give reports and what
business will be heard. The vice
president selects with Senate ap-
proval, members of temporary
committees and standing com-
mitiees (Elections and Alloca-
tions).

Committees may be created or
abolished by the vice president,
It is his job to oversee commit-
tee work and keep the Senate ac-
tive.

The vice president must be able
to analyze personalities in order
to put the best man in the cor-
rect job. Knowledge of parliamen-
tary procedure is a must, Allen
said.

The business manager—this
year, Jerry Rawls—is the link
between the cheerleaders and the
administration. It is an unofficial
policy that the man who holds
the purse sets cheerleader policy.
Thus he is responsible for cheer-
leader actions in regard to fi-
nances.

Along with the president, the
business manager is a student
representative on standing com-
mittees. His most important role
is Chairman of the Student Allo-
cation Committee, where student
members examine budgets for the
coming year. Forms are prepared
and sent to some 30 campus or-
ganizations asking for proposed
operating costs, requesis for the
coming year, and proposed sourc-
es as well as present sources of
revenue.

The president’s duties are not
as easy to define. Roland An-
derson said, “‘You wzake up every
day not knowing exactly what
may -and something usual-
ly does.”
president does, however,
select and recommend students
for student-faculty commiitee
work. He is an automatic mem-
ber of seven or eight such com-
mittees.

It is the role of the president to
be in constant communication
with the administration. In turn
the administration may seek An-
derson’s service as spokesman
for the student body. As legisla-
tor, he may propose certain im-
provements to the Senate.

The primary attribute of presi-
dential candidates is being able
to work with people in another
generation, including faculty, ad-
ministration, Lubbock citizens,
legislature, and visiting dignitar-
ies, Anderson says. Student view-
points on any issues may need
presentation at any time, in any
place.

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Tech Government Emphasized

First Government Day
To Establish Precedent

Today’s activities in observance of Government Day
will set a precedent for what may become a very im-
portant program on the Tech campus in the future.

Activities this year are being conducted on a relative-
ly small scale with emphasis primarily on student government
through extensive news coverage.

However, plans for the future are on a much larger scale with
hopes of expanding the program to include local, state and national
politicians, according to Bill Beuck, chairman of the Senate commit-
tee in charge of Government Day.

cues from the natural laws of the
universe.

Fuller's light, strong, quickly-
erected geodesic domes house U.S.
Marines in Antarctica. They shelter
the revolving radar antennas of the
Distant Early Warning (DEW) line
in the Arctic. The Russians ex-
pressed their approval of the 200-
foot-diameter dome at the 1959
U.S. exhibit in Moscow by buying
it. The largest circular structure
without  internal supports, the
Union Tank Car Co. roundhouse in
Baton Rouge, La., 384 feet in di-
ameler, is a geodesic dome.

Reams have been written about
Fuller in the public press. In a re-
cent cover article, Time Maga-
zine dubbed him the *“Dymaxion
American,”” in allusiocn to a contro-
versial house and car he designed
some years ago, and the more suc-
cessful Dymaxion World Map.

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Tech elections have progressed
out of the realm of personality
conjests and are based almost en-
tirely on issues and qualifications,
according to Sara Cox, Student
Senate elections committee chair-
man.

Miss Cox, who has a long record
of student government experience
dating back to junior high, says
the most qualified candidates near-
ly always wind up the victor in
Tech elections.

“You can't campaign on an emp-
ty platform,” she said. “and the
students who vote are the same
ones who take time to find out who
is best qualified for the job.”

Helps Cheerleaders

She said the ‘‘cute campaign”
probably helps swing more votes
in the cheerleader contests than in
student government elections. In
these elections the hard campaign-
er stands a better chance of win-
ning.

( Continned Frem Page 1)
of running for an elective office,”’
Anderson said.

One of the major goals facing
student government at Texas
Tech, according to Anderson and
other leaders, is to see that Tech
becomes ‘‘the major university
it is destined to be, without allow-
ing reactionary influences to
hamper and defile this ideal.”

“However, there is another ov-
erriding goal that student gov-
ernment is concerned with,"” An-
derson said, ‘“and that ie to
stimulate the school, and all per-
sons involved, out of the enigma
of tradition and work for more
progressive policies, rather than
allowing the school and its stu-
dents to remain a victim of many
of the restrictive policies now in

Many Students
Misunderstand
Supreme Court

The Tech Supreme Court would
be more useful if the student knew
more about it, and if its powers
were broadened, according to Bob
Fillpot, chief justice of the court.

“The student doesn't realize that

he can bring problems before the
court, and automatically get legal
counsel from the Pre-Law Club.”

The Rules and Procedures of the
court provide that a student who
wishes to bring a controversy be-
fore the court has only to submit
his complaint in the form of a busi-
ness letter.

Improvement Probable

“The court doesn't have nearly
the power that it should,” said
Fillpot, but he noted that there is
a good possibility of the situation
improving. ““The court can operate
only within the- limits imposed by
the student association constiution,
and that covers only a small part
of campus life.”

The Tech Supreme Court oper- .

ates under Article IV, Its powers
include giving advice on the con-
sttiutionality of legislation, review
of legislative and executive actions,
and hearing cases appealed from
the election committee. It also has
the power to settle any disputes
arising under the constitution.
Advancement Made

“It is in this area that we have
made the greatest advances,’” said
Fillpot. He cited the recent case of
the student allocations budget
which was called for early by the
administration. In a belief that
they did not have time to approve
the budeget, the Senate gave their
approval without seeing the docu-
ment. This is contrary to the con-
stitution, and the court reminded
the senate of this fact, forcing
them to put the budget through
regular channels.

Fillpot said one of the areas for
greatest possible improvement in
the court would be to make it the
highest appelate court in a system
of “dorm courts” (Residence
Standards Board). This proposal
was submitted to the Administra-
tion last spring, who took it under
consideration.
