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Walker Says At BSO Retreat 

Organizations Need Individuality-

Organizations must define certain goals 
.is authorized by their constitution and strive 
for individuality on campus, assistant pro-
fessor of economics Harry Walker told dele-

gates to the Board of Student Organizations 
leadership retreat last weekend. 

"Too often organizations look like each 
other," Walker said. "We should be able to 
distinguish one group from another." 

He compared an organization's constitu-
tion to  a  person's birth certificate because 
it gives each organization unique character-
istics. 

Walker spoke to approximately 100 per-
sons attending the two-day retreat at 
Bishop's Lodge, located three miles north 
of Santa Fe, N.M. 

Walker criticized student organizations 
for lacking force on campus, saying "You 
(leaders) have to have the guts to get with 
it." 

He described leadership  as  something 
which can't be canned, labeled or interpreted 

in terms of personality, but as a functional 
operation. 

"Leadership is not  a  title. You must 
function as  a  leader regardless of your 
title," he said. 

Walker listed eight functions a leader 
and or his organization should perform: 

• Organizations must define goals as 
listed in their constitution in order to dis-
tinguish them from other organizations. 

• While an organization must have an 
overall goal, it must also have specific 
goals. 

• Leaders must be visionary and in-
dividualistic. 

• Leaders must delegate authority to 
others in their organizations, while at the 
same time retaining control over them. 

• Organizations must he consistent with 
their goals. Walker compared sonic campus 
organizations to chameleons because of this 
inconsistency. 

• Leaders must maintain adequate com-
munication with their members in order to 
maintain strength within their organizations. 

• Leaders must take the incentive to 
conduct periodic re-evaluations of their or-
ganizations to determine if they are achiev-
ing their goals. 

• Leaders must seek an intangible co-
hesiveness within their organizations. 

Walker also discussed the force and 
power of organizations, saying they must 
display responsibility and constantly strive 
to contribute to the total environment of the 
campus. 

Walker, who has been in the hospital 
recently and was not expected to attend the 
retreat, was keynote speaker for the retreat. 

Delegates spent most of the retreat in 
small group discussions. groups consisting 
of 8 to 10 persons. Saturday night delegates 
quizzed a student panel consisting of Suzanne 
Hightower, Beth Rutledge, Bill Beuck, Bob 
Fillpot and Mac Johnson concerning campus 
issues. 

Sunday morning members questioned 
Dean of Men Lewis Jones concerning college 

policies. Dean of Women Florence Phillips 

and Jones sponsored the event.

Connally Discusses Education 
Gov. Seeks Faculty Ideas; 
Says No Med School Yet

Governor John Connally told approximately 2,000 
Lubbock residents and visitors Monday that the last two 
sessions of the Texas legislature have increased the state's 
expenditures for higher education by 100 per cent, while 
the average enrollment has increased by 40 per cent. 

Addressing  a  joint civic clubs luncheon sponsored by the Cham-
ber of Commerce in Municipal Coliseum, he said Texas is beyond 
the point in its history where 
government can be  a  bystander 
to economic growth and progress. 

Must Change Conditions

Gov. John Connally. in a speech 

to Tech faculty Monday, asked 
for the teacher's help and par-
ticipation in state governmental 
matters. 

"Since my term in office, I 
have yet to hear from an edu-
cator about any concrete changes 
being made in education," he 

The trip was the fourth at-
tempt on the governor's part to 
conic to West Texas in recent 
weeks, and this one was not 
without complications. Delayed in 
Amarillo for an hour by engine 
trouble, he finally arrived in Lub-
bock at 11:10 a.m. in  a  borrowed 
plane. Three previously scheduled 
appearances were cancelled be-
cause of weather. 

Asked what would be the main 
themes of next spring's legisla-
tive session, he listed water and 
education as the most important 
and added tourism promotion, in-
dustrial growth, and a drastic 
need for expansion of the state 
parks system. 

He said he could not say 
whether or not any tax increases 
would be necessary for these 
programs, but cautioned that 
"progress costs money." 

He called Texas Tech  a  "fine 
institution" whose rapid growth 
he was aware of, but added that 
quality should be expanded with 
quantity. 

He said he was not particularly 
surprised or concci .ned that both 
PASO (Political Association of 
Spanish-speaking Organizations) 
and the state's AFL-CIO had 
come out in favor of Stanley 
Woods, his opponent in this 
year's gubernatorial election.

"You have valuable informa-

tion here on college campuses, 
and we have no way of getting 
it.

Connally asked the educators 

to help him develop the educa-
tional system of Texas. 

In his 40 minute talk, the gov-
ernor also answered questions 
from the audience, and he men-
tioned educational accomplish-

II said Tech is not ready for 
a  me -i.cal sch.iol because more 
planning and research are neces-
sary. The Lubbock area needs to 
offer tangible support to back up 
the school, Connally said. 

Concerning financial support 
to education, he said all state-
supported institutions in Texas 
have an "insatiable appetite" and 
money is a universal panacea. 
Rather than workable ideas and 
suggestions, he said the plea for 
money is the major problem 
brought to him. "Money alone is 
not the complete answer, -  he 
said. 

The chances for an increase in 
research funds are promising, the 
governor said. But he added that 
research is nebulous and a hard 
area to sell to the legislators 
concerning appropriations. 

"Give me the facts; give me 
something to offer in exchange 
for the money," he said. 

Comments On AAUP 
Regarding the American Asso-

ciation of University Professors 
(AAUP) censorship, Connally 
said he was reluctant to interfere 
in such matters but that he was 
"not above doing it." 

An audience member said that 
appointments to the Tech Board 
of Directors seemed deliberately 
aimed at excluding faculty mem-
bers. Connally said the Tech 
Board was orientated toward 
members of the business com-
munity, but he added that they 
served as business managers on-
ly. 

Failure to respond effectively 
to changing conditions means 
leaving our children with the 
more difficult task of correcting 
our mistakes, he said. 

Connally discussed the prob-
lem of  a  growing population. 
Within 35 years Texas will double 
its present population of 10.5 mil-
lion persons to 21 million. Fur-
thermore, 80 per cent of the 
state's growth is in the metropol-
itan areas where more and bet-
ter state governmental services 
will be needed, he said. 

Noting 43 per cent of Texas' 
population is under the age of 
21, he said Texas' growth is just 
beginning.

A new concept of community-
based facilities for the mentally 
ill and mentally retarded plus an 
increase by 250 per cent in vo-
cational and technical education 
are part of the progress program 
of Texas' government, Connally 
said. 

In an effort to solve the water 
problem in West Texas, he said, 
the government is writing a Tex-
as Water Plan whose implemen-
tation will be essential to con-
tinued growth. Connally said he 
has recently written to the Texas 
Congressional delegation asking 
that Texas be included in  a  study 
of water needs of the Southwest, 
involving the possibility of diver-
sion from as far away as the 
Columbia River or even Alaska 
to this particular section of Tex- 
as. 

Costs Less 

Connally said it costs less per 
capita to operate Texas than any 
state in the Union except three—
New Jersey, Nebraska, and 
South Carolina. 

"Texas is just now being un-
derstood as more than a dry, 
arid, treeless wasteland for cow-
boys," he said. 

Material wealth alone is not 
enough. he said, and the govern-
ment of Texas. at both the state 
and local levels, must anticipate 
needs and search for every op-
portunity to fulfill those needs. 

Connally was presented with a 
painting called "Before Sunrise" 
by Peter Hurd by Chas.

He said he believed that in 
spite of these events and the atti-
tude of Yarborough, Atty. Gen. 
Waggoner Carr could beat Re-
publican John Tower in his bid 
for re-election to the U.S. Senate. 

Asked about his proposed re-
alignment of Texas' colleges and 
unviersities, he replied, "I think 
the legislature's reaction settled 
the issue. I don't feel strongly 
that we need realignment. The 
important consideration is the 
quality of the education we give 
our children." 

He called Texas Tech  a  "great 
institution" and said it would 
grow larger, but "being larger 
is not what we ultimately need.

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Tech To Contribute Highway 
To Water Research Fatalities 

Texas Tech has joined two other 
state institutions in a cooperative 
program of water resources re-
search for Texas, officials an-
nounced Saturday. 

The agreement, which becomes 
effective this month between Tech, 
Texas A&M and the University of 
Texas, is designed to eliminate ov-
erlapping research and academic 
programs which can best be ac-
complished through cooperative ef-
forts. 

Tech Vice President for Busi-
ness Affairs M. L. Pennington, 
who helped negotiate the agree-
ment in behalf of the College, hail-
ed the move as "highly beneficial, 
not only for Tech and the other 
two institutions, but for the entire 
state of Texas. 

"There is no more important 
subject than water to our part of 
the state," Pennington said. "We 
welcome the opportunity to do any-
thing we can to develop this most 
important resource." 

Coordinate Efforts 
The agreement enables the three 

institutions to coordinate their ef-
forts to stimulate greater interest 
in interdisciplinary water r e-
sources training a n d research 
since "specific research compe-
tence found at any one academic 
institution does not encompass a 
broad enough spectrum to satisfy 
all the needs of the state." 

In executing the agreement, 
Chairman R. Wright Armstrong of 
the Tech Board of Directors, 
Chairman W. W. Heath of the UT 
Board of Regents and President 
H. C. Heldenfels of the Texas A&IVI 
Board of Directors explained: 

"It is recognized that water re-
sources are of vital importance to 
the continued economic develop-
ment of Texas, and that urban and 
industrial pressures as well as ag-
ricultural needs will demand water 
in greater amounts and better 
quality, necessitating consideration 
of a broad spectrum of research 
capabilities." 

Program Highlights 
The agreement specifically calls 

for: 
—T h e Water Resources Re-

search Institute in Texas estab-
lished at Texas A&M by legislative 
action in 1964 to be the agency 
through which state-supported uni 
versities will present proposals to 
the U.S. Department of Interior's 
Office of Water Resources Re-
search and to the Legislature for 
funds to support research. 

—The establishment of a Water 
Resources Program Committee 
composed of administrative heads 
of the three institutions or their 
designates to formulate the pro-
gram and priorities for research 
projects to be presented to the De-
partment of Interior for funding. 

—The committee to prepare an 
annual program of water re-
sources research and education in 
the state, the priorities for pro-
gram needs, the identified re-
search competencies for carrying 
out the program and recommenda-
tions for the coordination of re-
search and exchange of informa-
tion, and legislative funding. 

To Establish Committee 
—The establishment of a Texas 

Water Resources Research Advis-
ory Committee to advise the pro-
gram panel on questions concern-
ing the needs of the state in water 
resources, the types of problems 
that need to be solved, the use of 

-  research results "and any other 
matters that are in the public in-
terest concerning the role and 
scope of water resources research  

in Texas." The advisory panel will 
he composed of from 12 to 21. 
members appointed by the pro-
gram committee. 

Dr. Keith R. Marmion, Head of 
Tech's Civil Engineering Depart-
ment and Acting Director of the 
Tech Water Resources Center, said 
We certainly are pleased. This 

agreement will give us the oppor-
tunity to participate on an equal 
basis, and on our own merits." 

He added that the pact was the 
culmination of efforts begun more 
than a year ago. "It's in line with 
the thinking of the Legislature and 
the Coordinating Board that we 
take part in this outstanding ex-
ample of inter-institutional coop-
eration." 

Dr. Marmion said he felt that 
the agreement would pave the way 
toward additional faculty mem-
bers at Tech who would devote 
more of their research efforts 
toward water. "We know it will as-
sist us in our search for funds, and 
certainly expect that additional 
research monies will become 
available as a result of the agree-
ment," he said.

Set Mark 
Texas Department of Public 

Safety Director Homer Garrison 
Jr. announced today the annual 
traffic "death book" has been of-
ficially closed for 1965, showing 
that more people were killed on 
the streets and highways last year 
than ever before with a total of 
3,028 fatalities. 

Garrison said, however, there 
were 26 fewer fatal accidents in 
1965 than in 1964. Whereas, 3,028 
persons were killed in 1965 in 
2,460 accidents, 3,006 were killed 
in 1964 in 2,486 accidents. 

He explained that the traffic toll 
almost throughout last year was 
running slightly less than the year 
before, until a tremendous unex-
pected upsurge came in Decem-
ber, when 363 persons were killed 
in 293 fatal accidents. In Decem-
ber 1964, 280 persons were killed 
in 246 accidents. 

December, 1965, was the highest 
month on record for traffic fatali-
ties. On the weekend prior to the 
Christmas holidays last year, a 
terrific toll of 49 lives was lost in 
just two days in 39 accidents. On 
the corresponding weekend in 
1964, 20 lives were lost in 17 ac-
cidents.

THE TEXAS TECH GENERAL catalog lists 167 organi- 

zations which are officially recognized by the col-
lege's Committee on Student Organizations. Undoubted-
ly some are completely dormant, while some are extremely 
active. But most, we fear, are just there, having a material 
but not spiritual existence. 

.Too often organiz,ations look like each other, Harry 
Walker, assistant professor of economics, said at the Board 
of Student Organizations retreat last weekend. In other 
words, many organizations are performing the same func-
tion, when in actuality each was begun for an entirely 
different purpose. 

Walker asked that each group on campus define cer-
tain goals as listed in its constitution. A constitution is 
comparable to a birth certificate—it gives each individual 
certain characteristics which differentiate it from everyone 
or everything else, he said. 

Many organizations at Texas Tech are not following 
their constitutions, nor are they headed in any certain di-
rection. They fulfill no purpose, other than an occasional 
social get-together. Anything which has no purpose had 
just as well cease to exist, because it has nothing to look 
forward to in the future. 

Also, any organization in this predicament has no 
respect from its members or from the rest of the college. 
Herein lies a possible reason for its failure, for its perform-
ance can be described by no other word. 

We quote from the college catalog: 

"The recognition of a club or society on the Texas 
Technological College campus is based on the assumption 
that such an organization satisfies a student need for pro-
fessional, scholastic, social, religious, service or common-
interest expression consistent with the best college achieve-
ment." 

This is a great assumption, considering many of the 
organizations now on campus. 

We ask that each organization dust off its constitu-
tion, re-evaluate its program and re-shape its goals in ac-
cordance with its original purpose. Each one has its own 
special way to benefit its members and to benefit Texas 
Tech. 

There's a great deal of difference between an organi-
zation which is respected and one which is merely tolerated.

Fur tp-tive residents from Men's 
No. 10 completed a 51-mile hike 
to Girlstown, U.S.A., 11:30 a.m. 
Saturday in an effort to focus na-
tionwide attention on the White-
face institution. 

Doug Timmins, chairman of the 
Girlstown Project and dc.rm vice 
president, said his group helped 
raise more than $200 for the insti-
tution, but that the resulting pub-
licity should bring in many times 
that amount. 

"We believe our purpose has 
been achieved. We set out on the 
much not merely to present Girls-
town with the $200 we raised, but, 
more important, to put Girlstown 
in the eyes of the nation and the 
public.

DR. SAM E. CURL 

Firm Gives 
Grant To 
Tech Prof 

Dr. Sam E. Curl, associate pro-
fessor of Animal Husbandry in 
Tech's School of Agriculture, has 
received a research grant of $5,400 
from G. D. Earle and Company 
of Chicago to continue his studies 
oh the synchronization of the es-
trus cycle in sheep. 

The grant is the second from 
the Chicago-based pharmaceutical 
firm. A similar grant of $3,6001 
was awarded last year. Recent 
grants for Dr, Curl's studies now  I 
total $18,928, of which $14,323 has  I 
been awarded during the past nine I 
months. 

Dr. Curl was selected by the 
Searle Company to work on the 
study in the United States, follow-
ing preliminary field trials in 
Australia involving progresterone 
hormones. He is attempting to 
bring  a  large number of ewes into 
estrus at the same time, thus con-
trolling the lamb crop. 

The objectives of the study, as 
outlined by Dr. Curl, are to eval-
uate the use of the progesterone 
hormones applied within the re-
productive tract for estrus syn-
chronization and to determine the 
influence of this method on con-
ception rates after the ewes have 
been taken off the hormone. 

"Also," Dr, Curl said, we are 
determining what effect progester-
one has on the pre-natal and post-
natal livability of lambs and the 
lambing percentage in the ewes 
and to measure the effectiveness 
of this method of estrus synehron- 
ization." 

Hormones and research mater-
ials for the project have been pro-
vided by the Armour Pharmaceuti-
cal Co., Kankakee, The Up-
john Co.. Kalamazoo, Mich.; Eli 
Lilly and Company, Greenfield, 
Ind.: Searle and the National In-
stitute of Health, U.S. Public 
Health Service, Bethesda, Md. 

Dr. Curl has teen active in ani-
mal  fertility work since his pre-
doctoral days at Texas A&M Uni-
versity. He holds the bachelor of 
science from Sam Houston State 
College,  a  master of science de-
gree frcal  the  University of Mis-
souri,  and the Ph.D. (ram Texas 
A&M. 

The 28-year-old Tolar native 
holds memberships in S'grna Xi. 
American Sr?lety of Animal Sci-
ence, Gamma Alpha and the 
American Association for the Ad-
vancement of Science. 

Dr.  Cirl has written more than 
25 articles for scientific publica-
tions. He is currently  a  lieutenant 
in  the t' S. A ,•rnv Reserve.

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Gridders Open Spring Training Drills Today

Sports Editor 
Spring became official early 

Sunday morning, and not to let 
the season get too old before get- 

ting outdoors, Coach J T King 
opens nominations today to candi-
dates for the 1966 Red Raider foot-
ball team. 

Today's 3:30 p.m. spring train- 

ing opener will be the first of 20 
sessions, with 10 workouts distrib-
uted before and after the spring 
vacation break. The team will 
work on a four-day week, Tuesday 
through Thursday and Saturday. 

The success of the Red Raiders 
could hinge heavily on the forth-
coming festivities as King has de-
clared "all positions open" in ef-
forts to find the best integral parts 
of machinery. 

Biggest Problem 
Biggest denture work facing 

King and his staff will be to fill 
12 graduation cavities. The most 
noticeable holes will be at half-
back and quarterback, prompted 
by the departure of all-America 
Donny Anderson and signal-caller 
Tom Wilson. 

Other vanguard objectives con-
fronting King and company in-
clude: replacing personnel like co-
captains Chester Howard and John 
Porter; finding someone with ade-
quate punting and kick off skills:  

molding  a  two-platoon system for 
the offensive unit; experimenting 
at fullback and improving defense. 

And the objectives aren't neces-
sarily listed in order of import-
ance. 

"I think we'll be improved on 
defense," King said. "There are 
some people who say we can't 
go anywhere but up." 

King said spring training would 
be used to experiment with a new 
basic defensive formation. "We'll 
attempt to change to the four-deep 
secondary as compared to the 
three-deep situation we had last 
year," he said. 

"I don't know if we'll be using 
it next fall or not, only spring 
training will tell," King said. "A 
lot of it depends on the type 
of offenses the other conference 
schools use. 

"If the SWC goes for  a  wide-
open game, then I'd say the four-
deep would be one of our basic 
defenses." 

In addition to co-captains Wil-
son, Anderson, Porter and How-
ard, King must replace starting 
berths left vacant by: ends, Jeff 
White and Jerry Shipley; right 
guard, James Cecil and halfback 
Johnny Agan on the offensive unit. 

Missing from the defensive start-
ing list will be linebackers John 
Carrell and Kenneth Gill and half-
back Robert Yancer. Graduating 
offensive reserves are tackle 
Wayne Bargainer and center Rob-
ert Fuller. 

"Most of the youth on the team 
must do a lot of backyard fighting 
to see if they can fill the shoes 
of Anderson, Wilson and the oth-
ers," King said. 

"The thing about last year's 
team was that we didn't have 
great material but we had  a  lot 
of experience and poise on offense 
with the exception of fullback." 

Clianges Uncertain 
King said it Is too early to tell 

if any changes will be made of-
fensively. 

"We must get a quarterback who 
can move the club whether it's on 
the ground or by passing," King 
said. "After spring training we'll 
learn which type offense we'll use. 
In any case, our material will de, 
termine the type of offense we 
run " 

King said running would be em-
phasized in spring drills but said 
he hoped the passers would prove 
adequate enough to allow  a  pass-
ing attack. 

The actual battle for the top 
quarterback spot appears between 
senior Guy Griffis and junior John 
Scovell. 

"They're the front-runners. That's 
as it should be," King said. "They 
have the most experience." 

Equal Opportunity 
King said to give each quarter-

back an equal opportunity to win 
the No. 1 spot, Griffis and Scovell 
would rotate at the top quarter-
back position on  a  weekly basis. 

"Griffis will operate at the No. 
1 slot throughout this week," King 
said. "Scovell will take it next 
week and so on throughout spring 
training." 

Other quarterback hopefuls in-
clude redshirts Don Smith of Mc-
Kinney and Chris Alford of Hous-
ton Spring Branch and sophomores 
Joe Matulich of San Antonio and 
Tom Sawyer of Plainview. 

One of the Raiders' stronger 
points in 1965. the kicking game, 
will be in for severe changes with 
regard to personnel, according to 
King. 

Punters Needed 
"Anderson punted almost every 

time for us during his three 
years," King said. "And the reason 
we've had such success with punt-
