When I think of the great recon-
struction task that must be ac-
complished in our country and in 
every country of the world—this 
reconstruction not only being In 
physical things but in political, so 
cial and economic things as well—
then it seems to me necessary that 
we strive now to produce the 
maximum possible number of lead-
ers in all fields." 

Although certain college sub-
jects have been extremely conspi-
cuous in connection with winning 
thewar. President VVhyburn point- 
ed out that the student's choice 
should not be tempered by these 
so-called "coming fields." but by 
Individual abilities. talents and In-
terests. 

"College may prepare one for a 
position of leadership. but it does 

tto.itinn for him."
•he advised. "The hardboiled. off-

campus world demands an on-the-
job demonstration of leadership 
qualities. When you graduate from 
college. do not expect that your 
degree or diploma will be an 'open 

to to a top position. Expect 
to take whatever position is av-
ailable to you in the field of your 
interest and regard this job as the 
most important one in the world. 
This is literally true, for it is your 
proving ground on which you are 
to show your qualifications for a 
position higher up. 

"Always do the job that you have 
so well that your services will be 
demanded for a still more Impor-
tant one whenever this is avail-
able. If you use this guiding prin-
ciple. and if you have taken full 
advantage of the opportunities for 
training which this college offers. 
then we can assure you that the 
post-war world will provide you 
with a brilliant future—a future 
which will afford you the great 
satisfaction of having made a 
maximum contribution to the 
world at a time when such con-
tributions are needed more than 
at any other period of history."

day morning, an increase of near- 

ly 20 per cent over last year's to-

tal of 1,500. 
This is approximately half of 

Tech's fall 1939 peak figure of 
about 4,000 students. which drop-
ped to 2,802 In 1942 after the Uni-
ted States' entry in the war. The 
1940 fall semester figure was 3,797 
and the 1941 enrollment totalled 
3.538. 

The number of women students 
nearly doubles that of men with 
675 men and 1,256 women, in com-
parison with last year's 958 wo-
men and 542 men. 

"We have 48 ex-servicemen en-
rblled under the G. I. bill in com-
parison with 25 in the summer." 
states Registrar W. P. Clement, 
in explanation of a portion of the 
Increase over last year's enroll-
ment. "I believe that this is the be-
ginning of an enormous Increase in 
future Tech enrollment of ex-ser-
vicemen and• women who will re-

Veterans of any branch of the 
Army or Navy may attend Tech 
,t government expense provided 
they comply with the provisions or 
the G. I. Bill of Rights. 

Men and women who were In the 
sonace on or after Sept. 18, 1940 

wnose term of active service 
.cs days or more, eXCIUMVP of 

any period assigned or a course of 
education or training under the 
Army specialized training program 
or Navy college training program 
may apply for at least a year of 
C illege training under the Vetet. 
ens' Administration program. 

The applicant must not have a 
dishonorable discharge nor be ovet 
the age of 25 at the time 01 
entrance. 

Such pm-sons may select the 
course of study they wish to pur 
sue and the college they wish Sr 
attend whether within their ow, 
state or another state. 

The Veterans' Administration it 
authorized to pay all tuition fees 
and other college charges and to 
provide books and board and room, 
travel expense. etc. These latter 
items are provided for by monthly 
payments of $50.00 per month to 
single students or $75.00 per month 
If the student has dependents. Pay-
ments of tuition, fees. etc. are 
made directly to the college. 

Registrar W. P. Clement will 
provide proper forms to be for-
warded to the Veterans' Adminis-
tration for those ex-servicemen 
wishing to enter Texas Tech at 
once. 

Applications for school training 
may be made to the Veterans' Ad-
ministration at Waco. Texas for 
persons planning to enter another 
school. 

Applicants should show evidence 
of high school graduation and any 
previous college credits they might 
have when registering. 

Service men and women who 
wish to take advantage of this 
opportunity must apply for such 
school training within two years 
of the date of their discharge. 
Those who were in active service 
for more than 90 days may qualify 
for more than one academic year 
of training

Tri-Mester Plan 
Advocated Here 

Many Educators in tnis area 
believe that the school system 
should be rearranged providing for 
three equal semesters. This plan 
would enable students to attend all 
the year around or go any two 
semesters and work a term. 

"Some businesses In the cotton 
area south and east of Lubbock 
enjoy fifty per cent of their annual 
business in the four months from 
September to December," said Dr. 
J. 0. Ellsworth. dean of commerce, 
who has made a study of the tri-
mester plan. 

Dr. Ellsworth stated that not 
only the colleges but also the high 
schools should havesuch a 
schedule. The commerce depart-
ment of Tech is operating on this 
plan, and there are students Who 
go to school from January to Sep-
[ember and work on cotton farms 
in this district In the fall. 

Although it is still undesirable 
to attend classed in the summer. 
colleges offering courses in the 
summer have found that students 
prefer to go to school and graduate 
sooner. If three equal semesters 
were offered a college education 
could be mastered much quicker.

TECH campus has never been a thing of beaujy. Although, 
to be sure, efforts have been made from time to time toward 

campus improvemeent, there has always been the same excuse. 
Tech is young, and there has not been time nor money for very 
much beautification. Trees have been planted, of course, and 
lawns have been kept around some of the buildings. But Tech 
has still given the impression of being set down in the middle 
of the prairie. 

Now, chiefly as a result of donations by Lubbock citizens 
who have realized how much improvement is needed, a super-
intendent of campus grounds has been appointed. He and his 
staff began work immediately, and it is heartening to see just 
how much they have done and are doing. Trimming of trees, 
removal of some unsightly shrubs. cutting of grass and weeds 
has already improved the appearance of the campus. And of 
course the work will continue, with more being done as funds 
permit. 

But even a special superintendent of grounds and sufficient 
funds cannot make our campus beautiful and keep it that way, 
without help from the students. The most beautifully land-
scaped campus would hardly be worthwhile if students per-
sisted in forming an endless network of trails over beautiful 
lawns or carelessly leaving candy wrappers to blow against 
trees and into flower beds. It students could see the great bene-
fit that cooperation in two such simple flatters would bring, it is 
possible that they would take the little trouble that would be 
required. 

With very few exceptions a concrete walk has been provided 
wherever it is needed. Only a few extra steps and the student 
could go to almost any building on the campus without leaving 
the walks. Yet there .s scarcely a lawn anywhere which does 
not have one or more trails across it. The only reason that there 
are any unbroken lawns at all is because a few are protected 
by fences. And the circle is criss - crossed by so many paths that 
an aerial photograph of it looks . it, 1111101 like the pictitiv of a 
spider web as anything else. 

To refrain from throwing papers on the campus would 
certainly be one of the simplest things that a student could do 
to aid in beautification. A hasty :Jane., in any direction will 
show how often they do not rclr sin. There seems to be no way 
to force the student body Io oli.ioiliness. A normal regard for 
the appearance of its campus should be enough. 

If pride in "alma muter" is not completely dead, students 
should not have to be urged tsvice to cooperate in campus 
beautification.—.I. G. 

THE TRADITION of green rap, for freshmen has come to be so

Return Tomorrow 

On Army Lineup 

Tech's 1944 football season opens 
at 8:15 o'clock tomorrow night and 
from the starting whistle until the 
final gun It's going to be a tough 
battle. 

Lubbock Army Air field will put 
a much larger and more experienc-
ed team on the field and the LAAF 
coach, Sgt, Albert Wirz, former 
North Texas Agriculture man who 
played under the great Jack Sisco, 
is building his offense around Bus-
ter Dixon, fullback, formerly of 
Abilene Christian college, who re-
turns from last year's team. Dixon 
was rated as one of the best backs 
to play on a service team last year. 

Line Coach G. B. Morris, who 
also holds down a guard position, 
along with Kink Couley, end, are 
Tech exes who will return to play 
against their alma mater. Abilene 
Christian college places three exes 
on the team, they are Dixon. Bob-
by James, right half, and Hank 
Bennett, quarterback. 

Against these seasoned veterans 
of the gridiron Tech will pit a 
team composed mostly of freshmen. 
In the line Bobby Hayes of Burk-
burnett. is the only returning let-
terman from last year's squad. 
Bobby plays guard and along with 
Seth Murphey. end from Level-
land, Floyd Lawhorn, center from 
Temple, Billy Joe Snodgrass of 
Brownfield.

Should There Be 
Forced Training 
After The War? 

An inkling of what this nation 
will do to maintain a physically 
fit manpower in reserve for any 
future emergency was given Aug. 
18 at the White House when 
President Roosevelt said "public 
opinion should be gradually formed 
on the idea of offering a year's 
postwar training—both' Civil and 
military—to 1,000,000 to 1,250.000 
Youths between 17 and 23. 

He said such a program "would 
not constitute compulsory military 
training. but some military and 
civilian training," and that benefits 
would be both physical and mental. 
Saying he had personally studied 
the matter and that it warrants 
public study, the chief executive 
said such training would teach 
youths the special art of living to-
gether in groups, and also teach 
them discipline and cleanliness. He 
remarked parenthetically that dis-
cipline is good for the nation, that 
it is not to be sneezed at. Such a 
program also might make for im-
provement in law and order, he 
added. 

The president's remarks were 
prompted by a question whether 
study was given to compulsory 
military training in peace times. 

Emphasizing that the study was 
not wholly along military lines, he 
replied that the nation would have 
a postwar problem in deciding what 
to do with all 'the housing put up 
to train service men. He said that 
these houses had 5,000,000 beds 
and unlike World War I housing 
which had to he scrapped a few 
years after the war, probably would 
last. 25 years. 

All the foregoing brings up a 
number of interesting and very im-
portant questions. 

Will returning service men de-
mand a national physical training 
and sports program for their chil-
dren no that if the next generation 
Is called on to meet an ernergerrY 
their sons and daughters will be 
physically fit. and .not as in this 
war, found to be a nation of "50% 
4-Fs"? 

Will returning servicemen insist 
that cities, states and the nation, 
see to it that all high schools and 
colleges include a broad competi-
tive sports program to develop 
healthy yougsters ready for any 
emergency? 

Will returning servicemen, who 
have learned from bitter experience 
the value of a and body and 
mind, demand that their children 
bp- given-ever• opportunity. mili-
tary and civilian. in training pro- 
grams for the future? 

That America is due for its larg-
est-scale return to participation in 
sports is already indicated by pres-
ent servicemen's high interest and 
participation in sports. both here 

and abroad. Every branch of serv-

ice has all-ineluslve sports and 

physical training programs to 

which themen have, and are, tak-
ing to with vigor. Definitely, serv-
icemen have been impressed with 
the need of a healthy body—and 
they will want their children to 
secure the some healthful opportu- 
nities whether such a program be 
civilian via schools and colleges, 

pu military (government) via com- 
lsory military training.
