Jon Stevens plays
Walter, the prisoner sentenced to
die; and Cay Pruitt plays Lucy, an
official lady hired by the state for
prisoners sentienced to hang. Lucy
and Walter are both in the first
act, Roger Smith plays Phillip, the
executioner in the second act and
Dorris Jean Smith plays Martha
his wife.

Langenstein, who also acts as
Assistant Director, is a junior thea-
ter and art major from Longview.
He has had much theater experi-
ence at Tech, having played
Ariel in “The Tempest” as well as
designing the costumes for the pro-
duction. He played Sir Claude in
“The Confidential Clerk,” and di-
rected the recent laboratory pro-
duction of *“Hamlet.”

This summer Perry will work in
the Oregon Shakespearean Festival
in Ashland, Oregon. He will not on-
ly assist in acting and technical
work but will teach fencing as well.

Likes Death

He likes playing Death. “'I rather
like it because I have to establish
a character in one speech,” Perry
says.

John Paul Painter, who plays the
warden, is a sophomore theater
major from Longview. He has also
appear2d in several University
Theater productions including the
role of the policeman in “Three
Penny Opera,” and Eggerson in
“The Confidential Clerk.””

Painter likes his rcle as the war-
den. ""He's a character role which
I think is more fun to do than a
lead or straight role."

Cay Pruitt, junior theater major
from San Antonio plays the role
of Lucy, an official lady provided
by the state for prisoners along
with their last meal. Cay has also
appeared in the laboratory produc-

tion of the one act play “‘Over-
ruled.”

Roger Smith, 23-year-old sopho-
more from Waco and a theater ma-
jor, plays the role of Phillip, the
executioner who appears in the
second act. Smith has appeared in
the University Theater productions
of “The Cave Dwellers,” ‘“Tonight
at Eight Thirty,” “Waltz of the To-
readors,”” and was stage manager
for the Albee plays, *“The Zoo
Story”” and “The American
Dream.””

Smith hopes to some day return
to the career of being a wild ani-
mal trainer. He was a personal as-
sistant to the late Clyde Beatty and
was able to learn much from him.
He plans to spend this summer do-
ing research in San Antonio in
preparation for a bilography he
plans to write about Mr. Beatty.

Smith dislikes the character of
Phillip. “He's a pitiable sap. He's
a childish middle-age dreamer who
has no way of accomplishing his
dreams,’’ he says. “‘He is also thor-
oughly dominated by his wife.”

Dorris Jean Smith, a
theater major, plays the
Martha, Phillip's wife.

Mrs. Smith, the mother of three
young children, received her B.A.

degree in drama from Southern
Methodist Universily. At SMU she
played the role of Alexandra in
‘“I'ne Little Foxes,” the litle role
in “The Heiress,” Kate in “All My
Sons,” and Antigone in ‘‘Anti-
gone.”” She was awarded the Touch-
stone award for the leading actress
presented by the Arden Club which
is similar to the Sock and Buskin
Club at Texas Tech. At SMU she
was also awarded the Mary Mec-
Cord award for having outstand-
ing speech activities as a Senior
student.

She is a teaching assistant in the
speech department and has also
been active in the communty
theaters in Abilene, Dallas, Green-
ville. South Carolina and Lubbock,
where she has worked in six pro-
ductions of the Lubbock Theater
Center.

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Dear Editor,

After reading about the way
things look out Wes's Window in
Thursday's Toreador, I would like
to assure you that this 1.5 G.P.A.
holdover pledge does not think
there is a big political machine on
campus or that the Toreador is bhe-
ing subverted by such a machine.

I do, however, believe that there
were some very enthusiastic and
closely waged campaigns last
week, and behind the bangles, ban-
ners and handshakes there were
some brilliant politicans. The many
protests show the fine points to
which they directed tiic-r campaign
efforts. ThLe large turnout of voters
is a progressive sign on our cam-
pus.

I also think there was a certain
chemistry about the way these men
and their candidates were heard
by the Toreador. To be more spe-
cific: The names of two candidates
appeared in the Toreador in con-
nection with the mock trial along
with pictures of both on the front
page. Then a write-in hopeful re-
ceived a front page story almost as
large, if not as effective, as the
combined space alloted for the ar-
ticles about the two candidates who
filed for the more honored position
of chief executive of the Tech Stu-
dent Government.

When a candidate makes news
or is in the news before the elec-
tion then indeed he is a splendid
politician and he may very well
win. LBJ did and one of our Tech
candidates did. There is nothing
subversive about that. Also, when
a write-in campaign is staged
either to awaken the public to the
fact that no candidate should be
unopposed, or staged to split the
campaign forces of a group sup-
porting two candidates, but not
having planned to support their un-
opposed candidate, then this is still
all good and proper—it is the
democratic way—the best way. But
it is very important that the voters
know all the facts that relate to
such an issue and that no one uses
the press to print anything but the
unbiased facts.

So when a political maneuver
falls as news on the desk of the
editor it is his duty to print the

unbiased facts. My constructive
criticism is that both factions
should be considered. If a very

conscientious consideration of both
factions in an issue is undertaken
by the Toreador staff, then may
my criticism fall on deaf ears; but
if in the rush of meeting a deadline
the Toreador sometimes fails to
weigh the factions before printing
the ‘‘news,"” then make it your
goal to consider before printing an
article about elections or anything
that on every question there are
several sides and it is your moral,
if not lawful, duty to be unbiased
in printing a paper which distrib-
utes 9,000 copies. Our forefathers
designed freedom of the press to
be used that way—besides, some-
one is liable to get hurt.

T must
admit that Dr. R. C. Goodwin has
little to do with pulling of strings
in the Toreador and I am quite sure
that there is no political machine
subverting our school newspaper—
this I truly believe.

IT'S NOT AT ALL DIFFICULT to see why “Gunsmoke’’ has been
on the air longer than any other television series, once one has has be-
come acquainted with Festus Hagan and Doc Adams. 'Some persons, al-
though definitely in the minority, even know them by their real names,
Ken Curtis and Milburn Stone.

They are about as personable and down-to-earth as any two “stars"
could possibly be, a relationship which reportedly exists among the
entire crew of TV’s oldest western. Ask Festus to pass the coffee and
he not only passes it, he pours it, an act beneath many “stars’’ dig-
nity. 3

They are in Lubbock this weekend to entertain at the Tech

Intercollegiate Rodeo, the largest of its kind in the world. Also

appearing with them are the “Sons of the Pioneers,” a weﬁen;_in-

trumental and singing group long associated with Roy Rogers. The
entire troupe makes for what could be the best 30 minutes’ enter-
tainment ever seen at the rodeo, an affair, which dates back to

1946.

To Doc and Festus, “Gunsmoke” is not just a job, it's their life.
They realize that in the past 12 years “Gunsmoke"” has become an in-
stitution among TV viewers, and they're danged proud of it. Probably
more than anything else, this espirit de corps of the cast has been re-
sponsible for its great success.

It's doubtful that the two actors have to “‘act” at all when filming
the show, for the same friendly, relaxed relationship exists between
them off the set as well as on it. Each is quite familiar with the other's
lines, stories and experiences, a fact which makes them a true “team.”

The appearance of Doc and Festus in Lubbock points out the
widespread reputation of the Tech Rodeo, for their “Gunsmoke”
production schedule allows them to make only eight or nine public
appearances per year. Currently they are filming the fourth show
of next fall’s series. It takes them approximately six days to film
an hour show, depending upon the particular seript.

It's unfortunate, for college students at least, that “Gunsmoke"

has what is possibly considered the best time in television—9 p.m.
(CST) on Saturday night. The show was originally written to be
an “adult” western, and as a result was given the Saturday night
view time. Since then it has become popular among all age groups‘.

Few college students would stay home to wateh:TV on Saturday
night even if a live report of a moon landing were being telecast. How-
ever, we would wager that most present college students have seen
“Gunsmoke'” at cne time or another, and probably viewed it regularly
in their younger years. '

This afternoon and tonight Doc 'n Festus will again 'be appear-
ing at the Tech rodeo, bringing the “Gunsmoke” atmosphere to Lub-
bock. It would indeed be worthwhile to go out and see the entire
performance. A top-notch group of cowboys and cowgirls make :the
rodeo one of the best among college ranks, and Ken Curtis and Milburn
Stone certainly add the icing to the cake.
