TRAFFIC PROBLEMS .. . 
It becomes more apparent each day that Tech's traffic 

and parking problem is reaching major proportions. 
There are enough parking spaces available, now that 

the freshmen are required to park on the lot behind Jones 
Stadium. However, all the parking areas are not paved, and 
a mere sprinkle turns them into muddy quagmires. 

Even after the weather has cleared off, the lots remain 
clogged and are difficult to leave without wading ankle-
deep in mud. 

Another problem is the 4th St. and Boston intersection, 
where there is no traffic light. Fourth St. is a heavily 
traveled highway; the main thoroughfare -used by Reese Air 
Force Base personnel. 

This intersection is especially troublesome during the 
3 a.m. traffic. Cars coming from Boston have to speed- be-
tween the 4th St. lanes where they pile up and cause cars 
turning into Boston north, from 4th, to wait; thereby 
holding up traffic in that lane. 

We must agree that the traffic situation has improved 
this year. Even though improvements have been made we 
feel that additional ones are needed. 

The Toreador feels that the ungraded dirt parking lots 
and the intersection at 4th and Boston Streets deserve im-
mediate attention and improvement.

Supermarket Bookstore or 
Bookatera —call  it  whatever name 
you will, but Texas Tech's modern 
self-service book department is 
keeping pace with the school's 
growth and at the same time 
pioneering new methods in the 
sale of textbooks. 

Established this past fall, the 
newly  constructed addition to the 
College Bookstore allows the stu-
dents and anyone else seeking 
textbooks to browse through the 
stacks instead of having to wait 
In long lines, which has been es-
pecially annoying at the beginning 
of each semester. 

The College Bookstore has 
grown from  a  small room in the 
Home Economics Building, which 
was  kept open only a few hours 
a  day, into its present day opera-
tion. 

When Texas Tech first opened 
its doors in the fall of 1925, it 
was confronted with the problem 
of supplying students with the

supplies. Private individuaLs would 
not undertake the task because of 
the financial risks involved, and 
of necessity, the College set up its 
out store. 

In its first two years of opera-
tion the store was rim by a part 
time student employee. In 1927 
Conner Cole, the present manager, 
was hired. Cole and four part-
time employees operated the 
store. Also in 1930 the store mov-
ed to its present location. 

From this small beginning the 
bookstore has grown until today 
it maintains 17 full-time employ-
ees and 7 part-time students with 
an annual payroll of $60,000. 

In its first 19 years of operation 
profits from the bookstore were 
automatically transferred into the 
College General Fund. However, 
in 1944 Cole approached President 
Whyburn with the idea of channel 
ing Bookstore profits into a re-
serve fund for student welfare. 

Cole points out that he was 
thinking specifically of the idea of

the money being used to build a 

Student Union Building. Dr. Why-

burn agreed and for the next few 

years immediately after the war, 

sales quadrupled and profits show-

ed the same proportionate in-

crease. 

In 1948 Cole again approached 

Tech President D. M. Wiggins 

with the idea of taking $150.000 
from the Bookstore reserve ac-
count and initiating a Student Un-
ion Building Fund. 

In 1953 Cole saw a dream come 
true—the completion of the Stu-
dent Union Building. 

The College sold bonds to raise 
an additional $250,000 and used 
$100,000 from another source to 
add to the bookstore profits. In 
addition bookstore profits for an 
additional ten years were pledged 
to pay the bonds off. 

Not all of the Bookstore pro-
fits have gone to the Union Build-
ing however. For example between 
1930-35 the Bookstore contributed 
$30 a month for an athletic 
scholarship. Bookstore profits 
amounting to $28,415.46 were also 
used to pay off an Athletic defi-
cit that has been incurred during 
the war. 

Cole has pointed out that this 
is only one phase of the remodel-
ing program and by 1958 the old 
part of the the store will be com-
pletely re-decorated, with new fix-
tures for semi-self-service and se-
lection.
