The decision to disqualify the 
candidates was made without 
committee members knowing the 
names of candidates involved.

An accidental doodle while at 
work one day started the writing 
career of one of America's most 
humorous and best loved poets, 
Odgen Nash. This is what he 
wrote: 

"I sit in an office at 244 Mad-
ison Avenue, and say to myself. 
'You have a responsible job 
havenue?' " 
This little verse started him on 

his writing of rhymes with his 
famous twisted words which seem 
to fall naturally into place. 

Tech students and faculty will 
have two chances to hear some of 
these "tortured rhymes" Tuesday 
evening. Nash will make his first 
appearance at 6 p.m. at the Toast-
masters Club in Tech Union Ball-
room lounge. Tickets are  on sale 
at the Union newsstand for $1.25. 
This will also include a buffet 
supper. 

His other appearance, also 
sponsored by the Tech Union, will 
be at 8 p.m. in the Lubbock Mun-
icipal Auditorium. Admission is 
free and Nash will speak to stu-
dents and the general public. 

Odgen Nash's contributions to 
magazines such as The New York-
er, Saturday Evening Post and to 
some dozen books of poetry are 
widely read and quoted. 

His most recent book of verse 
is "The Private Dining Room." It 
was hailed enthusiastically by the 
critics as another example of his 
comic genius. Some of his other 
books are "Parents Keep Out," a 
selection of poems for the younger 
reader, and "Family Reunion." 

Born in Rye, N. Y., he entered 
Harvard In the class of 1924 but 
left after a year. After another 
year spent at St. George's School 
in Newport, R. I., he went to New 
York, as lie said, "to make my for-
tune as a bond seller."

He al-
so found time to write the lyrics 
and co-author with S. J. Perelman 
the musical, "One Touch of Ven-
us." 

For the past three years, some-
thing new has been added to 
Nash's popularity—television. His 
matchless quick-wit makes him a 
great favorite to 'TV viewers  as 
one  of the panel members on 
"Masquerade Party." His lectures 
for the past several seasons has 
taken him to nationwide lecture 
platforms.

Monty Dacenport, a mechanical 

engineering faculty member, is 

one of two Texans to receive an 

Atomic Energy Commission fel-

lowship in nuclear technology. 

Davenport announced April 8 
that he will use the one-year 

$2.130 fellowship to study nuclear 

engineering at Stanford Univer-

sity. 

The a•vanis are the first made 

under an AEC fellowship pro-
gram established last October to 
encourage graduate study of nu-
clear energy technology, with em-
phasis on reactor development. 

The fellowships are part of the 
Commission's program to alleviate 
the shortage of trained scientists. 
engineers and other technical per-
sonnel specializing in atomic en-
ergy. Administering the grants is 
the Oak Ridge Institute of Nu-
clear Studies. 

Davenport. who plans to make 
teaching a career, lamed the Tech 
faculty after his graduation here 
last June. He is sponsor for the 
student chapter of the American 
Society of Mechanical Engineers 
and is a member of the American 
Society for Engineering Education 
and Tau Beta Pi, national honor-
ary engineering society.
