Students  Strike in Dorms 
Residents Protest 
Poor Quality Food

In protest of what they termed "poor quality food," 
students in five men's dormitories at Tech went on non-
eating strikes Thursday and Friday. 

The first food strike started Thursday morning in 
Sneed Hall when an extra large number of residents went 
to breakfast, attempting to exhaust the food supply for 
that meal. 

When noon came, almost none of the students in 
Sneed showed up for the meal. Then at the beginning of 
the evening meal, students started coming in, taking trays 
of food and dumping them with out eating. 

Friday noon in Men's 5 and 6 students went in a semi-
food strike as about one-third of the chow hall was 
filled throughout the eating per-
iod. 

In a few minutes there was not 
a line leading into the dining hall 
from either direction. Occasion-
ally a few would wander in and 
eat, but the majority of them 
would come to the entrance, look 
around a moment and walk off. 

From Men's 5 at noon Friday 
there were approximately 100 stu-
dents who ate, and from Men's 
6 there were about 220. 

A SIMILAR strike at Bledsoe 
and Gordon Halls was carried to 
a greater degree, and only 75 ate 
the noon meal in Gordon, and 150 
in Bledsoe. 

Lewis N. Jones, dean of men, 
said that he didn't know whether 
the protest of "poor quality of 
food" was justified or not, but 
he did know that the proper meth-
od to correct such a matter was 
not used.

Thclonious Monk finally has 
been discovered. In a defini-
tive profile of the jazz pianist 
in a recent issue of Down Beat, 
Frank London Brown explores 
the myth and the man. 

A key quote comes from 
Monk's wife: "Thelonious was 
never like ordinary people, not 
even as a child," she told Brown. 
"He always knew who he was. 

"Sometimes when he plays the 
blues, he goes way back to the 
real old time pianists — I'm 
always amazed, because I know 
he hasn't spent a lot of time 
listening to these pianists —
yet it's there in his music. He 
has smaller hands than most 
pianists, so he had to develop a 
different style of playing to 
fully express himself." 

Pianist Earl Hines is lead-
int; a cam foriThk, soenee life  

these days. He lives in a home 
in a suburb of Oakland, and 
works steadily at San Francis- 
co's Hangover club. Recently, he 
stated, "Cabarets were a pleas- 
ure in the old days, because 
musician could relax without 
worrying about being analyzed 
by every customer in the place. 

"At the same time, It was 
essential to have a sense of 
showmanship. Many musicians 
today are not finished products, 
and the customers know it."

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Poor Food Leads 
To Dorm Strikes 

FOOD STRIKES are the center of attention for 
both students and the administration of Texas Tech. 
There are several different ideas held by the two par-
ties about the strikes. 

The first thing students attribute the strikes to 
is simply "poor quality food." The people involved 
state that the food is flat and tasteless, and that there 
is too much repetition. 

* * * * 
Another student view expressed was that students 

wanted to give the administration a hard time, and 
food strikes were the quickest way to accomplish this 
purpose. This one seems to be overridden by the first 
view. 

Still another thought was that the matter of poor 
quality food could not, or was not, properly arbitrat-
ed between the students and the personnel charged 
with handling food service. The main point here was 
that the students en masse were not properly inform-
ed, although their dormitory food representatives 
might have been. 

The administration doesn't deny that a definite 
problem exists, but wishes it could be taken care of 
through the right channels—from students to dormi-
tory food representatives to the committee set up to 
advise on food service, and then action if action is 
needed. 

* * * * 
This ties in directly with the problem of "lack 

of information." If students are kept in the dark, 
and keep getting poor quality food, they will display 
the fact in a most obvious fashion, as they did. 

Now, the "proper channels" for getting some -

thing done about the dormitory food do not seem to 
function properly. Better student representation to 
the administration, the cooperation of the administra-
tion with the representatives, and informed students 
through their representatives is the" desirable solution. 

The food representatives will have to, by some 
means, relate the views of the committee to the stu-
dents in various dorms. If the committee doesn't 
take action to relieve the problems, then the problem 
should be taken to higher authorities in the way of a 
formal written protest. 

* * * 
Students have charged, "all we get from the 

higher ups is a lot of double-talk." This may or may 
not be true, but in future relations on the matter of 
food in the dormitories, both the students and admin-
istration will have to shoot straight from the shoulder, 
no matter what, if a desirable end is reached.

Rare Plant 
Blooming 

One of two bird-of-paradise 
plants is finally blooming in the 
horticulture greenhouse after sev-
■ •ral -fruitless seasons. 

The plants have been grossing 
iial thriving, but not blooming, 
'Cr since they have been here, 

.i•cording to E. W. Zukauckas, 
assistant- horticulture professor 
and greenhouse manager. 

THE PLANT has two blooms 
attached to the same stem. One 
has two orange and one purple 
pedal. The other has three orange 
and one purple pedal. The pedals 
resemble the feathers of a pea-
cock's fan in shape. 

The other plant is growing in 
the same soil, under the same 
climatic conditions, yet it has no 
bloom. It may bloom in month, 
years, or never. 

STRELITZIA reginae, a mem-
ber of the banana family, is a 
native of South Africa. It is now 
grown in areas of California and 
Hawaii where there is a year-
around growing season. The flow-
eis are valuable for unusual ar-
rangements and corsages. 

Blooms such as the ones in the 
greenhouse are worth approxi-
mately one dollar on the floral 
market according to R. L. Stude-
baker, Pampa junior horticulture 
major.

Corridors of unglazed ceramic 
tile will "borrow" light from 
rooms through a two-foot-high 
glass strip near the ceiling. On 
the corridor's north wall tile will 
shade from a deep to light blue 
with occasional red flecks. 

CLASSROOM  DOORS  will be 
recessed in a semi-vestibule to 

prevent blockage of halls between 
classes. A ceiling-to-floor glass 
panel will be to one side of the 
solid doors. 

At the classroom's east end,  a 
chalkboard reaches from the floor 
to a height of seven feet. Cover-
ing the remaining two feet to the 
ceiling, glass extends around the 
room. Midway of the board, there 
will be an aluminum chalk rail. 

OFFICES WILL be equipped 
with built-in bookshelves filing 
cabinets and small closets. 

The building, designed lor year-
round air conditioning, will need 
only the addition of a cooler in 
the basement to air-condition  it 
for summer. 

VACATED OFFICES in the Ad 
Building will be used by another 
department or departments, de-
pending on the number vacated. 

Architect's structure model will 
be on display in the Ad Building 
in the near future. 

The third campus building to 
deviate from the traditional Span-
ish Renaissance type architecture, 
it will not be the last. Other build-
ings are the natatorium and book-
store. All future construction will 
be done in contemporary style.
