Conference Helps 
Round Out Tech 

One of Tech's more illustrious 
students recently said that Tech 
men students were trying to do 
away with the two basic neces-
sities of life—food and "women." 

HE BASED HIS• reasoning on 
two recent events. One of them 
the anti-coed feeling about the 
"Tech Girl." 

The other was recent food 
strikes in the men's dorms, dur-
ing which the biggest portion of 
students in dorms affected refused 
to eat. 

OUR ILLUSTRIOUS friend was 
wrong in thinking that there is 
an anti-female or anti-food feel-
ing. Male techsans simply feel 
that a little better quality of 
both would help. 

Since the first point is such a 
touchy question, we won't com-
ment on it. As for the second 
point, the food situation, which to 
a large extent is brought about 
by misunderstanding and poor 
communication of opinion and 
fact, seems to be taking a turn 
for the good. 

A DEFINITE and sincere ef-
fort is being made by both sides 
to provide for a smoother flow of 
information, complaints and sug- 

gestions between students and 
dormitory food service 'officials. 

A plan now in formative stage 
would go a long way toward 
achieving the above objectives. 
This plan would set up closer 
communications between students 
and their dormitory food repre-
sentatives, and between represen-
tatives and food service and ad-
ministration officials. 

THE PLAN built around regu-
lar conferences set aside by repre-
sentatives for discussion ,with stu-
dents who have complaints or sug-
gestions, and regular meetings of 
representatives and dietitians. 

Meetings would also be held 
frequently with administration of-
ficials. A special mail box in each 
dormitory for  representatives 
would provide a way for a stu-
dent to register a written com-
plaint or suggestion with his rep-
resentative. 

EVERY DISPUTE,  including 
our food situation, has two sides. 
Persons affected should consider 
both sides, and work together to 
arrive at a solution. Extracurri-
cular demonstrations often do 
more harm than good, and should 
not be used unless no other course 
of action is left open.

Editor, 

Since coming to Tech I have 
been amazed at the lack of school 
spirit here. Now school spirit is 
something that is hard to define 
and some students may feel that 
Tech has a fine school spirit. But 
I do not believe this to be true. 

At least I have not observed a 
spirit which compares to the 
spirits of schools such as Texas, 
Baylor, or A&M. Whenever some-
one is on one of these campuses he 
can feel the closeness of the stu-
dents. 

It seems that they are held to-
gether by some type of invisible 
bond. They seem to have a pride 
in belonging to their respective 
student bodies. Why does not 
Tech have such a spirit? 

Without doubt there are many 
reasons. A few of the more 
apparent ones I have listed. First, 
there seems to be a feeling of hos-
tility between many of the stu-
dents and faculty. 

This causes a feeling of ill will 
both in and out of classrooms. A 
probable reason for this is that a 
few of the faculty members seetn 
to feel they need two or more 
years in order to instruct one 
class. 

For this reason many students 
are required to repeat a course. 
This tends to cause students to 
feel the instructors should change 
their outlooks. But the instructors 
are not alone in the blame. Many 
students on the Tech campus 
seem to not apply themselves. Of 
course, this could disgust an in-
terested instructor. 

Second, there is a lack of coop-
eration between the administra- 

tion and the student body. This is 
shown in many ways. 

We have one recent example. I 
feel that a better atmosphere 
would exist if the administration 
would give the students more in-
formation about college opera-
tions which affect them. 

Many students desire, and have 
a legitimate right, to know about 
such things as the food situation, 
the future use of revenue raised 
from the parking fee after the 
lots are paid for, the high cost 
of dorm room and board, etc. 

Last, there seems to be a lack 
of interest shown in many of the 
school activities. This would not 
be if Tech had a good spirit. Stu-
dents would support college acti-
vities if for no other reason than 
to back good old Tech. 

Many may ask, "Why all the 
fuss about school spirit?" The 
answer is simple. Without it Tech 
will not develop properly, and 
there will always be exhibits of 
degrading character such as the 
"Suitcase Club," or food strikes. 

A good school spirit will not 
eliminate all problems, but it will 
provide an atmosphere in which 
the existing problems may be 
solved in a satisfactory manner 
for the benefit of all concerned. 

The student body, faculty, ad-
ministration, and all who are con-
nected with the college could 
work together instead of being 
divided into hostile camps.
