Johnson Kicks Off
Weekend Activities

¢ Texas Tech Homecoming activities will move into full swing Friday
when the vice president of the United States arrives on campus to take
part in the annual festivities.

The visit of Vice President Lyndon B. Johnson to Lubbock and the
campus will be the first time that a person of his official stature has
been in the city.

The Johnson visit here is sponsored by the Tech Ex-Students’
Assn.

At the airport, Johnson will be given the red carpet welcome and
will be greeted by Congressman George Mahon and Chas. A. Guy,
editor and publisher of the Lubbock Avalanche-Journal. Also on hand
to greet the dignitary will be Mayor David Casey, C. I. Wall, president
of the Tech board of directors, and James.

Johnson will arrive on the Tech campus at 6 p.m. to address the
Century Club in the Tech Union Ballroom. A capacity crowd of 330
will hear the dinner speech.

Clint Formby, president of the Tech Ex-Students’ Assn., will give
the welcome at the dinner. The Vice President will be introduced by
Guy.

Other members at the head table during the speech will include
Floyd Reed, chairman of the Century Club; Clarence Whiteside, Tech
Choir Director Gene Kenney; James; J. C. Chambers, first vice presi-
dent of the Exes Assn.; Congressman Mahon; Mayor Casey; Chairman
Wall; and three vice presidents of the college.

Following his address to the Century Club, Johnson will crown the
1961 Homecoming Queen at 8:30 in front of the Science Bldg. In
case of bad weather, the coronation will take place in the Municipal
Coliseum,

James, who is making arrangements for the trip, said it is not
yet known whether or not the Johnson group will stay overnight and
attend the Homecoming game between Tech and Rice University
Saturday afternoon.

James also announced that it was not yet certain whether or not
the Vice President’s wife will accompany him on the trip.

Before being elected Vice President of the United States, Johnson
served as Senate Majority Leader of the United States and was con-
sidered the second most powerful man in the U.S. government.

Johnson was first elected to Congress in 1937 in a special con-
gressional election. He served in the lower house of Congress until
1948 when he was elected to the U.S. Senate from Texas.

Johnson was re-elected to the Senate in 1954 and in 1960 he was
elected to both the Senate and the vice presidency. He resigned his
seat in the Senate just before being inauguarated Vice President in
January.

This will be Johnson's second trip to Lubbock within the past
year. President Kennedy and Johnson, then nominees for the offices
of President and Vice President of the United States, were greeted #
at Municipal Airport in Sept., 1960, by over 50,000 South Plainsmen. HMMM . . .

There's at least one rugged individualist left in America to-
day . . . a man who hasn't forgotten that government in this
country was instituted to serve Lhe people. and thal it hasn't
been doing a good job lately. And he isn't afraid to stand face-
to-face with the President of the United States and tell him so,
in simple straight lorward English.

The man is Ted Dealy, publisher of the Dallas Morning News,
who last Friday attended a White House luncheon for Texas
newspapermen and told President Kennedy that the public,
particularly in Texas, considers J.F.K. and his administration
“weak sisters.,” Said Delly to Kennedy, “We need a man on
horseback to lead this nation and many people in Texas and
the Southwest think that you are riding Caroline's ‘lricycle,"
This, of cour caused a big ruckus. Dealy was quickly de-
nounced by several of the publishers present, and many others
are probably shocked that anyone should have the temerity to
speak to the President in such a manner. Bul personally, I am
happy that a private citizen has exerted one of his most import-
ant constitutional rights—freedom of speech—al the highest
level. Perhaps if more of us followed Dealy’s example, Mr. Ken-

nedy would get up off his tricycle and lead us to a more positive

position in the current war of nerves.

Is there doubt that Mr. Dealy spoke the truth when he said,
“The American people are sick and tired of being bluffed, of
negotations when there is nothing to negotiate, of making con-
cessions that should not be made”? The avowed policy of the
current administration is “when in distress, talk,” and time
after time we have sat and negotiated while the enemy was
out taking the high ground, We've talked about Africa, Laos,
South Viet Nam, the U.N . and each lime we talked our-
selves right out the window. Now we're working on Berlin.
After talking it over, we've decided, after all, that we can let
the East Germans check vehicles entering the Eastern Zone,
and we're thinking about settling the boundary between Ger-
many and Poland on the Oder-Niesse line, something we've
vowed never to do. Where is the “young, vigorous leadership"
promised by Mr. Kennedy in last year's campaign? If you have
positive evidence of it, please step forward.

In fairness to Mr, Kennedy, however, all the blame for our
current situation cannot be dropped in one bundle at his feet.
Eisenhower deserves a big chunk, and so does Good Old Harry
. . . In fact, a lot of our troubles started back in Lhe days of
F.D.R., when a great but tired and sick old man went {o Teheran
and Yalta and “talked” us out of the peace that followed the
war he did so much to win,

But the past can't be changed, and Mr. Kennedy now has the
responsibility of preparing for the [uture. It is a responsibility
for which he asked, and one for which he is capable of hand-
ling most effectively. Will he?

Anderson was approached by 31
different colleges in eight states
before he cast his lot with the
Red Raiders.

Seven of the eight Southwest
Conference schools were interest-
ed, as were all major colleges in
Oklahoma, Kansas and Célorado.
Other big-name schools like Ala-
bama, Tulane and New Mexico
State put in their bids also.

The big blonde-headed athlete
had something to interest the
basketball coaches also. He gain-
ed honorable mention on the all-
state cage squad his junior year
with his 21 point average.

A football injury kept him out
of action almost all of his senior
year, and he played in only two
games. Despite missing his last
year, he still received a few schol-
arship offers.

Stinnett made 50 points in the
1-A district track meet in 1961,
and Anderson made 47 of them
with four first places and a sec=
ond. When the regional meet came
around, Anderson forgot to slow
down, and won two blue ribbons
and two red ones. He represented
Stinnett at the state meet in four
events—high hurdles, low hurdles,
high jump and shot put. He made
a good showing at Austin, finish=
ing fourth in the low hurdles and
taking third in high jump.

The versatile freshman also
made headlines with his baseball
ability. He batted .375 as a first
baseman for the Borger American
Legion team between his junior
and senior years, and then hit
412 while playing for a semi-pro
team in Spearman this summer.
He played in the league all-star
game, and was offered contracts
with three professional teams—
the New York Yankees, the Balti-
more Orioles and the Boston Red
Sox.

The offers were almost too
irresistible for Anderson sto turn
down, but he felt he would be bet=
ter off by signing a football letter
with Tech.

“They (baseball offers) were
real appealing, but I wanted a
college education,” Anderson said.
“I'll play baseball with Tech,
though.”

“I like it fine,” Anderson re-
plied when asked how he liked
Texas Tech so far. “The students
are friendlier here than a lot of
other places. It's just all right.”

The former Stinnett star has a
lot of company on the freshman
grid team, as far as quality goes.
Included in the 47 boys on schol-
arship are five other all-staters—
more than any other SWC school.
One of the scholarship holders is
Donny's brother, Larry.

“They show a lot of desire and
spirit,” Anderson said of his team-
mates. “A lot of them don't want
to lose because they’ve never play=-
ed for a team that had a losing
season.”

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Card Stunts Require

= Planning, Preparation

Each weekend that Tech has a
home football game, approximate-
1y 827 students take part in the
half-time card section activities
sponsored by the Saddle Tramps.

Tramps have sponsored this
half-time addition for the past
two years. The stunts involve the
use of over 3,000 multi-colored
flash cards and a public address
system which announces and co-
ordinates the stunts.

Much preliminary preparation
is involved in the organization of
the card section. Stunts are first
drawn to scale on a “grid chart,”
then transferred in like formation

to indlvidual instruction cards
that are stapled under the stad-
jum seats prior to game time.

Flash cards are wrapped in groups
of three, and passed to people in
the card section—120—at the start
of half-time activities.

Before edch stunt is executed,

the number of the particular stunt
is announced. The student refers
to the number on his instructions,
selects the correct colored card,
and—at a given signal—raises the
card to a 45-degree angle with
his chin. When the stunt is com-
plete, the students lower the
cards and consult instructions for
the next stunt.

In order to make the card sec-
tion as successful as possible, the
Saddle Tramps offer the following
suggestions:

1. When half-time begins: (a.)
remove instruction card from be-
neath bench; (b) sit directly be-
hind the person in front of you;
(e.) if there is a vacant seat near
you—call it to the attention of a
Saddle Tramp who will see that
it is filled.

2. Listen and follow carefully
the directions from the public ad-
dress system.

3, Use only the colored card
listed for a particular stunt.

4. When the last stunt is com-
pleted, pass the flash cards to the
north aisle of the section.

5. Do not throw or damage the
cards as they are expensive and
difficult to replace.
