This year guest speakers of FTA 
have been J. T. Shaver, depart-
ment of education, Dan Powers, 
dean of men at Lubbock high 
school, a n d Dr. D. D Jackson. 

Enrollment of prospective teach-
ers in the Teacher Placement bu-
reau for the last year has been ex-
ceptionally large. 

Approximately one hundred and 
ten persons have enrolled since 
January of this year indicating a 
marked increase over the 84 who 
enrolled during the spring semes- 
ter of last year. 

Heavy registration has occurred 
lately due to the spring teacher 
elections and will continue through 
August, probably, Dr. A. W. Evans 
said. 

Reasons for the increase of en-
rollment during the last year are 
comparable with those of four or 
five years ago when a general de- 
pression caused a scarcity of jobs 
necessitating the securing of a 
teaching position. 

Dr. Doyle D. Jackson was made 
executive assistant of the bureau 
recently, and seven persons are 
employed to take care of the cler-
ical work of the service. Dr. Ev-
ans is general director of the or-
ganization.

Council Says 'No' 
To kph Petition 

A petition by the sophomore 
class to hold its annual picnic off 
the campus was refused by the 
administrative council Friday. 

Students had voted to have a 
picnic May 16 at Buffalo Lakes or 
nothing at all. 

The petition was answered in 
letter to Rodger Kuykendall and 
Johnny Phillips, class officials, 
from Harry L. Kent, administrat-
ive assistant. 

The letter said in part, "The 
council voted unanimously to re-. 
fuse the petition. I think it Is only 
fair for me to add that the coun-
cil feels that we cannot afford so 

any holidays; that it is impor-
tant that we shall not establish 
any precedent for additional hol-
idays or part holidays, or grant 
additional holidays for any other 
purpose if we are to do creditable 
college work." 

Kent mid it was his personal 
opinion that if the sophomores 
had asked for Saturday after-
noon off, instead of Thursday af-
ternoon, the administrative coun-
cit would not have offered strenu-
ous objections. 

For the first time since 1937, 
the freshman class was allowed to 
hold a celebration off the campus. 
This year the freshmen had an 
entire day off at Buffalo Lakes, 
climaxed by a dance at Hotel Lub-
bock Wednesday night. 

Kent said that there was not 
time for every class and organi- 
zation to have even a part holiday. 
It weld be fine for everyone to 
have holidays, but this would be 
impossible, he stated. 

Emily Ann Mack won over two 
competitors for secretary of the 
student council next year in the 
student election held Friday. 

Tabulations were as follows in 
the secretarial race: Mack, 2,851; 
Geraldine Conner, 2,398, and Mar-
ilynn Riggs, 2,203. 

Lois Nance will be head yell 
leader along with V. C. (Sandy) 
Sanderson. Nance received 3,162 
votes; Betty Jo Wagner, 2463, and 
Doris Peavy, 2,117. Sanderson pol-
led 1,939 votes to L. Dean Butler's 
1,931, making this the closest race 
In the election. 

In the race for athletic repre-
sentative to the Student council 
Paul Redding ousted his oppon-
ents by a small margin over Pierce 
and a larger margin over Wheelie. 
Redding polled 2,744 votes; Pierce, 
2,529 and Wheelie, 2,471. Redding 
is a junior engineer from Punxeu-
tawny, Pa. 

Miss Mack is a junior arts and 
sciences student from Fort Worth. 
Miss Nance is a junior from Jun-
ticebmg. Sanderson is a junior 
from Lubbock. 

Three Unopposed 
James Snyder, junior arts and 

science student from Moran, Roy 
Wilkes and John Williams won  
the respective offices of president, 
vice president and business man-
ger of the Student council with-
out opposition. Wilkes Is an ag-
ricultural student from Floydada 
and ‘Villiams is a business admin-
istration major from White Deer. 
All three are honor students and 
have been prominent in extra-cur-
ricular activities In the past. Sny-
der is president of the junior class. 

Snyder will receive a salary of 
$30 per month as president of the 
Student council as the result of 
an amendment made to the stu-
dent constitution at time of nom- 
'nations for the various °flees. 

Nance will be allowed to appoint 
one girl assistant as yell leader; 
Sanderson will appoint two boys. 

Voting was by secret preferen-
tial ballot in the Administration, 
home economics and engineering 
buildicgo. Polls closed at 5 o'clock 
Friday evening. Candidates were 
nominated at a student convoca-
tion May 26.

While there are two sides to this business 
of screen advertising THE TOREADOR believes 
that the general patronage is against screen 
ads; therefore this paper has been consistently 
against them. There has been ample proof that 
Lubbockites are against movie ads. Witness the 
booing and hissing every time one flashes upon 
the screen. We don't believe that they a r e 
cheers. 

One of the arguments which theater oper-
ators have advanced is that the ads pay for 
water, lights, electricity and other items con-
nected with the upkeep of a movie house. This 
is a good argument but it seems to us that if 
the general patronage of the theater is against 
the ads' then the "customer is always right." 

For the theaters, more than any other bus-
iness, depends upon large patronage for their 
existence—if this patronage is removed it is 
easy to see what will follow—if this patronage 
does not like the ads, again, it is easy to see 
what must be done. 

• That thing to be done, we believe, is to eli-
minate all commercial ads and give the people 
what they want. If it can be proved that the 
neonle wants the ads then THE TOREADOR would 
be the first one to "call off the dogs." but until 
then we will continue as before. 

One way for patrons and theater owners to 
find out lust how the people stand upon this 
auestion is a simple method of information 
blanks. On these blanks the movie patron can 
vote for or against screen advertising as he sees 
fit. And if theater owners are fair they will 
obey the mandate. he it for or against their 
policies. For in the final analysis the patrons 
make the theater.

Designed 
to help students develop facul-
ties for editorial and feature 
writing, the new journalism 
course will deal entirely with 
news events that develop during 
the semester. 

The division of sociology will 
introduce a race relations course 
touching on Europe's present 
wave of minority problems. 

In the department of English 
literature, a course will be intro-
duced showing the modern ap-
plication of the classics, while 
in the school of engineering a 
new courses will deal with the 
fast developing field of mechan-
ical vibrations. Even the movies, 
the theatre and the radio will be 
studied in another new course 
to be offered by the dramatics 
division.

Though annoying to lecturers 

and students of other depart-
ments, the incessant hammering 
in a room near the education of-
fice is music to the ears of psy-
chology instructors.

Jerry Brondfield, who  knocks 
out mail order sports for the NEA 
feature service, gets around to con-
structing an annual column de-
ploring the practice sometime dur-
ing every April. 

For the past five Aprils I have 
read his comments in general 
and for the„,past three, In parti-
cular have I waited for  Mr. 
Brondfield to mention the Bill 
de Correvant — Northwestern — 
Stanford-Southern Cal incident 
Each April he tactfully sidesteps 

it.

Kaleidoscopes 

Small bits of colored tinfoil and 
tiny pieces of glass enclosed In two 
odd-shaped containers attract the 
attention of every visitor to the 
office of Dr. Archie J. Bohm. They 
are kaleidoscopes used in illustra-
ting the principles of light, color 
and form in his ethics class. 

To Dr. Bahm's surprise most 
people have never heard of kalei- 
doscopes, and he is asked to ex-
plain how they work to almost ev-
eryone who sees them. As he ex-
plains, it is all done with mirrors, 
which reflect the sides of the small 
iieces of glass. When the instru- 
ment is held up to a strong light 
and moved about, the bits of glass 
:all into many intricate patterns.
