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ishop Pike

DALLAS (AP) — Bishop James A.
Pike said Monday he feels that if free
elections were held in a unified Viet-
nam, Ho Chi Minh would be voted into
leadership of all Vietnamese.

“If I were betting, ‘I'd bet on that,”
the one-time Episcopal Bishop of Calif-
ornia told a luncheon press confer-
ence.

He called for inclusion of the Viet
Cong in peace negotiations, and said
talk of an unconditional U. S. with-
drawal from Vietnam immediately “is
a very irresponsible thing.”

The North Vietnamese do not hate
Americans, he said. “They just feel
we're under a tyrannical regime, but
they don't like
They're afraid to let the Chinese into

the Chinese at all.
Vietnam for f[ear they'd never go
home."”

Pike, one of the most controversial
critics of modern religion and society
will be in Lubbock Wednesday at 7:15
p-m. as the third speaker in the Uni-
versity Speaker Series.

He will speak on the New Morality,
which is also the title of his newest
book.

Pike recently resigned as Bishop of
the Episcopal Diocese of California to
join the staff of the Center for the
Study of Democratic Institutions in
Santa Barbara.

After questioning such doctrines as
the Trinity, the Virgin Birth and the
Incarnation, Pike was accused of here-
sy, but exonerated.

He told a morning session of a Na-
tional Council of Churches convention
that Christians should spurn promised
“goodies” in Heaven and ‘‘think and
love and serve, right here.”

“I don’t thing Heaven and Hell could
exist,” he told a standing room crowd
of thousands of delegates at the con-
vention. ““The kind of people who would
be up there would be staging a demon-
stration at the gates of Hell.

“Or they would be organizing a res=
cue party. And, failing, they would go
to Hell to be alongside them. That's
where Jesus would go.”

'Chain-smoking through the lunch-
eon questioning, the bishop denied hav-
ing advocated that young men refuse
to join the armed services if President
Johnson refuses to negotiate for peace
in Vietnam,

He said that at the Gettysburg Col-
Jege in Pennsylvania recently he made
‘the observation that there will be a
mass refusal to go,” but said “I was
just describing, I wasn't urging.”

He said the U. S. government had
‘taken the position during the Nurem-
erg war crimes trials that a person has
a right, and in some cases a duty, to
disobey his government.

Soviets claim
bloody fighting
in Red China

TOKYO (AP) — Soviet reports
claimed Monday that bloody fighting
had broken out in the heart of China,
and in the hinterlands. A Hong Kong
newspaper said four generals in west-
ern China had agreed to a plan to op-
pose Mao Tse-tung with peasant up-
risings and other measures.

JAPANESE PRESS dispatches from
Peking said nothing of either report
but quoted wall posters as saying Rus-
sian troops staged a provocation on the
Manchurian-Soviet border. The post-
ers did not say there was an armed
clash but claimed a Soviet soldier was
captured and released,

Quoting Russian dispatches from
Peking, Moscow radio in a Japanese-
language broadeast said clashes be-
tween Mao supporters and their ene-
mies had broken out in the provinces of
Hupeh and Hunan in central China, in
Kwangtung Province in the south,
Heilugskiang Province in Manchuria
and in Tibet and Inner Mongolia.

MOSCOW SAID Mao's supporters
faced “a painful battle” in Lhasa, ca-
pital of Tibet and other cities and the
Maoists had cabled Peking for military
support.

While giving no details of reported
fighting in central and south China and
in Manchuria, Moscow radio said head-
quarters of the Red Guards had 'been
destroyed in Inner Mongolia. Peking
wall posters have conceded Mao's
forces were in trouble in Inner Mon-
golia.

QUOTING ITS own sources from in-
side China, the Hong Kong Star report-
ed four generals of the far west met
two weeks ago at Kunming, capital of
the southwest province of Yunnan, and
agreed on unified plans to balk Mao's
attempt to take over their provinces.

At the meeting were Chen Chi-wei,
commander of the Lanchow military
district in northwest Kansu Province;
Huang Hsin-ting, commander of the
Chengtu district in Szechwan Province,
and an unnamed general representing
Ge Wang En-mao, military commander
in Sinkiang. Wang is reported to have
taken to the hills to fight Mao's army.

THE STAR said the generals decided

An editorial

Expand on fall semester

he legislative branch of the Government

of the Student Association—the Student

Senate—begins ils second-semester “‘session”’

tonight with a productive behind

them, and an opportunity-obligation to super-
sede it this semester.

semester

The fall semester was not “‘productive”’
in total legislation so much as it was in
comparison to past Senates, whose members
for the most part were more interested in
participating in an unruly election and seeing
“‘Student Senator’ under their name in the
yearbook than they were in representing the
student body. Undoing this reputation and
gaining the respect of the student body will
take more than one semester, but a start
has been made.

THE 196667 SENATE has assumed a
more orderly, responsible attitude than any
of its predecessors. That all 49 Senators
made their grades and that all compiled
with a self-imposed rule limiting absences
for the semester to three—both quite un-
heard of in recent years—are indications of
this.

OF THOSE PASSED, the most notable
were bills to (1) draw up a list of seven
“encroachments on students’ rights” which
were instrumental in gaining revision of the
Code of Student Affairs; (2) set up an
election for an official flag for the univer-
sity; and (3) secure publication of the
spring final exam schedule during registra-
tion.

* * *

However, looking backward is of little use
insofar as the spring semester is con-
cerned. The Senate now has four bills in
committee which should be kicked out and
passed immediately so that proper action
can be taken before the end of the semester:
® An Information Act, which allows for
better communications between the execu-
tive and legislative branches and is neces-
sary so that the Senate and student body
may follow legislation after it has been

passed.
® A bill calling for abolition of mid-se-

mester grades, which should be presented as
soon as possible to an administrative com-
mittee now studying the matter.

® An clection revision bill which elimi-
nates ridiculous circus elections in the spring
and would add esteem to Student Govern-
ment,

® A bill calling for an “investigation in-
to possibilies of revamping the fall semester
to conclude before Christmas.

THE SENATE ALSO NEEDS to initiate
action in these areas, most of which will be
discussed editorially in the near future:

® Plans must be formulated now for a
“Fiesta” celebration during spring, 1968,
which would attract high school students
from across the state.

® Constitutional revision is necessary in
the areas of organization of the executive
and method of selecting Senators.

® Campus transportation should be pro-
vided at no‘‘cost” to the student. Success of
a 10 cent-a-ride bus service experiment this
spring is doubtful. Possibilities of university-
owned transportation funded out of the stu-
dent activity fee should be looked into.

® Changes must be made in the Course-
Instructor Evaluation program so that stu-
dents may be provided with meaningful
results next fall.

® A Campus Survey Committee should
be established which could sample student
and faculty opinions in such areas as mid-
semester grades, semester revamp, tuition
hike, election revision, and national ques-
tions such as the draft, Vietnam, and many
others.

® The Senate should indicate that it will
support President Murray’s recommendation
for a name-change, provided that it ade-
quately represents the university.

® The Senate should widen its responsi-
bility to include areas other than those con-
fined to the campus, such as tuition hike,
tax credit for student expenses, helping pro-
mote a hospital district for Lubbock County,
and many others.

$2 bill

Jefferson’s picture
fades from scene

The $2 bill is dead.

Along with running boards
on automobiles, pocket
watches and silver dollars, the
old freak bill is fading from
sight. The U.S. Treasury an-
nounced recently that no more
$2 bills would be printed.

There’s no telling what will
happen now in poker games.
Besides being bad luck to the
'holder, the $2 bill is always
minus a corner, as the super-
stition goes, in a poker games.

This bill is unusual. Many
people save it if they receive it
in change. Some, fearing the
value of the bill, hesitate to
use it as good currency, which
accounts for the §2 bill last-
ing about six years compared
to 18 to 20 months for $1 and
$5 bills,

The $2 bill is a “stepchild”
of the U. S. Treasury Depart-
ment, but its birth was as
noble as other denominations,
The Continental Congress
authorized 49,000 of the bills
issued on June 23, 1776.

The bill, picturing Thomas
Jefferson on one side, and
showing his home, Monticello,
on the other, was due to be an
outcast. With the invention of
modern cash registers, the bill
became nothing more than a
bother. There was no room in
the cash drawer for such an
odd bill. The face of Jefferson
became confused among the
