Explains arrests

AUSTIN — Asst, Amy, Gen, Howard Fender told
three federal judges Friday that President Kennedy's
assassination should make them understand why police
reacted so fast in arresting three Viemam war pro-
testors at a speech by President Johnson.

“It would be a terrible thing to wait until the gun is
fired to protect the President,’’ Fender told the judge,
two of whom were appointed by Johnson,

FENDER AND SAM Houston Clinton, Austin lawyer for
the three University of Texas men, argued over the
arrest of the three at Johnson's Dec. 12 speech dedicating
Killeen Junior College,

Fender contended the hearing was not necessary be-
cause the charges against the men for disturbing the
peace were dropped Feb. 13, But Clinton, trying to
knock down Texas' disturbing the peace law as it was
applied at Killeen, asserted that the issue was ‘‘very
much alive."’

Prison plan aired

AUSTIN — Texas Republican leaders proposed Friday
that those who commitminor crimes be confined to county
jails, not prison, and let out each day to go to work,

They also recommended eliminating the short-term sen-
tence in state prisons, making the minimum term five
years,

NO SPECIFIC recommendations were made by the
GOP's task force on crime and law enforcement as to
who would determine which criminals would go to jail
and which ones would go to prison,

Will Wilson, former Texas attorney general and task
force chairman, said “‘basic legislative changes’’ would
be needed to enact the “work-release’’ program.

He said {thad worked in Wisconsin, California, Pennsyl-
vania, North Carolina, Florida and Maryland,

Yarborough hits law

BROWNSVILLE — Don' Yarborough, candidate for
governor in the Democratic primary, said Texas” work-
men’s compensation law “‘is a disgrace to our entire
state. "'

He said it limits compensation for injured workers to
$35 a week, and he pledged one of his first acts, if
elected, would be to recommend a bill which would allow
an injured worker to receive two-thirds of his base
salary,

YARBOROUGH SPOKE to the Texas pipe trades asso-
ciation, and then campaigned in Edinburg, Weslaco and
McaAllen.

“It is astounding in these modern times when the cost
of living has skyrocketed that we still limit the amount
an injured worker can receive to a starvation income of
$35 a week,’” Yarborough said. ““This compensation limit
automatically places a worker who has been injured on
the job on the rocks of poverty.

Brown’s bond revoked

RICHMOND, Va. — A federal Judge ordered Black
Power militant H, Rap Brown's $10,000 bond revoked
today and ordered him returned to Louisiana for further
court proceedings,

U.,S, District Judge Robert B, Merhige made the ruling
after a one-hour hearing for Brown, who was in court
to try to explain a weekend trip to California after he
was ordered to remain in New York,

JUDGE MERHIGE last Sept, 19 freed Brown on $10,000
bond pending the outcome of the fiery Negro leader’'s
appeal of a Virginia decision to extradite him to Mary-
land to stand trial on charges of inciting to riot and arson.

Merhige specified in that ruling that Brown, except
to attend court proceedings, was notto leave the Southern
Judicial District of New York State— the residence of his
attorney, William Kunstler,

Morton bows out

WASHINGTON — Weary and dejected, Republican Sen.
Thurston B, Morton of Kentucky announced Friday he will
not return to the Senate next year, ‘‘I've had it,"’ he told
a congressiona lieutenant,

At a news conference in Louisville, Ky., Morton an-
nounced that, “for very compelling personal reasons,"’
he will not run for a third Senate term.

“TO USE AN old Kentucky expression, I suppose I
am just plain track sore,”’ Morton said.

His decision to stand aside wrote a quiet— and startling
—end to the political journey of a Republican barttler.
Morton was a politician of direct action and plain talk,

U Thant plans report

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. — U Thant was described
Friday as determined to put before the world— and
especlally the American people—a full account of his
latest efforts to bring about negotiations for peace in
Vietnam,

Diplomatic sources gave this assessment as the U,N,
secretary-general put the finishing touches on a report
to be released to the press, radio and television at
11:30 a.m. Saturday on his recent trip and talks with
government leaders in New Delhi, Moscow, London,
Paris and Washington.

IN NEW DELHI Thant met also with Nguyen Hoa,
consul general of North Vietnam, and in Paris with Mai
Van Be, delegate general for North Vietnam.

He talked In Washington Wednesday with Pr
Johnson and Secretary of State Dean Rusk, but there
was no indication that any actual progress was achieved
on bringing about peace negotiations.

Marine draft ordered
by Defense Department

WASHINGTON (AP) The Defense De-
partment Friday boosted draft calls
close to the Vietnam war record. And
it ordered inductions into the Marine
Corps for the first time in two years.

These actions came as the Joint
Chiefs of Staff proposed tentatively the
call-up of about 50,000 National Guards-
men and Reservists to rebulld forces
in the United States drained by the
Vietnam war.

Meanwhile, Gen. Earle G. Wheeler,
JCS chairman, undertook an on-the.
spot survey of the situation in Viet.
nam, which could lead to a higher U.S.
troop commitment. This, in turn, could
bring bigger draft calls, a Guard-
Reserve muster or both.

The Pentagon put out a call for the
drafting of 48,000 men in April, the
highest total in the past 18 months.

AT THE SAME TIME, the Defense
Department raised the previously an.
nounced March draft quota from 39,000
to 41,000, all to serve in the Army.

The April call is only slightly below
the Vietnam record of 49,200 drafted
in October 1966,

The Marines, who never have liked
using draftees, will get 4,000 of them
in April — the first Marine use of
the draft since March 1966.

This is because the Marines do not
expect to be able to get enough volun-
tary enlistments toreplace about 19,000

Fired LCB official

makes ‘pet’ charge

AUSTIN (AP) — A former Liquor
Control Board official said today that
Administrator Coke Stevenson Jr. leta
district supervisor off witha six-month
demotion in 1964 after the man had
been reported arrested for drunk
driving and running a road block.

John Crank, who quit and was fired
on the same day earlier this month
as head of LCB undercover men, said
he investigated the incident at Steven.
son’s request,

Stevenson, who resigned this week,
could not be reached for comment.

THE SUPERVISOR was arrested but
no charges were ever filed, Crank
sald.

Crank sald a deputy sheriff stopped
the supervisor on an East Texas high-
way on suspicion of drunk driving. The
supervisor pulled a pistol onthedeputy
and drove away, Crank said, later
running a road block set up down the
highway to catch him.

He said his report to Stevenson on
the incident also mentioned that the
supervisor had accepted gifts from
the alcoholic beverage industry but
that informants said no obligation was
involved.

STEVENSON DEMOTED the man to
assistant supervisor but six months
later promoted him back tohis original
position, Crank recalled.

WRC to consider

referendum plan

The Executive Committee of the
Women’s Residence Council will con-
sider Monday the question of submitting
a women’s dorm referendum proposal
to the regular Wednesday meeting of
the WRC.

The referendum would poll opinion
on women’s rules like hours, ODAs
and room checks.

The WRC cannot act until the Execu-
tive Committee decides to put the
referendum on the agenda. A repre-
sentative of the Association of Women
Students sald it is waiting to see what
the WRC does.

The Student Senate is waiting to see
what both women’s organizations will
do. The Senate currently has in com-
mittee a bill that would change women’s
rules.

Senate President Jay Carter, Miss
Ramsey and AWS PresidentSuzie Crain
met Sunday to try to coordinate their
efforts.

“I’ve known cases where they were
fired. I didn’t know what the admini-
strator’s feelings were, but he didn’t
take very strong action against him,””
Crank sald.

In response to a question, he said,
“It was a pretty good example of
someone who must have been a pet.”

Stevenson resigned, effective at the
Liquor Control Board’sdiscretion, The
supervisor involved no longer is with
the LCB.

Crank said he never had occasion to
investigate the man again.

Since he left the LCB, Crank sald,
he has been interviewed by Depart-
ment of Public safety men and assis-
tant attorneys general investigating
alleged irregularities in liquor law
enforcement. He sald he has not ap-
peared before any grand jury.

Crank said he plans to open a used
car lot in Austin under the name
‘‘John Crank Auto Sales.”’ While work-
ing for the LCB, he said, he supple-
mented his income by buying used
cars for resale to used car lots.

The rising draft quotas reflect the
after effects of the big buildup in mans«
power which began in late summer and
fall of 1965.

AFTER PRESIDENT Johnson order-
ed the huge U.S. troop commitment in
Vietnam in mid-1965, draft quotas were
jacked up to provide the additional
manpower,

Draftees pulled in then and in the
months following are now finishing out
their two-year periods of duty.

Defense officials have said they an-
ticipated draft calls this year to reach
a total more than 70,000 above last
year’s intake of 230,000.

Last year, when the rate of build-
up slacked off, draft calls fell as low
as 10,900 in February.

In a related announcement Draft
Director Lewis B. Hershey said Fri-
day he has no objection to disclosure
of names, ages, and military back.
ground of draft board members. But
he said he probably will fight a court
decision requiring disclosure of their
addresses.

Even on that point, however, Hershey
had sald earller state draft directors
are not prohibited from revealing home
addresses if there is a good reason
to do so.

HERSHEY SAID the Selective Ser.
vice System probably will ask the De-
partment of Justice to appeal a recent
federal court decision in Philadelphia
requiring disclosure of the names, ad.
dresses, ages and military background
of members of Local Board 136,

The appeal, he said, will be “‘pri.
marily on the question of addresses.’”

‘““There are some threats going

Air cavalrymen inch

in on Cong die-hards

SAIGON (AP) — American air
cavalrymen are closing in on Hue’s
Citadel to help break the grip of Com-
munist die-hards holding out in the old
walled compound after 24 days of bat-
tle. Spokesmen announced they drove
to within 600 yards of the west wall
Friday.

The U.S. Command said the troopers
— a detachment of the 1st Air Cavalry
Division — moved up against sporadic
opposition to give a hand to American
Marines and South Vietnamese troops
tolling across shattered stonework to-
ward a showdown.

THE COMMUNIST also were trying
to move in reinforcements. These ef-
forts appeared to be costing the Red
high command more men than the main
battle along the explosive-torn south
wall.

Allled spokesmen listed 533 of the
North Vietnamese and Viet Cong killed
over a 48.hour period in and near
Hue. Most died outside the Citadel,
the ancient imperial center that makes
up most of the city’s north side.

‘‘Unless they come out of the woods
with something big,”” a Marine officer
sald, ““it’s just a matter of time.”

A COMMUNIST BATTALION of per-
haps 500 men stormed the north wall
of 1l%-mile-square grounds Thursday,
but was driven off by a government
counterattack. Vietnamese officers
sald 223 of the enemy were killed.

No unifying force ‘real’ Vietnam

David Keith Hardy, noted lecturer
and former NEC news analyst, said
Thursday the real problem in Vietmam
is the lack of a unifying force,

Speaking in- the Tech Union Hardy
said, ‘““The Cambodians would die to
the last Cambodian to defend Sihanouk,
The South Vietnamese would die to
the last American t defend their
country,"

“We've got ourselves into a national-
istc civil war, but we're in so far
that we just can’t say we made a mis-
take, We've got to resolve the problem
and then rebuild the country,’’ he said.

“We can’t save Khe Sanh with nu-
clear weapons, We've already dropped
as many .bombs as in World War II,
and we're losing the embassy in Sai-
gon."’

Hardy said the people near Hue are
pro-North Vietmam and that either the
villagers are helping the Cong or there
is an “appalling intelligence gap."
He said it was impossible for there
to be so many North Viemamese troops
in Saigon without being seen by local
citizens. “Why is it that we never get
any intelligence from these villagers?'’

Hardy, who has spent 20 years in
Asia, said that another problem is
that *‘the Viemamese people hate for-
eigners."’

There is a need for a national leader
who can unify the Viemamese people.
‘“And who do we have?— Gen, Ky who
was in the French Air Force and is a
Roman Catholic in a Buddhist country.
How insane can we get? That's like
sending George IlI to lead the Ameri-
can Revolution,’’ according to Hardy,

“This country (United States) has
never been so divided over any issue

(Viemam War). The Democratic Con-
vention is going to be areal nightmare.
I don’t think anyone has any solution.
I don't see any candidate with the
answer, And | have to vote in the New
Hampshire primary."’

The U.S. stand in Vietnam has in-
creased American prestige in Malay-
sia, Thailand, Australia and New Zea-
land, but has “put the Japanese in the
strange position of supplying us with
all the arms we can use and then criti-
cizing us for doing it."’

Hardy said “of course we can get
out of Viemam by a magnanimous ges-
ture,”’ but he stated, “I don't think
we morally can withdraw,""

In Hardy's opinion, the threat of Com-
munism and China have been ‘‘terribly
overrated'' in the conflict. After seeing
Communism in operation, ‘'l don't think
anyone else is likely to want it."

However, he thinks a U,S, failing is

that “‘we try to’impose our democratic
ideals on a people with no democratic
tradition.”’

China is not a big threat according
to Hardy because the country is somuch
in the hands of the young that there is
no stable leadership core, “If China
survives for the next 10 years, I per-
sonally feel that within our lifetime—
certainly within 50 to 100 years— China
will be our ally again.'"

He said that the balance of terror is
fine with rational people in control
“‘although the idea of a bunch of teen-
agers with nuclear bombs is a little
frightening,""

Besides, the North Viemamese lean
more heavily toward Russia than China
for aid because they don’t want a Chin-
ese army in Vietmam, The Chinese
and Viemamese have been traditional
enemies for the past 1000 years, Hardy
said,

They described their own losses as
light.

U.S. Marines reported they gunned
down 21 Communist troops in securing
the east wall Thursday. American para--
troopers and cavalrymen fighting a
running battle north and west of Hue
to block Communist reinforcements
and supplies saild they killed 163,

TCLU postpones

case consideration

The Texas Civil Liberties Union has
postponed for a week its consideration
of the Tech Student Association’s case
on student housing.

The Rev. Mr. William DeWolfe,
chairman of the TCLU, said Friday the
organization’s meeting had been re-
scheduled for next Saturday because
of attendance difficulties, The meeting
was to have been today,

DEWOLFE SAID Friday he had just
received the Tech case. He said “it
would be hard to predict’’ whether or
not the TCLU would take the case.

He said the decision would involve
the questions of whether the case is
a significant violation of civil liberties
and whether the TCLU has the means
to handle it.

De Wolfe said the organization has
no one in Lubbock who could handle
the case,

problem

He showed a documentary film,
‘‘Cambodia, the Peaceful Paradox,'’ to
reveal the Cambodian position in the
Asian crisis. Prime Minister Sihanouk
has been severely criticized for ac-
cepting aid from both the Eastand West
while maintaining a neutral posision.

Cambodians see their stand as mainly
practical—a matter of survival, They
would like to be the Switzerland of
Asla, he said.

Hardy said there was no doubt that
the North Viemamese were crossing
into Cambodia to regroup but said
“it's entirely unlikely’’ that the Cong
could be getting supplies through Cam-
bodia.

“l don't know where all these heavy
weapons came from. You can'timagine
how totally inaccessible the country
is.’”' The weapons would almost have
to be carried in by individuals, he said,
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‘Stop them everywhere' policy obsolete

Politics and international relaticns
are not totally unlike a good checker
game, with one side making a move
and the other side countering it, usu.
ally with a completely different
strategy.

But in checkers, this strategy is
subject to change should it become
necessary to counteract the opposi-
tion’s plan and adapt to the situation.
This isn’t the case in politics and
international relations—at least not
in United States policy in the Far
East.

Dating from the beginnings of the
Cold War to the present, United
States foreign policy has been ‘‘stop
the communists, wherever they may
be.” This has been, and remains,
rigid policy. That it is now being
exploited by the Communists, the very
group it was designed to stop, seems
to be unimportant in maintaining the
status quo.

The communists’ obvious counter-
action, as shown in recent months
and underscored by the Pueblo inci-
dent, is to hit in so many places
that it would be advantageous to
them for the U.S. to step in every.
where.

Shortages of men and materials in
South Korea have already indicated
the thinness of U.S. military force
outside Vietnam. It would seem that
communist strategy is to stretch this
thinness even further, capitalizing on
a continued ‘‘stop the communists
everywhere’’ strategy.

The obvious answer to this would
seem to be a change inthis strategy—
specifically a realization that it is
time to draw the line and that it is
physically impossible for the United
States to police all of Southeast Asla.
The days of ‘‘stop them everywhere’’
are obsolete.

Enroliment today says 0.6 women

Three years and 5,000 students
ago, Texas Tech looked quite dif-
ferent than it does today. Not only
is the big look seen in an increase
in enrollment from 13,380 in the
spring, 1965 to 18,080 this spring,
but it is present throughout the uni-
versity.

For example, in 1965 Tech did
not have entry stations, buses, Wig-
gins Complex, ICASALS, Law School,
monster classes, 101 woodies, School
of Education or The University Daily.

Instead students drove to class
(often creating traffic jams), some
were forced to live off campus be-
cause of a shortage of dormitory
space, a total of 200 persons was
considered a large class and stu-

dents read the tabloid-sized Daily
Toreador.

As the chart on this page shows,
this spring there are three freshmen
for every senior, 0.6 of a woman
for every man student and one man
for every 125 women students (in
Home Economics)., Also, there are
3.1 freshmen in engineering for every
senior in education and, in case
you're interested, half as many sen-
fors in business as juniors in arts
and sciences,

Among other things, these figures
show that Tech has grown physically
to the stature of a major university.
Somewhat like a growing puppy,
though, the intellectual power needs
time to catch up to control the mas-
sive and sdll-growing body.

““Counterpoint’’ is a rather
difficult book to classify, On
the surface it appears to be a
lengthy collection of interviews
with people who write:
novelists, playwrights, critics.
But under that is a more subtle
plane, that of examining an ab-
stract working philosophy in the
field of contemporary litera-
ture,

The volume contains in-depth
conversations with 63 eminent
Western writers who expound
on their lives and works, Among
those who candidly speak are
Joy Adamson, Truman Capote,
lIan Fleming, Willlam Inge, Har-
per Lee. Helen Maclnnes and
Mark Van Doren,

The contribution of the book
is its ability to make great
authors speak out withoutreser-
vation, or rancor. Much of the
material is thoughtful and in-
triguing; much, light and amus-
ing, Though occasionally a little
dates incontent (Truman Capote
says he {s working on “an up-
coming piece of reportage’’),
“Counterpoint’’ will remain in
years to come as a guilde to
the thoughts of twentieth-
