Schmidt Explains 
Photo-Electricity 

Approximately twenty-five mem-
bers of Sigma Xi heard Dr. C. C. 
Schmidt discuss commercial and 
scientific uses of photo-electric 
cells Monday night in the home 
of Dr. and Mrs. R. S. Underwood. 

Since the cell acts almost in-
stantaneously, it can be used to 
operate a number of devices such 
as burglar alarms, self-opening 
doors and advertising signs. Used 
to classify manufactured products, 
It can grade piston pins to one-
ten-thousandth of an inch. Color 
sorting done by It is more correct 
than done by eyes, he said. 

Use of the photo-electric cell to 
record the unevenness of yarns 
and threads on photographic pap-
er has been Investigated by Dr. 
Schmidt in view of application in 
textile research laboratories. 

In pure science the cell can be 
used to measure the amount of 
light transmitted through trans-
parent materials or solutions be-
cause its response is proportional 
to the amount of light. 

In a short business meeting Dr.

Two nights and one day will be 
spent In Monterrey on the way  
down, Dr. W. C. Holden, director 
of the tour, said. Besides seeing 
many historical and  picturesque 
sites in Mexico City, the party will 
make several one-day visits to 
nearby places. 

The pyramids of Teotihuacan 
were apparently the religious cen- 
ter of the Toltec empire. a race 
who preceded the Aztecs. T h e 
pyramid of the sun in the group 
is as large and impressive as those 
In Egypt. 

Churches Seen 

A city with a church for every 
day in theyan 	 is pont h -  

er scene that will be visited. All 
of the churches In the city which 
is smaller than Plainview can be 
seen from the top of an ancient 
pyramid on which one of the chury 
ches is built. 

Chief attraction in Puebla Is a 
hidden convent which existed for 
years without Its next door neigh- 
bors ever being aware of It. Re- 
cently discovered, the place is now 
open for inspection. It is quite 
large and has a myrid of unusual 
relics. 

The Venice of Mexico-Sochimo- 
co-was started as a measure of 
self-defense by a group of Aztecs. 
They built rafts and lived on them 
in the middle of the lake. Soil was 
used to grow vegetables as well 
as flowers and finally the rafts 
sank to the bottom of the lake. To- 
day they are flower gardens among 
which canals wind. 

Lindbergh Woos 

Cuernavaca is the winter resort 
of the wealthy residents of Mex- 
ico. It has a semi-tropical climate 
the year around. It was there in 
the Borda gardens that Charles A. 
Lindbergh wooed Anne Morrow. 
Fifty miles south a medieval village. 
Taxco, nestled against the moun- 
tain side as if it hod been dropped 
out of the Pyrenes. Originally 

built around a silver mine, It is so 
perfectly planned that it has been 
made a national monument and no 
building is allowed without per- 
mission of the authorities. 

The famous Friday Indian mar- 
kets In Toluca, largest in t h e 
world, will be ivsited by the group. 
Almost any thing one wants can 
be purchased for the buyer's price. 
At Peneyuca are a group of pre 
historic ruins which will be sern 
by the Tech party.

13 Senior Dairy 
Manufacturers 
Take Field Trip 

Students Have Chance 
To Meet Prominent 
Men; Inspect Plants

Each spring semester, the Tex-
as Tech senior class in dairy 
manufactures of Lubbock, Texas, 
makes its annual required field 
trip. Visits are made to many 
of the dairy plants, creameries, 
condenseries, an d plants manu-
facturing ice cream, cheese a n d 
milk powder. In addition to 
these, several of the larger health 
departments and food products 
laboratories are visited. 

The purpose of the trip is to 
acquaint the students with many 
of the men prominent in the  
dairy industry and its ;lined 
fields. In their tour of the var-
ious plants, the students see new 
equipment, different systems of 
plant arrangement. and the ac-
tual operation a n d maintenance 
of the equipment. The plants are 
studied from the standpoint of 
construction, products handled, 
outstanding equipment and t h e 
efficiency and economy of opera- 
tion. In addition to this, the lab-
oratories, labor and managerial 
setups are observed. 

Making the trip-  this year were 
the following men George Wil- 
son, Princeton; Joe B. Farr, 
Hernaleigh; Willie Bell, Dorches-
ter; Paul Kiser- Sylvester; Mof-
fat Ryan, Lubbock: Edwin Wil-
liams, Dallas; Nathaniel Nelson, 
Clifton; Forrest Baumgardner, 
Wellington; Howard Wilkowske, 
Athens; John Teague, Bells; Ken-
neth React, Lubbock; Roland De-
Fee, Lubbock; and Wayne Mears, 
Fluvanna. 

Tours were made of plants in 
the following cities: Wichita 
Falls, Decatur, Fort Worth, Dal-
las, Sherman, Denison, Sulfur 
Springs, Marshall, Longview, Luf-
kin, Houston, Corpus Christi, 
Kingsville, Harlingen, Wesla o, 
and San Antonio. Of special in-
terest to the boys was the ultra-
modern equipment of the Borden 
company milk plants in Dallas, 
Houston, and San Antonio, and 
visits to Tennessee Dairies in 
Dallas, Kraft Cheese company in 
Denison. Carnation Milk com-
pany in Sulfur Springs, milk 
powdering plant in Marshall, 
Phenix Dairy in Houston, Fed-
eral Food and Drug office in 
Houston, famous King ranch at 
Kingsville. Valley Ice Cream com-
pany in Harlingen, U. S. D. A. 
Food Products Laboratory in 
Weslaco and various citrus plan-
tations, Dairyland milk plant 
and t It e health department in 
San Antonio, 

Good meals and plenty of fun 
and amusement was provided all 
those making the trip. A banquet 
was given the group the noon it 
was In Sulfur Springs by t h e 
Carnation Milk company and that 
same night, the Tex. Milk Pro-
ducts company of Marshall treat-
ed them to fish fry and supper at 
Lake Caddo.

Revival of the student bureau 
of opinion will enable the editor-
elect to obtain information on 
student feeling on pertinent sub-
jects, and it is to be used in con-
nection with the policy of THE 
TOREADOR to establish itself as 
the organ of student opinion 
which it is felt it should be 

It is not likely that "Wind 
Through the Sallyport," scandal 
column of THE TOREADOR for 
several years, will be revived. The 
editor-elect has stated, however, 
that if there Is sufficient demand 
for its return he will endeavor 
to revive the column in modified 
form. Even this action is deemed 
extremely improbable.

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It Won't Work ... 

A FEW months ago newspaper columns from 
coast to coast were chockful of ham and egg 

news. Most editors and readers heaved a sigh 
of relief when California voters smacked down 
the proposition for the second time. But the 
issue is far from settled. 

When any minority can command a million 
votes in California, it cannot be laughed off. 
This is particularly true when the minority is 
as militant as the ham and eggers. Today, they 
seem to be going strong again. What is going 
to be the answer? 

Most of those supporting the ham and egg 
movement are blind to the fact that California 
already pays the highest old-age pension of 
any state in the nation. They paid $35 until 
January, when congressional action jumped it 
to $40. There seems to be little chance of in-
creasing the amount very soon, even if it should 
be placed in the hands of a special session. Le-
gislators no doubt feel sympathetic for t h e 
state's oldsters, but can't see where to get the 
added money. New avenues of revenues are 
hard to discover these days. 

No one will deny that it would be fine to 
get more money for pensions and lower the 
age limit, but the  answer obviously is not 
through any impractical "ham 'n eggs" plan, 
with its complicated system of state banks, new 
taxes and non-negoitable warrants. 

There can be little constructive good com-
ing from a movement based on such an emo-
tional appeal as the ham and eggs crusade. 
Class hatred was aroused with "international 
bankers" in the role of targets. Actually, bank-
ers have little or nothing to do with the failure 
of a state to grant higher pensions. 

It is an added fact that California cannot 
hope to isolate itself off from the rest of the 
nation and start a new economic system. Bus-
iness is too big, the state's interests too varied. 

The ultimate solution rests on a national 
plan for old-age pensions. We feel sorry for 
those who vision old age security and indepen-
dents on the flimsy foundation of hams and 
eggs. 

We Honor The Finns ... 

I f it were possible for a nation to be awarded 
 a medal for heroism, as it is possible for an 

individual, it is the belief of many in this na-
tion that Finland should receive one. 

In a half-buried story the other day we no-
ticed that Finland, wrecked and impoverished 
by the recent fight against Russia, had already 
begun paying Norway a portion of the sum 
she borrowed from that country a few months 
ago. 

Such a spirit of national nobility and such 
a sense of right is worthy of the highest praise 
in a world that has today seemingly lost all 
sense of honor. If ever there was on the face 
of the world a nation in which the right and 
honorable attitude toward life is expressed, it 
lies with this sturdy nation of the north. 

The attitude of such a people makes pos-
sible a firm belief that mankind is in some in-
stances worthy. It causes us to feel that such 
a nation and such a people can never die. It 
makes us know that, there are still men of 
whom their fellows may be truly proud, and 
for such men we are deeply grateful. 

We're Satisfied ... 
TRASH beneath the memorial bench at Tech's 

entrance has finally been removed, and it is 
with considerable satisfaction that we take 
note of the fact. 

There is no reason why this campus should 
not be kept in at least a reasonable state of 
cleanliness, considering the number of men 
employed by the college on the staff of t h e 
building and grounds department. 

No more encouraging sign is ever given than 
_prompt action to reforms here, and the college 
newspaper wishes to take the opportunity at 
this time to express its appreciation to those 
persons who removed the litter. 

We believe that most students here appre-
ciate a clean and well-kept college campus, 
and it is our further contention that most per-
sons enrolled here will help in keeping it so, 
if any help is given them. This is but the first 
step in making Tech gain the appearance we 
hope some day to see. Let us now make. the 

other steps as rapidly as possible. 

Cooperation Desired ... 
IN announcing plans for a "contact man" on 

the staff of THE TOREADOR for 1940-41, the 
paper is making an effort to remedy one of the 
unavoidable ills which create friction from time 
to time. 

At regular intervals some club or organiza-
tion feels that it has been denied access to 
publicity which it rightfully deserves. At oth-
er times, clubs fail to appreciate editorial com-
ment directed at them or their activities. 

The creation of a representative from the 
staff of the paper whose job will be to explain 
the position of THE TOREADOR and to point out 
to clubs their faults in handling news of their 
activities. 

Too often students do not appreciate the 
fact that equipment of the Tech Press limits 
handling of stories to some degree and that it is 
physically impossible at times to handle stories 
which organizations may desire publicity. 

Explanation of these difficulties from time 
to time should aid all club members, of organi-
zations which are social or non-social alike, to 
understand and appreciate the difficulty en-
countered in presenting news of clubs on the 
campus. 

It would not only be wise, but most helpful 
if clubs could make some definite plan for pub-
licity for their organizations and present it 
ahead of time to the editor-elect of THE TOR- 
EADOR. 

I t is an effort which would save much time, 
trouble, and temper in the approaching school 
year. 

It Ain't Cricket! ... 
PROTEST of the Belgian authorities that 

German troops are violating one of the first 
"rules of war" would be almost laughable were 
it not for its tragic consequences. 

Belgian and Dutch sources have revealed 
that troops disguised as soldiers of those na-
tions, and as priests or civilians have been 
landed behind their frontiers. This method of 
warfare is said to be in direct violation of all 
recognized articles of war. 

In no way would we wish to justify t h e 
methods of the third Reich, but at the same -
time it is almost grotesquely humorous that 
any nation or people should look for the Ger-
man-high command to respect the articles of 
war. 

Combat to Hitler and his aides is no game. 
According to his theory, the idea of a war is 
to kill as many of the enemy in as short a time 
as possible. Chivalry went out in fighting with 
the passing of the middle ages. In modern war-
fare it seems to us that there can hardly be 
reason to presume that nations which subject 
their neighbors to the fiercest of aggressive 
campaigns will hesitate to break any of the 
articles of war laid down on paper. 

Action and resentment of the Dutch a n d 
Belgians seems reasonable, but surprise at the 
fact that der Fuhrer would break his word, 
pledged at the Hague is almost laughable. It 
would be almost as reasonable to presume that 
Adolf would load his guns with cream puffs. 
as to think that he would sacrifice any chance 
of. victory by adhering to the articles of war. 

It is usually understood by the public that 
General Sherman underestimated war in his 
famous little remark concerning the quality 
of campaigning. It is time that the' peoples of 
Europe began to realize that war really is hell, 
but that there are few considerations given to 
one's feelings in said location.

Other documents of In-
terest are one signed by King 
Charles Of of Spain, a specimen of 
currency Issued when Texas was 
a republic bearing Sam Houston's 
signature— a map of the city of 
Rusk in 1848, a letter written by 
Big Foot Wallace in 1892 a n 
numerous bills and transfers sign-
ed by Sam Houston. 

Of special interest is a collection 
of unpublished letters written by 
13. Augustin Fischer In 1829. Fis-
cher, a Texas Jesuit priest of Ger-
man descent, once went to the Vat-
ican as a special envoy for Emper-
or Maximilian of Mexico.

RECREATION PROGRAM OF WORK 

AGRICULTURE 

Instruction is available in each of the Departments in the 
Division of Agriculture. 

An intensive three weeks' course in Soil Conservation for 
full credit is available again during the first three weeks of the 
first term. As an aid to teachers in service five courses are offered 
in the Agricultural Departments during the last three weeks of 
the first term. These courses are suitable for advanced credit and 
three may be taken at the same time for the three weeks' period. 

ARTS AND SCIENCES 

Departments offering courses are: Biology, Chemistry, Eco-
nomics and Business Administration, Education and Psychology, 
English, Foreign Languages, Geology, Government, History and 
Anthropology, Journalism, Mathematics, Music, Band, Philosophy 
and Sociology, Physical Education, Physics, Speech, Bible. 

Specialized courses are offered in Guidance, Visual Edu-
cation, Radio Education, Physical Education, and Public School 
Music. 

ENGINEERING 
All courses required in the uniform freshman year, all cour-

ses required in the freshman year in Commercial Art, and most 
of the courses required in the freshman year in Architecture will 
be available. Those interested in advanced courses will find 
certain of these available, but our course offerings should be es- 
pecially helpful to freshmen and underclassmen. 

HOME ECONOMICS 
Special attention will be given to courses for workers in all 

fields of home economics. Important courses offered in alternate 
summers for graduate credit: Home Management, Advanced 
Food Preparation and Serving, Advanced Garment Fitting, Crafts 
Courses, Two Courses in Consumer Buying, and short courses in 
Hand Weaving and Food Preservation.

Recreation activities this summer will follow somewhat the 
program begun last year. Provision has been made on the campus 
for an outdoor meeting place on the "Green" immediately south 
of the Administration Building. A varied program of educa-
tional and entertaining features will be presented at least four 
evenings each week. Admission to these recreational programs 
will be limited to holders of recreation tickets. Included in the 
program for the summer will be music, including band concerts; 
popular and educational lecturers, both from the College staff 
and outside talent; and at least one dramatic production of pop-
ular interest. Films, both silent and talking, will be shown at 
regular intervals, carrying educational and recreational features, 
along with news reels and shorts of various types. 

It is planned that holders of recreation tickets will have sub-
scription to the Summer session paper, special rates at golf cour-
ses, local theaters, and the city swimming pool. A College dance 
program is proposed once each week, in addition to the other 
entertainment features to be held on the campus. 

Season tickets are sold to non-student members of the stu-
dent's family at the same rate as to students. 

Members of the student body may secure admission to sin-
gle numbers of the recreation program at special rates, but sea-
son ticket rates will be such that one normally will not wish to 
do this except under special conditions. 

GRADUATE 

During the summer term graduate work may be pursued 
in all those departments which regularly offer graduate work. 
In addition, special work in Physical Education and in Band 
which may fulfill minor requirements for the Master's degree 
is offered during the summer.
