tack the quality or American 
lite and the U.S. foreign poll· 
cy. Its enem}" was ••the liberal 
establishment.'' Its power base 
was at best loose and prob:ibly 
nonexistent, but the determi­
nation and the shee r energ}· of 
com mitment or Its leaders has 
spurred It 011. 

That Is what SOS Is. More 
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important, for our purposes to. 
night, what does It do? Or to 
use their own phraseology .•. 
How do these people go about 
••attacking the quality of Amert. 
can life?'' They are the new 
left. The old lire, the liberal 
of yesterday, had a program 
tor the future. The new left's 
program ls a cry of outrage 
and an attempt to wreck the 
establishment as lt ls. Their 
movement demands not just 
peacef\ll protest, but physical 
protest. They are outraged by 
what they consider to be the 
moral deC'elts of our society. 
They are tn total rebellion. As 
Time magal.ine put It, ''The 
ke}· difference between the SOS 
and other leftist movements 
such as the Ou Bois clubs, 
ls that the Du Bois club mem. 
bers don't hate their fathers, 
SOS members do.'' The new 
Iett, as exemplified by the SOS, 
Is determined to never co­
operate wt th any group who has 
ever bowed to what the}' con.

brawling, and the attempted ar. 
son of the college bookstore, in 
defense of tour young men who 
had beaten up the editor of 
the campus newspaper. 4. The 
Columbia University revolt, 
with which we are all now fa­
miliar was SDS inspired. 

So SDS ls not just a band 
or youthtul rebels, but rather 
a militant group whose actions 
truly threaten the concept of 
academic freedom In the U.S. 
This use or violence and their 
dedication to the principle of 
absolute s tudent control ot uni. 
versltles ts dangerous. It ls 
obvious that civil disobedience 
as It ts currently being used 
in this society ts being grossly 
misapplied. ThP. use ot force 
or violence In the course or 
social protest ts a far cry 
from the ctvtl disobedience as 
practiced by Ghandt or Martin 
Luther King. Their concept In~ 
slsts on nonviolence refusal 
to comply with the law they

consider immoral. It assumes 
and requires peacerul submts. 
slon to punishment for dl sobedi· 
ence of this law. 

The college youth, SOS or 
otherwise, who Is protesting 
has or course the full scope 
of first amendment rights, but 
he ls not entitled to Immunity 
If he engages direct!}" :ind will­
full}" In violence, or Ins ists 
upon deliberate!}' disrupting the 
peaceful activities of others. 
The first amendnient <" learly ' 
spells out that the rights con· 
talned therein must be peace. 
full}· exercised.

Furthermore, to this date, 
according to the best Jntorma­
tlon or this office, that the sos 
has made no active effort to 
organize on the Tech campus, 
nor has it to this date sent in 
its colonizers. 

It Is toward these elements 
that we must direct our atten. 
tton and concern as responsi­
ble students. We are dedicated 
to the principle of cooperation 
and progress at an orderly 
nature within the university 
commun1ty. We abhor violence; 
we cannot accept the SOS 
philosophy which rejects the 
possibility of legitimate com. 
promises tn the interests of 
arrecting progress and change 
. .. lasting change that will bene. 
fit the entire society wtll never 
result from tactics of coer cion, 
tear, and violence . 

WITH REGARD to the rumor 
that SAO on this campus is a 
front of the SOS: this ls simply 
an untruth. The SAO In and of 
itself has never given evidence 
of being anything other than 
an orcanizatlon seeking to stim­
ulate student involvement in 
the orderly processes or et· 
fectlng change through the 
recognized channels of the uni. 
verslty. It Is, however, a fact 
that the convention sponsored 
by SAO did In the final analysis 
renect in Its platform and In 
some of Its candtd::ites a phlloso­
ph)' paralleling that earlier de· 
scribed as the SOS national 
philosophy. 

Their platform has called 
for a strengthening of student 
go vernment by promoting in· 
terest and participation by the 
entire Tech student body. Tills 
ts a laudable ambition, one 
v.·hlrh we could not and would 
not disagree wlth. However, 
we must disagree with several 
particular points of their plat.. 
form, such as: 

l. Their demand that hours 
failed one's freshman year 
s hould not be counted Into one's 
<'umul:itlve GPA, repr:esents a 
demand that cannot be met with­
out the complete destruction of 
the entire grading process. 

2. Their demand that students 
s t1ould t:ike ~11 of their electives 
011 a pass.Jail basts. This re~ 
resent s 3 call for action In an 
area where artlo11 h::is already 
lieen t:iken. Efforts are now be. 
tni::: m::idr II)' the administration 
to create a pass.f:1ll system. 

3. TllF:IR DEMAND tl1at any 
s tudent should have the right 
to address the Student Senate 
at a11}" tln1e would In the end 
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amount to nothing more than 
tying up the student government 
process on this campus. The 
views of students are necessary 
tor the Senate to function, but 
the Senate cannot !Unction lf 
It must sit, night after night, 
listening to everything every 
student has to say. 

4. Their last point ln the 
platform: ''Because tt ls ac­
knowledged by this convention 
that by tar the most acceptable 
and mos t etrectlve form of stu. 
dent power Is student economic 
power 1 our candidates will ex­
ercise student economic power 
through the Student Senate by 
developing ta cti cs and leading 
student movements (i.e. boy. 
cotts, dorm rent strikes) when 
necessary to secure the alms 
of the Student Association ••• '' 
This ls another case where 
what they are calling tor bolls 
down to an attempt to com­
pletely disrupt the f'Unctlonlng

ot the university Itself. 
The point of my address to 

you tonight ts summarized by . 
the following points: 

1. DO NOT let the rumors 
of SDS frighten you. Understand 
it tor what It Is and understand 
that it should not be tolerated 
on this campus. 

2. Recognize that there are 
those on this campus whose 
philosophy would lead them to 
support the goals of SOS. Study 
caretully the people who you 
elect, because these are the 
people who must govern your 
student body, <'lndrecognlzethat 
these are the people whom SDS 
would most like to control. 

3. Understand and know that 
your vote ls Important. That lt 
has a very direct bearlng on 
the nature and the atmosphere 
ot your campus. Analyze tor 
yourself what you want, what 
you feel will be best tor Tex. 
as Tech, and vote accordingly.
