Dubcek ousted 
PRAGUE-Alexander Dubcek, the popular leader whose 

drive for more freedom brought Soviet tanks to Pra· 
gue, was ousted Thursday as chief of the Czecho­
slovak Communist party. 

The party's 190.member Central Committee, meet. 
lng ln crisis session, named Gustav Husak, the tough 
pro.Mo.scow Slovaldan party chief, to succeed Dubcek 
as first secretary. 

Amid tension over the power shutne, Prague radio 
announced a nationwide police crackdown on ''crlmtnal 
and antisocial elements'' which was carried out Wed. 
nesday night. More lba.n 3,000 persons were question. 
ed, it said, and 111 detained tor ••various criminal 
deeds.'' 

Though he spent six years ln prlson-1954.1960-
durtng Czechoslovakia's Stallnist era, the SS.year-old 
Husak ls not regarded as a liberal. He has been out­
spoken in his opposlUon to anti.Soviet protests which 
had angered Moscow Ln recent weeks.

LOS ANGELES-Sirhan Btsba.ra Sirhan was convict­

ed of ftrst-.degree murder Th,ursday tor the assass­
ination of Sen. Robert F. Kennedy, whose bld for the 
presidency of the United States was ended by a bullet 
to the brain. 

The same jury of seven men and five women who 
judged the 25.year.old Arab guilty as charged now must 
determine whether he goes to prlson for life or dies 
in the gas chamber at San Quentin. This second phase 
of a trial already ln tts 15th week begins Monday. 

''I THINK the jw-y will reflect the consctence and the 
reactions of the commw\J.ty for this type of crime.'' 
said the chief deputy di.strict attorney, Lynn D. Com~ 
ton. He said the prosecution will not insist on the 
death penalty but wW ''give them the factors weigh. 
iAg tor and against death.'' 

Sirhan, dark-haired, 5 feet 4 and 110 pounds, heard 
the verdict with no display of emotion. Afterwards 
he was hustled out to his windowless 13th-fioor cell, 
ttve fioors above the courtroom. 

The defense had hoped tor a second-degree ver­
dict, and had not asked anything less of the jury tor 
the June 5, 1968 shooting of the 42-year-old New York 
senator.

'No progress' at talks 
PARIS-The United States and South Vietnam called 

on Hanoi Thursday to put an end ta ''illusions of mill .. 
tary victory•• and to halt the stepped.up attacks that 
have been going on stnce February. 

They spake at the 13th tull-scale session of the 
Vietnam peace talks. Both sides repeated their can.­
filcting stands on troop wtthdrawal. 

The consensus: No progress. 
Ambassador Henry Cabot Lodge declared that the 

continued pursuit at victory by North Vietnam and the 
Viet Cong can only lead to additional loss of We and 
destruction. 

''Peace will not come to Vietnam as a result of 
military operations such as those you have been con­
ducting since the end of February,'' he said. ''Indeed, 
tt must inevitably be hindered thereby.' ' 

South Vietnam's Pham Dang Lam urged his adver. 
sartes ''not ta waste your time expecting to attain 
a pasitton of strengty through a military victory.'' 
The other side, he said, must call a halt to ••terror­
ist and sabotage activities as well as reduce the level 
of the conruct. ''

residence policies

The ad hoc committee on housing 
recommended changes in dorm res!. 
dence requirements and contracts for 
1969-70, according to jay Thompson, 
Student Association president. 

Thompson spoke in a 30 minute 
broadcast Thursday on KTXT radic's 
Hotline and told Wesley Wallace, bos t 
of the program, that these recommend­
ations had been given Dr. Glenn Bar­
nen, executive vice president. 

lHOMPSON SAID the committee rec­
ommended all srudencs over age 21 or 
who had accwnulated 96 hours or more 
be allowed to Uve off campus. This 
would mean a 21.year-old underclass­
man or a senior less than 21 would be 
allowed off-campus hous ing, Thompson 
said. 

The comm1ctee also recommended a 
review of medical and hardship cases, 
he said. Thompson said that Lewis N. 
Jones, assistant dean of s tudents for 
adminis tration, cold the committee 
these prlvlleges ac times were very 
inequitable , 

Thompson said the committee also 
recommended an ''escape clause'' in 
dorm contracts which would allow a 
sb.ldent to move off campus ac semes­
ter break without losing the i40 con­
trac t depostt. 1llls would not apply co 
srudents brealcing contracts or movtng 
in the middle of a semester, he said. 

Students will still sign yearly con­
tracts, he said, butstudentswhoquallfy 
co move off campus second semester 

will be allowed to do so without losing 
the con trac t deposit refund . 

The comminee was set up March 28 
by Barnen to review and recommend 
revisions far dorm regulations for next 
year. 

Dr. 0. L. Caskey, vice president 
for student affairs, Is chairman. Ad­
ministration members Include M. L. 
Pennington, vice president for business 
affairs; Guy Moore, direc tor of housing:

Air Force Maj . Gen. James B. Knapp 
read out a U.S. protest to the Com­
munist side at a meeting of the Mili­
tary Armistice Commission here , The 
statement charged chat the downing of 
the plane was a ''calculated act of 
aggression. ' ' 

Knapp then abrupt! y walked out wbeD 
his North Korean counterpart, Maj . 
Gen, Lee Choon-sun, persisted three 
ti.mes in demanding the plane's lDlit, 

KNAPP HAD JUST flnlsbed bis state­
ment when the Communist representa­
tive charged back that the UnltedStates 
illegally dispatched the plane for spy. 
ing purposes in an act of pt.racy. 

Lee and his aides also walked. out, 
ending the meeting called by the Com­
munist side. 

It was one of the shortest armistice 
meetings since the Korean War ended 
In 1953. 

Lee charged in bis openlog state­
meot that the U.N. Command side com­
mitted 39 armed violations April 10. 
17, including firing Into Commuolst 
territory across the demilitariz.ed 
zone. 

After th.is brief. routine statement 
was completed, Knapp Ignored the Com. 
mun.1st charge and began read.Ing his 
statement which dealt with the recoo. 
naissance plane. 

The U.S. statement dec lared that cbe 
aircraft ''was engaged 1n completely 
legitimate reconnaissance operations'' 
at the time it was attacked, 

''Thes e operations,'' Knapp sa.ld, 
''are made necessary by your repeated 
acts and threats of aggressioo , 

''So long as such flights are con­
ducted outside your territorial limits 
you have no right to interfere with 
them. 

''I note," Knapp continued, ''that 
your authorities seem, in some 
respects , to share th.is view stnce they 
felt compelled to allege falsely that the 
aircraft was within your air space." 

North Korea was also accused of 
''innwnerable lnfiltrations into the Re­
public of South Korea and of violations 
of the demilit:artzed zone between the 
two Koreas. 

''The peace of this area is constantly 
being dJsturbed by your actions,'· the 
protest said. ''The proper course for 
you to take in this instance is to ack:nowl. 
edge the true facts of the case: that 
you sho t down our aircraft over inter­
national waters at a point approximate­
ly 90 miles from your coast, and that 
th.is plane ac no time entered your 
air space.'·

Last spring, a group of con­
cerned students formed the Stu­
dent Action Organization . Since 
that time, the organization has 
attracted much attention on 
campus because of its active 
nature . 

It has brought speakers to 
campus, participated in cam­
pus politics, sponsored ''speak 
outs'' In front of the Tech 
Union and survived an SOS 
smear. No matter how sincere­
ly or innocently it undert.akes a 
project, SAO always succeeds 
in attracting attention if not 
controversy. 

Many of the original mem­
bers of SAO no longer are 
associated with the organiza­
tion . Six of its present mem-

hers, inc luding two of its or. 
ganizers and its current h.igh 
priest, participated Wednesday 
in a University Daily interview 
about SAO and campus liberals, 
their ideas and their goals . 

''We originally contac ted the 
campus church groups with the 
idea of organizing SAO along 
the format of the University 
Christian Movement,' ' David 
Sanders said. ''We organized a 
bunch of people that were used 
to going to meetings, but we 
emphasized action rather than 
meetings . '' 

"OUR GOAL ls tD get people 
aware and involved, '' Vic Ward 
said. ''Almost none of our orig­
inal members are still with us . 
We have a better informed per­
son now, more action-ori­
ented. ·' 

Ward said much of the church-

The three donotagree 
on some decalls, but are all 
pointed ln the same direction 
in their opinions of srudent 
government, the administra­
tion, the Board of Directors 
and the lllliversity as a whole. 

TO ILLUSTRATE his opin­
ion of student government, 
Ward used the speech made by 
Dr. Grover E. Murray, Tech 
president, at the Installation 
banquet for Student Association 
officers and senators April 10 . 

''\Vhen he began bis speech 
by saying he didn't want to 
make student government a 
bunch of lackeys, " Ward said, 
' ' it was a sign that he would 
devote the rest of the speech 
to telling them how he would 
make them a bunch of lackeys . 
And they loved it." 

' 'TiiEIR LACK of initiative 
and imagination is outsta.,d­
ing." Yarish said of srudent 
government participants . 

Yarish said the ''all impor­
tant idea of a Wllverslty is ex­
perimentation and change'' and 
most students do not recognize 
that idea or t.ake advantage of 
it.

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Sanders offered another favor­
ite, the Brushfire Theory: 

''If a situation gets hot, de. 
voce enough wet blankets to the 
system to make the fire cooler 
than the next one, then ignore 
the fire as long as possible ." 

MOVING ON to the Board of 
Directors, Yarish said there is 
''no dire need'' for a Board of 
Directors to run a university . 
He said he believes the Board 
should handle the business of 
campus cons truction and other 
noneducational areas and let 
educators handle all academic 
areas . 

He called the board an ''au-
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tocracy'' that ''infringes'' on 
the respect of the individual, 
human rights and civil rights. 

Yarish, Ward and Sanders 
were also critical of the qual­
ity of education one gets at 
Tech. 

"TilE PURPOSE of higher 
education is to prepare one to 
think and handle himself ln any 
siruatlon, · · Ward said. ''Tech 
doesn't do that deliberately. it 
is a lucky by-product when lt 
occurs.

the South Plains . 

One year ago SAO was just 
beginning . This spring Its pres­
ident flnlc:hed second in a three­
man race for the Student Asso­
ciation presidency. Sanders, 
Ward and Yarish are the most 
vocal and most visible and 
among the most intelligent of 
the liberal element on campus. 

Two years ago, U a liberal 
element exist.ed, it was not 
visible or vocal . \Vard ''didn't 
think this place was worth my 
trouble . · ' Sanders just hadn't 
thought of liberalism yet . Yar­
ish was not here yet. 

NOW WARD says he ''is in­
volved here because be ls here 
and not because this ls such a 
great place.''

It Is hard to put SAO's mem­
bership 1n definite figures . lts 
members come and go as the 
projects int.erest them. As they 
say, lt ts an ''action'' group 
and not a ''meeting'· group: 
when there is little action there 
are few members .

If one should agree then that it is worth death 
and unrest, how does reconcile our government's 
position that we just want to give the South Viet­
namese a right to select their form of govern­
ment? 

Mr. Strickland's letter says Mao took China by 
" encircling of the cities from revolutionary bases 
in the countryside." The international analogy breaks 
down right there. Southeast Asia cannot encircle 
North America or Western Europe or Australia 
either. As we have said before, they cannot sneak 
through the ocean as they sneak through the jungle. 

A crucial point is this : if South Vietnam is an 
important cog in an international plot, what happens 
when the fighting ends and it is election time. 
Does the United States tell them to go ahead and 
vote, gambling its future and a decade of war on 
the hope they will not choose communism? 

We look at South Vietnam like this : The United 
States got in there without thinking and rational­
ized it by saying it was fighting for South Viet­
nam's free choice. But too many Americans were 
dying for a philosophical idea so the United States 
got pragmatic and said it was there in its own na­
tional interest.

Or does 
it cut off its left hand and retreat to a defensible 
position?

As the entire musical world 
knows, an amateur pianist from 
Texas ventured trom obscurity 
to lasting fame when he won the 
First Tchaikovsky Competition 
In 1958. 

That young amateur's name 
was Vao Cliburn, and today he 
rates as one of the masters of 
piano interpretation. 

ON HIS RETURN from Mos­
cow, Cliburn was accorded the 
first Manhattan ticker-tape pa. 
rade for a musician, congratu­
lated by President Eisenhower, 
given a testimonial luncheon by 
the great and near.great of 
New York, and whenever he 
appeared in concert, huge 
crowds gathered. 

He was signed to a recording 
contract by RCA Victor, and to 
date, has made more than a 
dozen albums for the company. 

pupil of Franz Liszt. Although 
Mrs. Cliburn's parents forbade 
a concert career to her, her 
son was able to reap the bene. 
fits of her years of practice 
and study. At the age o! three, 
long before he could read words, 
he was reading music. 

His mother was his teacher 
until 1951, when she sent him 
to New York to study with the 
Julliard School's famed Rosina 
Lhevlnne. 

The boy first played in pub­
lic at the age of four in Shreve­
port's Dodd College, and at 
twelve was the winner of a 
statewide young pianists' com­
petition, playing Tchaikovsky's 
''B·Flat Minor Concerto'' with 
the Houston Symphony. 

The same year he made bis 
Carnegie Hall debut as winner 
of the National Music Festival 
Awar d. 

caused a sensation. 
Even though he was well· 

known in the American mus t .. 
c al scene when he went to Mos· 
cow, he was almost unknown 
to the general public. When 
front.page stories of the hys­
terical acclaim by the Russians 
began to appear, the Van CU· 
burn legend was born overnight.
