LONDON, May 13 (AP) — British bombers delivered
their heaviest attack of the war on Germany last night, drop-

more than 1,500 tons of bombs on the battered indus-
center of Duisburg, it was announced today.

Thirty-four bombers were reported lost in the raid — the
first great night attack on the Reich since the smashing as-

sault on Dortmund May 4.

Allied raigers followed up this assault by streaming
across the English Channel this morning in bright sunlight

to smash at the coast of occupied France,

Floods Cause

Severe Loss
In Arkansas

FORT BMITH, Ark, May 13 UP)
The worst Arkansas river flood In
history gushed down the lower val-
ley today, topping or smashing
levees and flooding additional
thousands of acres after cresting
here at 41.7 feet—37 feet higher
than the record stage which had
stood 110 years.

Reoeding here almost as rap-
fdly as it had risen, the river left
in its wake six known dead, 22
missing, hundreds homeless and
untold property in Olda-
homsa as it pushed lts burden In-
to Arkansas. Seven of the miss-
ing were Camp Gruber, Okla,
soldlers who were engaged in
rescus work.

Downstream, the U. 5. engineers
abandoned hope, with one excep-
tion, of saving any msain line
levees between here and Little
Rock,

Rellef agencies, whose rescue op-
erations were overshadowed by the
spectacular work of Camp Gruber
and Camp Chaffes soldiers, ex-
prassed belief that all valley dwell-
ers now had .been brought to
pafety.

Fort Emith and Camp Chaffee
were cut off from thelr prineipal
sources of water with only asix
days supply in emergency reser-
volra. Acrosa the river, Van Buren
was without light and power and
ene third of the community was
under water,

Fort Smith virtually was Iso-
Iated by the maln stream and its
backwaters. All rall trafflc was
suspended. Only the rooftops of
bulldings In west Fort Smith,
across the Arkansas - Oklahoma
bhridge, showed above the surface
of a lake of backwater that was
five miles across,

The greatest welght of bomba
previously loosed on & single tar-
get was 1,500 tons—a record that
was set In the great 1,000-plane
rald on Cologne nearly a year ago
and probably was equalled in the
May 4 rald on Dortmund.

The largest concentration of
four-engined bombers ever sent
out on & war mission participated
in the latter assault. Thirty bomb-
ers falled to return from that
foray.

Last night's raid was not neces-
sarily the largest in respect to tho
number of planes employed.

The dropping of 1500 tons of
bombs on the city of 440,000 would
represent about a ton of bombs
for every acre,

TthCmndlm air force was well
represented in the armada which
participated in last night's rald.

He sald in letters to Vice Presi-
dent Wallace and BSpeaker Ray-
burn that some publicly-financed
war housing construction is essen-
tial to meet a portion of the needs
of 1,100,000 workers migrating to
war centers during the fiscal year
starting July 1,

000,000 Increase in the authoriza-
tion contalned in the Lanham act,
and sald a substantial part of it
would be returned in rents during
the current emergency and in
“realizations thereafter.”

day as a “height of great tactiocal
Importance™ after rolling back
German armor and crushing an
enemy wedge thrust into a town
held by the Russians,

More than 1,000 Germans ware
killed and about 1,000 were cap-
tured, along with a great store of
miliiary equipment in a battle
which continued last night, Rus-
nian war bulletins sald. They were
recorded here by the Soviet radio
Monlitor,

Temporarily, the outbreak over-
shadowed the steady, grinding
drive by the Red army against the
line of German fortifications out-
side Novorossisk where a German
counteratiack was thrust back and
Red army artillery kept up its at-
tacks on the German blockhouses
and artillery posis,

(The German high ecommand
sald that Red army attacks were
repulsed both on the Kuban
bridgehead and north of Lisl-
chansk. The communique, broad-
cast from Berlin and recorded
by the Assoclated Press, eredited
nazl fighter planes with sinking
a 8,000-ton freighter In the
Arctic sea.)

What's more, rabbit meat ecan
be railsed economically. Callen-
der quotes a Department of In-
terior wildlife leaflet that only
four and one-half pounds of feed
are required to produce one pound
of lilve meat. Fryer rabbits us
uslly weight thres and one-half
to four pounds when they're ready
for market. While older and
heavier rabbits are excellent for
roast or fricassee. Actually about
82 per cent of the carcasa Is
edible.

Dehydrated vegetables are satis-
factory if properly prepared and
seasoned, At their best, they
probably won't bs equal in flavor,
texture and appearance to cooked
fresh vegetables.

Defense to asalst the army tam-
porarily In event It is wunable to
take omre of a sudden Influx of
- | war casualties or soms other ex-
traordinary military necessity.

James M. Landis, Civillan De-
tense director, in announcing the
arrangement today, sald it was In-
tended te sarve the double purpose
of relioving the army of the nec-
essity for organizsing its own ape-
clal groups of physicians for local
emergencies and of helping to con-
serve the dwindling supply of phy-
sielans for the clvilian population.

The groups, known as OCD-Af-
fillated Hospital Unita, will be used
for military emergency purposes
only in sections in which the phy-
slcians reside. Their duties will be
temporary and they will ba replac-
ed by regular army officers as soon
as the surgeon general of the army
ean make assignments,

Fach unit consists of 15 doetors
normally associated with & single
hospital. The physiciana receive
roserve commisalons In the U. B,
Public Health Bervice, If called to
duty they will receive pay and al-
lowances of medical officers of
equivalent rank in the army.

Landis sald hospitals and medl-
cal schools in aress consldered in
most immediate danger of enemy
aitpck were invited first to form
units, Other units will now be
forined throughout the country.
