From the meeting, Renner will 
go to the International Dairy ex-
position where the latest in dairy 
manufacturing equipment will be 
displayed.

Stiff Competition 
Promised Group In 
Judging Contests 

Tech's senior dairy manufacturing 
judging team leaves tomorrow for 
Atlantic City, New Jersey to com-
pete in the eleventh annual Na- 
tional Collegiate Dairy Products 
Judging contest October 21. M. G 
Pederson, assistant professor of 
dairy manufactures and coach of 
the team, announced today. 

Twenty-five teams have entered 
the contest which is sponsored 
jointly by the Dairy Industry Ex-
position and the Dairy Scientists' 
association. Tech, Pederson •ex-
plained, Is the only school compet-
ing that is not a land-grant college 
but it is judged on equal basis with 
the others. 

Each team will judge 10 samples 
of each four products, Ice cream, 
milk, butter and cheese. The win- 
ning team will be the one that 
piles up the largest aggregate 
score. Tech won tenth last year 
Pederson said, but has won as 
high as fifth. 

Four prizes will be awarded. 
They are: a loving cup for each 
team high in each product; a med-
al for each Individual high in each 
product; a loving cup for the team 
highest in all products, and a $600 
scholarship for each of the three 
teams highest In all products. 

Competition in the contest is not 
sole reason for the trip, Pederson 
expalined. In addition, the team 
will visit a group of dairy manu-
facturing plants in both Cincinni-
ti and New York city. 

Ohio State university, the Uni-
versity of Tennessee, and Auburn 
colleges will also be visited by the 
team. 

While in Atlantic City, Pederson 
said, the team will attend the an-
nual convention of the Internation-
al Association of Ice Cream manu-
facturers, and the International 
Milk Dealers' annual convention 
both of which are meeting there 
that week. 

Those making the trip from Tech 
are Nathaniel Nelson. George Wil-
son, Clayton Roach, Howard 
Straws and Pederson. The group 
will return October 30.

Has Served As ROTC 
Commander Since '36 

Capt. Frank A. Pettit, professor 
of military science and  tactics 
since ROTC was established here 
in 1936, has been ordered for duty 
with the twenty-sixth engineers In 
Portland, Ore., effective November 
1, he announced Tuesday. 

Captain Pettit was the first man 
sent here from Washington when 
ROTC was organized. He helped 
design the present ROTC building 
and supervised its construction. 

Since Captain Pettit came in 
April of 1936. ROTC enrollment 
has increased from 101 the first 
year to 334 in the fall of 1940.

Geologists Read 
This Carefully 

Footprints of early land crea 
tomes that lived millions of years 
ago in the Permian age are on dis-
play at the West Texas museum. 

Tracks of longlegged, two or 
three toed lizzard-like-reptiles and 
web-footed salamanders were found 
near Castle Peak in the valley o: 
the Clear Fork near Merkle, Texas. 
They were brought to the surface 
by erosion after having been pre 
served by overlying rocks for mil-
lions of years. 

Footprints made on the flat lands 
were gently filled and covered by 
a layer of red mud which was later 
converted by preasure into the thin 
bedded shale that preserved the 
footprints. 

More than a dozen species of 
footprints have been recognized 
representing two types of primi-
tive amphibians and ancient rep-
tile. 

The trip to the deposit was made 
by Porter Montgomery and Joe 
Ben Wheat of the museum staff 
and was made possible through aid 
from the department of geology 
of the University of Chicago and 
from the Los Angeles museum.

Fish Use Special 
Pencil In Tests 

Do you make all sorts of marks 
on your paper when you take a 
test? Mark right ones and wrong 
too? If you are a freshman taking 
psychological tests In orientation, 
this will be eliminated by use of a 
special pencil which transmits 
electrical current. 

The tests will he sent to Austin 
for scoring on a special machine 
which records all marks, thus mak-
ing it necessary for the students 
to designate exactly their answer. 
The machine quickly and accurate-
ly materially reduces the chance 
of error. 

Results of the tests will be used 
partly In judging the students abil-
ity and progress. Half of the test 
shows the approximate mathemati-
cal ability and half the linguistic 
ability of the students. The lingu-
istic test reveals how the student 
might be expected to do in social 
sciences and related subjects as 
well as language. 

A similar test is given every 
year to freshmen orientation cies. 
es  under the direction of Dr. Al-
bert Barnett, assistant dean of 
men.

IT'S AN amazing thing—this Tech spirit! 

A man from another school takes the bear by the tail 
when he speaks in disparaging tones of the Red Raiders, of Tech 
in general, or even the lack of rain here on the Llano Estacado. 

But for some reason, a typical Tech cheering section has 
all the enthusiasm of an influenza victim begging for a dose of 
cold serum—yelling from the stands Saturday night approached 
the volume of sound comparable to a girl's school pep squad 
of ten members. 

And furthermore, while wound up, it was not the fault en-
tirely of those who sat in the student section. Much credit for 
the gentle sighing that was supposed to make a football team 
want to tear its opponents to shreds must go to those who are 
responsible for leading the student sections in their cheering. 

Instead of our yell-leaders waking enthusiasm — or even 
showing any themselves—they caused our most profound de-
sire to be to blow out nose in disgust and go below decks. Only 
in the freshman section—which incidentally is so far removed 
that it could hardly be heard by most students—was any or-
ganized cheering done. And this is just an idle rumor to many 
students, being told them by others—as quite a few persons had 
occasion to wonder where the freshmen were. 

If we are to have a cheering section, then in the name of 
heaven let's have one. But absoulte silence is preferable to a 
group of men and women who want to yell—but are distracted 
by noises a lackadaisical group of yell leaders are feebly making 
far, far below them. 

Leave Traditions Alone 

THE matter of tradition seems to be one from which many here 
at Tech have no desire to depart. 

Tradition and custom are the two cornerstones on which a 
fraternal feeling among students are built—and violation of 
traditions seemingly "iron-bound" heretofore, has become a ma-
jor sport with many. 

In the first place, freshmen now take dates to football 
games—and do so with a calm assurance which would made sen-
iors acre marvel at the sheer courage of such an action—were 
it not for the fact that this tradition is, like many other Tech 
customs, passing out of style. 

Freshmen, ever since the founding of the college, have been 
required to go to games and sit together—in order that they 
might presept a solid body from which yelling and cheering 
might be easily drawn. Now, however, neither upperclassmen 
nor fish seem to give a two-penny whoop in hades whether 
there is any attention paid to this regulation or not. 

For some reason, there seems to be the attitude prevalent 
among many freshmen, that what they do at football games is 
nobody's business but their own. This may be and may not be 
true. 

The freshman of today is the upperclassman of tomorrow, 
and what builds a school spirit in those upperclassmen is the 
same thing that makes a college worth having. 

There are still men on the campus who remember the days 
when it was possible for a freshman to wear his cap without 
being ashamed of it—who still recall the times they went to 
football games alone and yelled with their classmates—and who 
still feel that it was the tradition behind freshman regulations, 
and their desire to become worthwhile members of their college 
society which made them do the things they were asked to do 
with a certain amount of gladness. 

Well, Why Not! 
EXPRESSIONS of surprise that Tech students should receive 

baritone Lansing Hatfield with such courtesy as was given 
last Monday night, for some reason leave many of us cold with 
fury. 

Not that it is our belief that students should have thrown 
eggs at this artist—but at the fact that a large number of per-
sons seem to think students have a monopoly on being ill-man-
nered. 

Conduct of the large audience present at the artist course 
presentation of Mr. Hatfield was beyond criticism, and it is the 
fact that such conduct is found more often or not on the part of 
students that causes many to wonder from what sources the old 
legend first came: that to be a student one must necessarily be 
a cad with the manners of Neanderthal cave-dwellers, and dis-
position of a mother wild-cat. 

Based on the courtesy shown most visiting artists, and with 
special view to the reception accorded Mr. Hatfield, natural re-
sentment must arise at the expressions of surprise so prevalent 
among many townspeople during the week. 

It is true that at one time an artist took his life in his hands 
so to speak when appearing before Tech students, but it is also 
true that at one time the law of this section was dispensed from 
the muzzle end of a six-shooter. Just as the antiquated system 
of justice has disappeared, so have the rough-and-tumble days 
at Texas Tech gone—with only one thing to call them back—
they have not been forgotten by townspeople here. 

Behavior of students at public meetings of all kinds is the 
only yardstick by which the caliber of persons enrolling here 
may be measured. Such conduct has been beyond reproach dur-
ing the last performance given here. It is up to students to see 
that proper manners and behavior is so evident that none will 
have occasion to wonder again why visitors are so surprised to 
find men and women from this college giving every appearance 
of being civilized instead of savage.
