Scientists Will 
Meet In April 

Tech To Be Host To 
National Association 

The Southwestern Division of 
the American Association for the 
Advancement of Science will hold 
As twenty-first annual meeting on 
Tech campus next April 28-May 1, 
Dr. C. V. Newsom, head of the  
nounced recently. 

Dr. William M. Craig, professor 
of chemistry, and vice-president of 
the division, was named chairman 
in charge of local arrangements of 
the meeting by Dr. Newsom. 

The organization, which covers 
pure and applied sciences, in gen-
eral, as its field, is the largest of 
its type In the world. Last years 
membership totaled more than 21,-
000. The Southwestern division in-
cludes Colorado, Arizona, New 
Mexico, West Texas, and the states 
of Sonora and Chihuahua in Old 
Mexico. 

Six local sections of other na-
tional scientific societies are ex-
pected to cooperate in this meet-
ing. The West Texas Academy of 
Science, the West Texas Museum 
society and the Southwestern divi-
sion of the American Mathemati-
cal society will cooperate. 

Other local officers include, Dr. 
H. M. Hefley, chairman of the bio-
logical sciences section; Dr. W. C. 
Holden, chairman of social act 
mathematics department at t h e 
winversity of New  Mexico. ab 
ences section; and William M. 
Pearce, secretary of the social 
sciences section. 

The organization met at Tucson, 
Ariz. last year. The last meeting 
on the Tech campus was in 1934.

Czech Bootlegger Is 
In Snarling, Cocky 
Mood As End Is Near 

One of Tech's most sensational 
trials will begin Monday night at 
7:15 in room 302 of the Adminis-
tration building, according to Mayo 
Boucher, chief justice of the Texas 
Tech Supreme court. J. Maitland 
Beseda will go on trial for the al-
leged possession of intoxicating 
beverages as soon as a Jury is 
selected from among the audience, 
stated Boucher. 

Patsy Ayers, Tech co-ed who 
was arrested as an accomplice of 
Beseda, will be chief witness for 
the defense, stated defending at-
torney, Paul Castleberry. Miss 
Ayers will testify that officers rep-
resenting the state at the time of 
the arrest were small town poli-
ticians and agents of vice. 

"We have unquestionable evi-
dence to prove that Beseda is the 
friend of students, a patriotic 
American who has been attacked 
by a fifth columnist who is more 
dangerous to the American public 
than a Nazi spy," says Castleberry. 

P. B. Shannon, Homer Foerster, 
and LeRoy Hutton are associate 
attorneys for the defense. 

Reporters were unable to con-
tact District Attorney Archie Mc-
Donald who is out of town collect-
ing evidence. Authorities close to 
the district attorney's office state 
there is no doubt Beseda will be 
convicted. J. C. Bearden and Rich-
ard Sheehan are assisting Mc• 
Donald.

New Sections In 
Tech Show Gain 

Increase Shown In 
Several Divisions 

Neither war nor death nor draft 
seem to have any adverse influ-
ence on the growth of Tech, even 
though the enrollment this year is 
slightly under that of last. 

An examination of the class 
schedule bulletins for the first 
semester of 1939-40 and 1940-41 
shows that 32 lecture sections were 
added this year to accomodate the 
students. In 1939-10 there were 810 
class sections, exclusive of labora-
tory sections. This year there are 
842 different classes in all divi-
sions of the college. 

Greatest gain was in the divi-
sion of arts and sciences, with 13 
new sections. The division of ag-
riculture was close behind with a 
gain of nine. Following In order of 
increase are home economics, six, 
engineering, three, a n d military 
science, one. 

If the relative increase in the 
individual departments accurately 
reflect changing economic and 
social conditions of the world, then 
we're all headed for the farm. Ei-
ther that or a plunge Into the 
stock market. The departments of 
plant Industry and economics ad-
ded seven new sections each, which 
was the greatest gain of any of 
the individual departments. 

It looks as if there's going to be 
a greater smell than ever coming 
from the chemistry building to 
saturate the campus on windy 
days. And there'll probably be an 
increase in murder and bootleg- 
gings for the pre-lawyers to in-
vestigate. Both the chemistry and 
government departments added six 
new sections. 

Five of the six additions in the 
chemistry department are all in 
one course. The course is the one 
in which freshmen create a smell 
in test tubes that is worse than 
their attitudes.

Guinea Pigs Of 
Children Made 
By H. E. Fiends 

Why They Tick And If 
They Do, How, Is One 
Subject Studied Here 

Forty-five to fifty home econom-
ics freshmen and several nursery 
school children will serve as sub-
jects for basal metabolism experi-
ments in the foods and nutrition 
Mborataries this year. 

The tests, measuring the amount 
of oxygen consumed in the body, 
are given in early morning, after 
eight hours of rest and before the 
body has had much excise, with- 
out any food taken for

er 
 twelve to 

fourteen hours. Correct metabol-
ism will be checked with height, 
weight, age, pulse and normal body 
temperature. Normal healthy stu-
dents are chosen for these tests 
by their medical records and must 
have lived in altitudes of 2600 to 
3800 feet above sea level. 

Continued research on the ef-
fect of altitude on basal metabol-
ism of normal college women will 
be ready f o r publication next 
fall. Complete study will be avail-
able on basal metabolism of nur-
sery school children at that time 
also. Additional research is being 
done on the effect of season on 
metabolism. Comparisons are made 
from the tests run in the fall, Oc-
tober and November, to those in 
the spring, March and April. 

Data from the experiment will 
be correlated with body measure-
ment of children a n d methods 
formulated for the determination 
of nutritional status. 

Home economics graduate stu-
dents will learn technique for the 
study of basal metabolism tests 
under the instruction of Miss Jon-
nie McCrery, head of the depart-
ment of food and nutrition, a n d 
Miss Mina Wolf, assistant profes-
sor of foods and nutrition. Mrs. 
Neva Dean Bavousett, graduate as-
sistant in the department, will aid 
in taking the tests and compila-
tion of material to be published.

The spirit of every American worthy of the name finds 

voice in this phrase. 
And now we find, on this campus, that there are those who 

disagree with the very heart of the saying. 
We discover there are students here who believe that "It's 

a free country, as long as you think the way I do." 
Mud, tomatoes, and oranges have been hurled over the front 

of certain cars which bore emblems of the Republican candidate 
for the presidency. Physical violence was threatened to their 
owners. And it has happened, not once—but several times. 

WE MAINTAIN THAT IN A DEMOCRATIC NATION—AS 
IN THIS SCHOOL. LONG. NOTED FOR ITS DEMOCRATIC 
ATTITUDE—IT IS THE RIGHT OF ANY STUDENT TO VOTE 
FOR AND SUPPORT ANY MAN HE CHOOSES—REGARD-
LESS OF HOW THE MAJORITY MAY FEEL. 

If any man at Tech desires to paste Josef Stalin's picture 
on his car, it is his right to do so. He has a perfect legal, moral, 
and inalienable prerogative—as the citizen of a democracy—to 
exercise the privilege of free speech and of vote as long as he 
remains a citizen of that democracy. 

Regardless of whom we support—most of us realize it is 
the privilege of any citizen of the United States, if he so wishes, 
to express his own personal views without the fear of retailation. 

It is such nations as Italy, Russia, and Germany that foster 
the ideal of "There are two sides to a question—mine—and the 
wrong side!" 

• . • 

TWO considerations naturally spring from the action of ill- 
bred persons who descend to egg-throwing: 
First: Most persons in a democracy are fair-minded indi-

viduals who resent mud slinging in any form. The nastier a 
campaign becomes, the more most of us resent it, and those who 
descend to opprobrious and scurrilous attack often find it boom-
erangs. 

Second: The students attacked have in this instance shown 
remarkable patience. Not only do they have the right to ex-
pect action from the disciplinary committee—which body would 
dispense justice quickly and gladly—but destruction of prop-
erty is an offense which is punishable under law. 

No one would—after careful consideration—condemn them 
for turning them responsible for such action as has occurred 
to the police department of the city. 

Perhaps it is the fact that some feel they would be classi-
fied as "stool pigeons" that has prevented such steps from being 
taken. but surely it is the right of any man here to expect his 
property and his privileges to be respected by all. 

It is not the place of any man, here or elsewhere, to take 
the law into his own hands—but neither is it the place of any 
one here to tolerate persecution because he happens to represent 
the minority.

For a city which has the reputation of being the cleanest 
one in Texas, and for one which has held that enviable record 
ten years, Lubbock can still boast that it possesses--on College 
Avenue alone—eating establishments which are enough to turn 
the stomach of anything but a Hottentot or a college man. 

Trash is piled on the floor without a thought as to the effect 
it must naturally have on a weak digestive system, and the love-
ly thought that glasses are washed once a month at least must 
naturally lend much to the enjoyment of the customer. 

It would seem to some the effect of a filthy place of business 
would be to scare away trade. But observation of some College 
Avenue establishments would tend to refute this argument. 

Perhaps the belief. that college students appreciate clean-
liness is erroneous. Maybe they get real thrill out of finding 
someone else's egg on their drinking glass. It could be they find 
pleasure in cracks on plates large enough to hide the average 
cockroach. 

But it is the belief of many that even the cast iron stomach, 
the nonchalant attitude, and the reluctance to offend, which 
characterizes Joe College is sometimes strained. 

Even eliminating the danger that lurks in filth and un-
cleaned vessels, and granting that students will say little about 
it—the fact remains that it is the duty of a city to protect the 
health of its residents, even if it means offending someone. 

Is it better to leave public eating establishments alone—to 
pursue their merry and dirty way—or is the protection of four 
thousand students a matter of concern? 

Is the risk of hurting someone's feelings more important 
than blasting someone's health and perhaps his life?
