
ROTC Unit Holds 
Final Review In 
Honor Of Pettit 

Popular Professor Is 
Ordered To Oregon 
Rindlaub Takes Over 

Honoring Captain Frank A. Pet-
tit, professor of military science 
and tactics at Tech for the past 
four years, the engineering ROTC 
unit he has commanded during that 
period held a final review Monday 
evening for him. 

He Is to report for duty with 
the twenty sixth-engineers station-
ed at Portland, Oregon, next 
week. 

In the  reviewing stand were 
President Clifford B. Jones. Dean 
0. V. Adams of the division of en-
gineering and members of the staff 
of the military unit here. 

Captain Pettit came to Tech in 
April, 1936. He helped design the 
present ROTC building, and super-
, ised its construction. Enrollment 
in the unit, since he first assumed 
command, has tripled, according to 
statistics given by Sergeant W. B. 
Richards,' nstructor In military 
science and tactics. 

Captain Bruce D. Rindlaub sui-
seeds Captain Pettit as professor 
of military science and tactics and 
bend of the ROTC unit here. 

Leidigh States 
Farm Principles 

Dean Is Quoted On 
West Texas Problems 

Quoted in an article appearing 
in a national magazine, A. H. Lei-
digh, dean of agriculture, set forth 
two of the most vital questions 
concerning farming in this area. 

Harry R O'Brien, author of the 
article which appeared in the No-
vember issue of "Country Gentle-
man," devoted several column-in- 
ches to material gained from Lei-
digh when the writer visited here 
last summer. The subject of the 
article is roughly, The Approp-
riate Size of a Farm." 

"We are going rapidly to a type 
of agricultural economy t hat 
means the adoption of larger sized 
farm units," Leidigh s.os quoted 
as saying. 

"This movement toward larger 
sized farms is based on simple 
economics. The only limit to the 
size of a farm is how much a farm-
er can take care of and, especial-
ly, how much he can harvest. 

"We are doing our work with 
tractors now. Under mechanized 
conditions the number of farms 
will continue to decrease. 

"Where are the families to go 
that will leave the farms as the 
number of farms is reduced? 

"How is a young man going to 
get started In farming in West 
Texas if that continues?" 

Dean Leidigh, being a wise man. 
did not assume to know the ans-
wers, O'Brien summed up.

THERE were tears in his eyes and his voice as he tried to 
speak to those 500 students at the railroad station. 
They represented more than just the reward of a football 

victory to Peter Willis Cawthon. Those students standing there 
in the early morning haze symbolized everything the short-
haired football coach had dreamed for Tech since he clambered 
off his first train at that same depot a decade ago. 

Perhaps most of those 500 students understood only what 
the Coach said in words. But, a few followed the feeling under-
neath. A few older students saw the soft spot Tech holds in 
Pete Cawthon's heart. For a fleeting moment he wasn't cagy 
Pete Cawthon, the football coach. He was a man seeing his 
ten-year hopes and ambitions for a struggling, handicapped 
young West Texas college fulfilled. 

Pete Cawthon doesn't show that soft spot very often. When 
he does, it means something. There was the Cotton Bowl year 
and then there was that early morning at the Santa Fe depot. 
THE preliminaries to that pep rally which Pete and the Red 

Raiders didn't see, they have heard about now. They've been 
told about the six-o'clock confusion in the dormitories; about 
the bugles and the door-beatings and green-capped freshman 
waking up the campus. The alarms awoke the boys, and the 
boys awoke the girls, and together they awoke Texas Tech's 
latent Twelfth Man. Bolstered by the Crimson band, they blitz-
ed the railroad station. 

Everything became subordinated to that Tuesday morning 
reception rally. The Southwest Conference seemed intangible 
and far away. The lack of state appropriations was unimport-
ant. Only one thing mattered. 
TEXAS Tech has found itself. It would expand outside later, 

but what mattered now, Tech was growing inside. After 
fifteen years in puberty, Tech had stepped swiftly into its 
own sun. 

And Peter Willis Cawthon and his Red Raiders and the 
rest of the student body knew the outcome of the Tech-Mar-
quette game was inconsequential. Win, lose or draw, those 500 
students would have met that train at Santa Fe depot Tuesday 
morning. —Bill Wood.

Shown In Museum 

Works Of Southern 
Artists Are Featured 

For the eighteenth time t h e 
Southern States Art league is 
sending out groups of paintings 
and prints selected from its annual 
exhibition, which will be shown tn 
the West Texas Museum Novemb- 
er 3 through 30. 

Pictures were selected from the 
annual exhibition of Southern Sta-
tes Art league held last April In 
the Mint Museum of art In Char-
lotte, N. C. Each work chosen for 
the circuit has passed at least two 
judges, selected from more t han 
two hundred others which them-
selves were selected from a still 
larger number. Paintings are sent 
in from all parts of the South, and 
from northern and Western cities 
where southern artists are resid-
ing. 

Portraits, landscapes and still 
life are predominate In the group, 
but there are also examples of 
general paintings, especially of del-
ineations of the "Southern scene." 
Work of newcomers In the league 
hangs side by side with those of 
veteran members. 

"Magnolias" by Elizabeth V a n 
Wagenen bears the distinction of 
being one of the few pictures on 
that subject to be hung In the 
Twentieth Annual Exhibition. On-
ly two were chosen for the cir-
cuit. "Matilija Poppies" and "Late 
Summer" are the only floral paint-
ings in the group. 

Still Ilfe studies are morenum- 
erous. "Pineapple" by Mary Lee 
Clark of Corpus Christi, "The Soft 
and the Sharp" by Estellyn Achn-
Ing who is a native of Atlanta, 
Tex.. and "Chair with Fruit" by 
Otis M. Farnsworth Jr., a native 
of San Antonio, are among those 
to be shown. 

Headquarters of the League are 
in New Orleans. Paintings a r e 
circulated throughout the South 
under the sponsorship of local art 
galleries, art associations, muse-
ums, clubs, libraries and colleges. 
Exhibition of the paintings here is 
being sponsored by the Tex. Tech 
Art Institute.

They 
will be given grades of "W" in all 
passing courses and "F" in falling 
courses. They can complete these 
courses by correspondence or begin 
where they stopped when they re-
enroll at the end of the service 

Guardsmen will also be given the 
option of having their fees refund-
ed for the current semester. 

No college students except mem-
bers of the National Guard will be 
called f  to r military service until 
July 1, 1940. The Texas guardsmen 
are supposed to report late in No-
vember, and few exceptions will be 
granted.

Such an attitude on the part of some freshmen is in no way 
confined to those from the city of Lubbock. It is simply more 
obvious in these freshmen because of the proximity to their 
former school.
