TOR THE FIRST time in my 
life I have felt momentari y 

ashamed of being a Techsan. 
When a peckerwood pitched 

pennies at world-applauded Car-
melite Maracci on Monday night's 
Artist Course program, I visioned 
for a while a jolting of the dreams 
of almost every student who has 
graduated from Texas Tech—
dreams of placing this college and 
this section of the country upon 
an athletic, educational and cul-
tural par with every other school 
in the nation. 

And then I realized the guilty 
persons were exceptions to the 
audience in general. True, I 
heard one iprominent Lubbock 
attorney-- who presumes himself 
a civic leader—remark, "How- 
ever many he threw her, It was 
more than she deserved." Un-
doubtedly, many Techsans ag-
reed with that opinion. But, they 
were courteous enough to limit 
their disapproval to chuckling, 
throwing paper cups on the 
flour—not at the performers—
and shuffling feet. 
By now, the story has travelled 

thousands of miles over this na- 
ti on by news wires, and people 
are reading it and laughing at 
Tex. Tech and that audience. For 
the prestige lost by this student 
body through their actions, I sin-
cerely hope that Dean of Men 
James G. Allen will ferret out 
the pseudo-Techsans guilty of the 
act and expell them from this 
college immediately. As a clue to 
their discovery, the two boys were 
sitting on the east side of the au-
ditorium, just two or three rows 
from the front, with their dates. 

I must admit that my know-
ledge of The Dance is limited—
both from the standpoint of a 
spectator and a participant—a 
fact that hundreds of crushed 
co-ed toes around this college 
will support; but, I feel that 
Techsans will not tolerate a dis-
play of crude conduct on the 
part of a student in this school 
which holds their college up to 
public ridicule.

Coordination 
T A FACULTY meeting 
Tuesday. President Clifford 

B. Jones presented a memo-
randum makin^ possible the 
organization of a Faculty Ad-
visory committee to consist of 32 
mmbers. 

Purpose of the committee is to 
work with the Administrative coun-
cil in matters affecting faculty, 
students, and general college prob-
lems and to make recommenda-
tions from time to time to the 
president of the college. It will 
serve as a medium through which 
various members of the faculty 
may dear its constructive sugges-
tions. 

• 
The committee will select one 

representative to the Administra-
tive council and membership shall 
not include any members of the 
existing Administrative council. Ap-
propriate officers to the committee 
will be elected. 

Of the committee of 12, four will 
serve for the ensuing scholastic 
year, four will serve for the bal-
ance of this scholastic year and 
the next scholastic year, and four 
will serve for the balance of the 
present scholastic year and the 
two succeeding scholastic years. 

"Thus we attempt to set up a 
closer working arrangement be-
tween the faculty and administra-
tion, which, I feel—and I am sure 
you will join me in this thought—
will be distinctly helpful to both," 
the President said in his memor-
andum to the faculty. "It isn't in-
tended that the committee will sup-
plant existing committees appoint-
ed for specific purposes. From time 
to time I would like the privilege 
of receiving from this committee 
nominations as called forth in con-
nection with faculty committee ap-
pointments." 

The committee will be an advis- 
ory bode without executive author- 
ity 

It will take from 84 to 112 days 
to complete the project. Sheep will 
be weighed individually three days 
before being placed in the feeding 
lots. Following this initial weigh- 
ing the sheep are to be weighed 
at 28 day intervals with weighing 
to start at 2 p. m. sharp each time.

All feed as fed will be weighed: 

feeding hours will be regular; teed 
troughs will be cleaned daily prior 
to evening feeding and a record 
made as to the quantity and quali-
ty of feed refused. 

Animals in the experiment are 
average Rambouillets. 

Three times during the experi-
ment a chemical analysis will be 
made of the feed in the chemistry 
department under the supervision 
of Dr. A G. Oberg. 

Data compiled in conclusion will 
reveal: the per cent of moisture 
in roughages fed, amount of feeds 
refused and kind, the record of an-
imals going off feed and all cases 
of scouring, the chemical analysis 
of the feeding stuff utilized, and 
the daily record of weather condi-

CAA Students 
Should Apply 

Applications for next semester 

training in CAA courses are now 

being taken by the proper authori-
ties. The courses are open to men 
only since this is a specification of 
the government in fulfilling the 
contract. 

Students interested In the pri-
mary, secondary, apprentice in- 
structor or cross country courses 
should go to the CAA office in the 
Engineering building to obtain the 
proper forms and applications. 

Qualifications for this training 
are as follows: one should be be-
tween 19 and 26 years old, and is 
subject to a physical examination. 
In order to qualify for the pri-
mary course, a student must have 
at least 30 credit hours. To qualify 
for the secondary course, a mini-
mum of 60 credit hours is required. 

A new requirement which will 
go into effect next semester is a 
$12 fee for the physical examina-
tion before the primary course, and 
all other physical examinations are 
given without cost. Previously, stu-
dents were required to pay for each 
examination.

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Lost, One Skirt 
And A Veritable 
Bundle Of Nerves

"MORITURI to salutamu, - 
'We who are about to die. salute you," 

declared each Roman gladiator to his 
king before he fought to a merciless 
death for the monarch's pleasure. There 
were no heroes in those battles. There 
was no honor connected with dying in the 
arena. The dead bodies were carted off 
and buried together in a shallow common 
grave in Rome's potter's field. They tru-
ly died in vain. 

With the revision of the Neutrality act, 
the administration has taken the final 
step in clearing the decks for action. This 
generation can only view the situation 
with depressing pessimism. It can truly 
say, "Morituri to salutamus." 

Has there ever been a generation in 
American history which society demanded 

— more of and to which it gave less in re-
turn? We have been left to shift for our-
selves, get an education, look and look 
for a job, make decisions, resist tempta-
tions. and do hundreds of other things 
which this rushing, careening world has-
n't time to help us do. Yet, when we are 
needed to "make the world safe for dem-
ocracy," we are expected to fall in line,. 
wave the flag, sing "God Bless America," 
and lay down our lives for our country 
without a grumble. We have learned to 
think for ourselves, but in armies, men 
who think are squelched immediately: the 
idividuals must become part of the other 
machines then. All thinking will be done 
for us. 

We came through the "roaring twen-
ties." we emerged from the "depression." 
and we have worked our way through 
college by hopping tables. skeeting soda, 
delivering papers, cleaning up buildings 
and doing other menial tasks for small 
payment in order to further our education. 

What will happen to collegiate youth? 
When the time comes he will die at the 
front just like he has to do everything 
else all his life. He will not be afraid to 
die, but the "big shots" who are arrang-
ing one "incident" after another to incite 
us to war, will have done a poor job of 
convincing him that he should. 

Does youth want war? No. His father 
faced the same foe 25 years ago, will not 
his son face the same foe again 25 years 
later? He has seen the direct results and 
the by-products of armed conflict. Youth 
can gain no possible good out of another 
war such as the last world war. Every-
one knows the detrimental factors, the 
huge expense, the loss in lives, the maim-
ed and injured men who still lie on gov-
ernment hospital cots at goverment ex-
perisd. awartnigltutflaig -but death. - 

The situation is deplorable: there can 
no be pacific settlement. There can never 
be a lasting peace• until, as Pearl Buck 
writes in Asia magazine, "each man's 
rights are universally and equally res-
pected." Until the common man realizes 

that he is not fighting some power-mad-
dened tyrant, but in reality annihilating 
himself, war will continue. When Bill 
realizes that he is not fighting some hated 
ideal. but just Wilhelm, Guillelmo, Wil-
liam or Guglielmo, the common man will 
awaken and realize that his is the power 
to decide for war or for peace.—A.G.
