WHILE citizens of the Pacific coast area are experiencing the 

grim reality of blackouts, and America's navy is sustaining 
shocking losses in a determined effort to regain its grasp 
over sea and air in Hawaii and the Philippines, students of 
Texas Technological college squared shoulders to* defense of 

* 	* 	* 	 a nation yet groggy from surprise 
attack. 

But, they have. 
For the first time since 1917—and subse-

quently, the first in Texas Tech's shorter history 
—America is gripped in the throes of a declared 
war with a foreign power. 

Japan's chesty hordes of imperialistic mili-
tarists, insensed by the wooings of their mad 
axis-partner, Adolph Hitler, have struck the de-
fense life-line of America while slant-eyed en-
voys of peace negotiations served as a subter-
fuge to divert American caution. 

Caught unaware by aerial and naval bom-
bardment, American losses of life and munitions 
have been mounting steadily since Sunday's first 
raids on Pearl Harbor. But, just as swiftly has 
America rebounded from the wall. Never in this 
nation's history has the populace so suddenly 
cast off shackles of indecision and indifference. 
Never have the American people locked arms so 
invincibly for an uphill pull. 

And Texas Tech, thousands of miles from 
the blackouts and bombings of our war zone, has 
felt the swift plunge of the 'Japanese knife be-
tween American shoulder blades. Like Ameri-
cans the nation over, Texas Technological college 
students have emerged from the daze of surprise. 
They are clamoring fur a—share tic the fight 
against totalitarianism. 

Many are withdrawing from college, but 
The Toreador joins with this nation's leaders in 
urging they complete as much of their college 
education as possible, because America needs 
trained, educated civilians for the future stages 
of this war—a war that eventually must be 
swept into the last strongholds of dictatorship. 

Uncle Sam needs you. But, his services need 
more than ever, the wealth of scientific knowl - 
edge that your college education will provide.

WORD from El Paso and action 
by the Texas Tech athletic 

council Monday night made offic-
ial information originally released 
by The Toreador last Wednesday 
that Texas Tech's Red Raiders 
would be the guest team in the 
border city Sun Bowl New Year's 
Day. 

The Athletic Council accepted 
immediately the Sun Bowl offer 
to play Henry Frnka's Tulsa Hur-
ricane, after Arizona had declined 
the bid. 

Acceptance here quelled rumors 
to the effect that the Council 
would refuse the bid In preference 
to a post-season game in San An-
tonio with Mississippi State. 

Released by Athletic Council 
Chairman W. L. Stengel, the con-
firmation that Dell Morgan's Men 
in Red would play at El Paso 
came as a welcome surprise to 
most Techsans and Townspeople, 
who had been openly dubious of 
Toreador, and subsquent, Lubbock 
Avalanche-Journal reports that the 
bid would be given the once-beat-
en Raiders. 

Morgan announced that work-
outs would be resumed December 
15, continue through the morning 
of December 22, and open again 
on December 27 following a brief 
Christmas leave. Although train 
schedules have not been conclud-
ed, the bushy-browed mentor ex-
plained that the team would plan 
to arrive in El Paso some 24 
hours prior to game time. 

The Sun Bowl battle will bring 
together two old coaching friends. 
Both played for Pete Cawthon at 
Austin College. Dell Morgan 
came to Lubbock high school in 
the spring of 1927, when Henry 
Frnka was head coach there, from 
a Tulsa baseball club. He was ap-
pointed head basketball and foot-
ball coach at Texas Tech in the 
fall of 1930 and left for Auburn 
in 1934. Last year he was line 
coach at Rice Institute. Frnka 
went to Greenville high school 
from Lubbock :  moved on to Van-
derbilt as Ray Morrison's assis-
tant there, and followed Morrison 
to Temple after Pop Warner va-
cated. This marks the first year 
for both Morgan and Frnka to 
hold head-coaching collegiate jobs, 
as well as their first bowl year to-
gether. 

"I am looking forward to the 
game,"commented Morgan. 

Texas Tech made her :first bowl 
appearance Jan 1, 1938 in the Sun 
Bowl, losing, 7-6, to West Virgin-
ia's Mountaineers. The following 
year, St. Mary's Gaels dropped the 
Techsans, 20-13 in the Dallas Cot-
ton Bowl.

Abdul Stresses 
Morals in Talk 

"Foundation of a New World 
Order" was the subject of Abdu 
Mehta's talk to the Internationa 
Relations club Monday night. 

"The real cause of the presen 
conflict is that morals are as im 
portant as the individual," Mehta 
said. The six things needed for a 
new world order as prescribed by 
the Punjabian subject were "the 
discontinuance of charging interest 
on monetary loans, distribution of 
wealth by heavy taxation on great 
amounts of holdings, law of sue- 
cession or distribution of the prop-
erty among heirs at death. 

"Recognition of human equality, 
government accepting the respon-
siblIty of caring for the under-
privileged, and a system of bar-
ter replacing cash sales to be in-
stigated in transactions between 
nations are necessary to world 
peace," he said.

In actions and speech, living the 
traditional "American way." 

Look around—on the campus, 
in the dormitories, on the Avenue, 
in the classrooms—what is there 
everywhere? Not a bunch of cyn- 
ical, fast-living, uncaring boys and 
girls, as many expect to find in 
a nation at war, but normal, fun-
loving college students, hanging 
on to their proper prospective of 
life, in spite of topsy-turvy, tragic 
conditions forced upon them by 
dictators and treacherous nations 
tar from their mode of life. 

Silt uppermost in their daily 
lives are casual coke datees. haunt-
ing the library until curfew, danc-
ing on the Avenue, passing mid-
semesters, grabbing a "big date", 
going to meetings and church, and 
getting that "extra special" dress 
for the big dance. 

All this collegiate activity is °o-
vershadowed by the dark cloud of 
warfare, but they are keeping the 
silver lining turned out for all to 
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Dean Adams Says 
"War Not Won 
By Hysteria!" 

"Wars are not won by hysteria 
but by everyone doing his whole 
duty in the very best way," Dean 
of .  engineering 0. V. Adams told 
the engineering student body at a 
Monday morning convocation. Be- 
tween 400 and 450 students jam-
med the Engineering building to 
hear Mr. Adams speak at the spe-
cially called convention. 

Dean Adams stressed the fact 
that the student body and faculty 
must maintain stable attitude to-
ward the situation and that each 
person's duty to his country is to 
go ahead with his own job and do 
it well. "Our patriotic duty," em-
phasized Mr. Adams, "is to dis-
cipline ourselves, to avoid repeat-
ing or being influenced by rumors, 
to do our job. As students, you 
most work harder, work more ef-
ficiently and avoid wasting time." 

His text included the following 
points. "We are all under orders 
and must realize that when we are 
needed we will be notified by the 
proper authorities. Educational 
institutions. particularly Texas 
Tech, must not suffer in view of 
the war. Educational traders will 
still be necessary. Men students 
most not, in a wave of hysteria, 
rush down in groups and volunteer 
and above all everyone must main-
tain a stable, dependable course 
if we are to meet adequately the 
needs of our country. 

The dean also spoke against such 
miscellanecnis features as unneces-
sary bull-sessions to discuss 't h e 
war, constant listening to the ra-
dio, and wrangling over military 
tactics which we cannot be famil-
iar with. 

In a later interview, Dean Adams 
said that we must not repeat the 
mistake of Adolf Hitler—that of 
taking all of our youth out of uni-
versities and colleges to put into 
military life. He emphasized the 
fact that the sooner students rea-
lize that they must take life day 
by day and that the future will 
take its own course the sooner we 
can take care of the situation.

Students Attend Meet 

Fifteen members of the senior 
poultry husbandry class attended 
the Southwestern Dressed Turkey 
Show last Wednesday in Plain-
view. The class observed the judg-
ing of both live and dressed tur-
keys. The Plainview exposition is 
the largest dressed bird show In 
the United States. 

Waves of Techsans have storem-
ed army and navy recruiting cen-
ters since Monday morning, along 
with South Plains residents in a 
mass demonstration of patriotic 
eagerness. The steady, but here-
ko-bare almost-Imperceptible flow 
of students leaving college for mil-
itary and national defense jobs 
swelled to a stream with the dec-
laration of war Monday. 

• 
Deans of the college divisions 

reported an even pace of with-
drawals since the first of the 
month. The boys who knew that 
they were to be drafted and wish-
ed volunteer for some certain 
branch of the servicewere the 
first to go. Unofficially, 25 with- 
drawals by men students were 
handled yesterday, with numer-
ous others expected immediately. 

The U. S. Army recruiting sta-
tion In Lubbock reported extreme-
ly heavy recruiting progress, but 
the officer in charge could give 
no figures as to the number of col-
lege students enlisting.

The intense desire to help in 

defense of the country was first 
professed in numerous street cor-
ner and dormitory discussions, and 
later by the rush upon the Army 
air corp detail stationed on the 
campus. There were 42 applicants 
at press time, but the officer In 
charge, Captain Euchner, stated 
that he was being swamped with 
applications. 

The figures on those who have 
passed the physicalexamination 
were not available, but the per-
centage of those who passed was 
high. The detail will remain on 
the campus through today, and will 
return at the first of next week 
to continue the examinations. 

Rumors flew about the campus 
as everyone became defense-mind- 
ed. Stories came out that even 
girl's social dubs had decides; to 
sacrifice their vanity and do aw.,y 
with presentations to give the 
money to national defense. The 
amount would come close to two 
thousand dollars. 

Radio listeners astonished ma-
ny with stories of altering of 
draft ages to 17 to 51. Extra edi-
tions of the local newspaper flood-
ed the campus and made their 
appearance in campus hangouts. 
Students read the startling news 
during the newsreels in Avenue 
theaters, walked down the street 
crying, "Hi, soldier." There was 
a general note of optimism. 

ROTC members were gathered 
to discuss their chances for being 
drafted and telephone long-dis-
tance circuits were full of home-
going calls.

(4) That care be exercised in placing 
sidewalks, so that they will appear well-
planned and uniform when Tech is able 
to have extensive shrubbery and lawns. 

None of the suggestions, obviously, are 
necessary to the conducting of lectures 
and carrying on of routine business. None 
of them, alone, would be capable of inspir-
ing a high school graduate to rush forth-
with to the registration desk. 

But together, they will unite in giving 
this college three of its most basic needs—
beauty, prestige and tradition.—B.C.

Play Bingo at Kent 
KENT, OHIO—iAC19 1—That Un-

iversity students stay away from 
the movies when bingo, screeno 
and bank night are held is reveal-

ed in a survey conducted by stu-
dents of Dr. Harry D. Wolfe, as-
elate professor of marketing at 

Kent State University. 

The poll shows that instead of 
boosting attendance, these gift at-
tractions keep 35 per cent of uni-
versity students from attending 
the movies more often than they 
do. 

Opinion is almost evenly divided 
concerning double features with 
35 per cent of the students oppos-
ed to twin bills and 26 per cent 
in favor of them.

IN AN institution like Texas Tech, which

"We have more teaching posi-
tions open than we have qualified 
teachers," said Dr. Jackson. "There 
are almost no men available. 
Three factors influence this: first 
increased labor market; second, 
voluntary enlistment; and, third, 
the selective service." 

Coaches, mathematics, commer-
cial subject, music and distribu-
tive education teachers are in de-
mand. 

"This has been a most excellent 
year. One hundred and sixty-two 
teachers have been placed and we 
are still having calls," Dr. Jack-
son said.
