
Teacher Safety 
Course Offered 

"How to keep from killing 

yourself—with 3 college hours 
credit" is the theme of a new 
course in "Teaching of Safety" 
being offered in the department 
of industrial engineering, en-
gineering drawing and indust-
rial education the second se-
mester of summer school. 

Industrial education 332 aims 
to acquaint students with the 
seriousness and magnitude o f 
accidents, their causes, ways of 
prevention a n d methods o f 
teaching the general subject of 
safety in school, on the farm 
and in industry. 

"The course furthermore 
aims to familiarize public school 
teachers with sources of infor-
mation covering safety in the 
foregoing places, such as gov-
ernment publications, publica-
tions of National Safety Coun-
cil, The National Board of Fire 
Underwriters. and many oth-
ers," said 0. A. St. Clair, head 
of the department and instruc-
tor in the new safety course. 

The course is not to be con-
fused with the traffic safety 
course taught the first semest-
er, St. Clair state. as the con-
tent is confined to general saf-
ety measures in the home a n d 
in inudstry instead of on streets 
and highways. 

Prerequisite for the course is 
junior standing or consent of 
the head of the department.

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John Nance Garner, Texas' favorite son, 
will be a strong contender for the presidency 
at the next Democratic national convention. 

Texans have every reason to support with 
enthusiasm his candidacy. As an outstanding 
leader of his party, he has assisted in shaping 
the course of the present administration. His 
abilities as an organizer, lawyer, editor, eco-
nomist and statesman are well known in Texas 
politics. He would be invaluable to Texas in 
any capacity, and in the presidency, the state 
would undoubtedly secure benefits more in line 
with its needs. 

Forty-seven other states are examining the 
possibilities of Garner for president, and put-
ting up their own favorites to win benefits for 
their own states. But what of the United Sta-
tes as a unit? 

The next president will come to office fac-
ed with the problem of a nation divided into 
forty-eight separate entities by barriers to in-
terstate business and communication. The world 
will probably be in the midst of its second great 
war in a century. Domestic problems of un-
employment and distrbution of surpluses will 
Crave to be adjusted without loss of time. The 
foreign policy must be adjusted to fit world-
wide needs and it must be done quickly. Can 
Garner do it? 

The next president must possess more of the 
Rooseveltian exuberance and energy and less 
of the Coolidge qualities; he must have more 
of the Wilsonian idealism combined with the 
pugnaciousness of Theodore Roosevelt; he must 
have the sympathy of a Lincoln, the staunch-
ness of a Jefferson, the finesse of a Franklin 
and the sterness of a Seward. Does Garner 
possess these traits? 

The next president must not be merely a 
Texan or a New Yorker, but a citizen of the 
United States. State lines must not be a factor 
in determining public policy. Can Garner 
qualify? 

Before the year is out favorite sons of forty-
eight states will be weighed and judged, not 
according to his ability to bring advantages 
to his home state, but upon his ability to meet 
national needs and emergencies. 

Students Need Food, Too! 

Two types of professors at Tech cause stu-
dents considerable embarrassment and discom-
fort. One shows up to his 7 o'clock at 7:35.2; 
the other, spellbound by his own eloquence, 
holds his students several minutes past t he 
hour of adjournment. 

Both these professors belong to a semi-
robber group. The first forces students to part 
with tuition under pretense of getting value 
received; the second deprives him of his din-
ner, or robs another professor of a lawfully 
acquired and sometimes intelligent student! 

Students are reluctant to walk out of a 
professor's class for ethical and scholastic rea-
sons. However, meals are served at both dor-
mitories on time—not a minute before or af-
ter—and instructors should be reminded that 
it takes a mighty good lecture to make up for 
missing the only chance to eat between 6 a. m. 
and 6 p. m., or to make up for the displeasure 
of a professor when one enters his class ten or 
fifteen minutes past the hour 

Students who are tolerant toward the pro-
fessor who becomes so absorbed in his work 
that he forget' the time. finds a simple re-
minder enough to call his attention to the hour. 
When adjournment time rolls around, clear 
the throat, glance nervously at a watch, shuf-
fle the feet. close the notebooks and look sug-
gestively at the door. It the professor still 
doesn't catch on. just arise, and like the tradi-
tional Arab. "steal silently away" to class or 
lunch. 

Let's Go To Jail ... 
In addition to all the fine entertainment and 

luxurious accommodations being provided in-
mates of our alleged penal institutions, they 
are now being culturally "rehabilitated" by 
close association with the cream of American 
crops. 

In our federal prisons, inmates may turn to 
a study of finance under the very able tutor-
ship of a Wall Street magnate who can tell 
them a thing or two about the Stock Exchange 
business. For citizenship and government, the 
nation's biggest and most successful political 
boss is on the spot to personally coach them in 
the "more practical" art of running a dem-
ocracy. The recent acquisition of a number of 
blue-blooded society princes by federal prisons 
should steep the prisoners' souls in the charm 
and elegance of social conduct. Finally, with 
things as they are in Louisiana, especially at 
the State University, it looks as though the fi-
nal touch will be added when a "very" ex-
president puts a Ph. D. degree at prisoners' 
disposal. 

Why starve and scrape and lavish thou-
sands of dollars to become educated when a 
simple and less expensive yet just as practical, 
method is being provided in prisons through I 
the cooperation of the federal government?

from cure to prevention. Pri-
vate practitioners seek to make 
sick people well. Public practi-
tioners would seek to keep peo-
ple well." 

Bahm stated that the profit 
motive would be eliminated, 
that physicians would seek cau-
ses of sickness in the commun-
ity, and that they would become 
responsible f o r spreading di-
sease by their patients. A bet-
ter quality of service would re-
sult through specialization and 
availability, and doctors would 
be forced to take better training 
in meeting set standards rath-
er than have their success de-
pending upon ability to gain pa-
tients' confidence or upon lax 
requirements i it certain geo-
graphical areas or class groups. 

"Elimination o f duplicate 
costs, competitive coats, p 1 u s 
the practice of quantity buying 
and expert management, would 
greatly reduce present d a y 
medical service," Bahm said.

head regularly f o r charging 
through a doorway ahead o f 
her. Now its not cause we don't 
dearly love the girl that prompts 
us to do this. We are just in a 
hurry and figure that the quick-
er we get through the door, the 
quicker we reach our destina-
tion. If schools would take the 
trouble to teach a course in the 
elementary principles of good 
manners, the results would pay 
them a thousand-fold. Of course 
every child brought up in 
decent home learns good man-
ners. But they are the stereo-
typed "Scuse me" and "Thank,  
you, Ma'am" kind. What the 
boy and girl should be taught 
is the fact that the golden rule 
as applied to good manners  
works out wonderfully. 

These young people aren't 
brutes by any means. But they 
have three faults which lead to 
some rather grotesque situa-
tions as far as behavior is con-
cerned. In the first place they 
don't know how to hold a drink. 
One slug of the elixer of joy is 
a signal for them to revert to 
the primitive. Tarzan's mating 
call is a mere coo compared to 
the ordinary conversation of an 
inebriated playboy. And he us-
ually develops a pugnacious 
complex which lands him on his 
posterior •nine times out of ten. 

In the second place, they have 
no respect for the feelings o f 
other people. Tact is an un-
known word to them, and di-
plomacy doesn't matter. To take 
time out to think before they 
speak is just too much trouble. 
And last but not least, and per-
haps the most peculiar thing 
about their character, is their 
inferiority complex 'which pre-
vents them from making friends 
or influencing people.
