Tech has had a parking prob-
lem for several years, but as en-
rollment continues to mount, the 
situation becomes more acute. 
College officials are working to 
overcome the problem, but they 
are fighting against great odds. 

Recent figures indicate that 
there were 9,982 automobiles 
registered to Tech students dur-
ing the fall semester and 1,080 
more registered to faculty and 
staff personnel for a tool of 6,062 
cars. 

It has been estimated that 
there are approximately 2,058 
paved parking spaces available 
and approximately another 1,920 
spaces  on  dirt lots. 

Because many Students park on 
city streets and parking lots ad-
jacent to the campus, it is impos-
sible to estimate just how many 
Techsans own cars. 

Two Alleviating Factors 
Comparing the number of cars 

registered to the number of avail-
able spaces may cast some light 
on the dark problem of trying to 
park an automobile between the 
hours of  S  a.m. and 5 p.m. any-
where within shooting distance 
of one's destination  on  campus. 

Even taking into consideration 
the number of automobiles parked 
on campus by visitors, (which 
would seem to make the problem 
even more confused) there are at 
least two factors that help some-
what to alleviate the problem.
