The powders were sent to Tech 
by J. B. Ford company, one of the 
largest manufacturers of dairy 
soaps in the nation, who asked aid 
in determining the proper product 
to use with the hard water of this 
section. 

Without the proper cleansing and 
rinsing material, milkstone i 
formed on utensils used in handl-
ing milk, causing oxidation of milk 
fats and giving a cardboard flav-
or to the milk. 

The powders were not named, 
as they had not yet been put into 
production, pending proof of their 
value, but had been designated on- 
ly by numbers. One type of the 
samples submitted proved to be 
suitable for the hard water used, 
giving free rinsing qualities and 
preventing milkstone or deleterious 
flavors in the milk, said K. M. Ren-
ner, who supervised the tests and 
sent results to the company. 

Tests were made in the regular 
laboratory work of the dairy man-
ufactures department under prac-
tical work related to dairy routine.

Drawings To Help 
Practical Layman 

An army of insecta pestiferous 
has squared off against plants of 
the Lubbock area in an undeclared 
war, says 0. B. Howell In his re 
cent book. 

The horticulture professor in a 
157-page text, scheduled to be off 
the press by Dec. 15, states that 
nearly 300 insects Infest the West 
Texas plains. He also reveals the 
startling information thata n y 
single plant is subject to an at-
tack by 70 of these pests. 

For identification purposes and 
In facilitate control measures, the 
author has been liberal with draw-
ings and descriptive matter. 

Besides describing insect prob-
lems, the book lists over 400 plant 
diseases, 66 of which attack more 
than one plant. A dissertation is 
given on how to recognize these 
diseases. 

Control Charted 
For control measures there is 

catalogued 83 sprays, dusts. fumi-
gants and disinfectants. 

Spraying charts are included, 
showing plants, insects and dis-
eases attacking them, what spray 
to use, how much and method of 
application. A spray compatibility 
chart is included which shows what 
sprays will and will not mix. Also 
poison baits are explained for use 
in exterminating pack rats rab- 
bits. gophers, grasshoppers and 
other crop destroyers. 

In addition to it. value as a text 
Professor Howell has planned the 
book no it will be helpful to the 
layman in identifying pests and or-
ganisms attacking economic and 
ornamental plants so that control 
measures may be applied.

Mr. Bryan said that since 
Jan. 31 is the deadline for payment 
of poll taxes, he would advise stu-
dents to go to their local county 
tax collector during the Christmas 
holidays. 

For the privilege of voting in the 
presidential, gubernatorial, coun-
ty and local elections each citizen 
of the state of Texas must p ay 
$1.75. 

In the last election only 1600 
votes were cast In Lubbock. Ac-
cording to W. P. Clement, regist-
rar, approximately 35 per cent at 
the student body, which amounts 
to 1365 persons, are of voting age. 
If allowed to vote In city elections, 
Tech students could easily swing 
an election of almost any type by 
simply sticking together.

Article Written 
By W. E. Street 

"Dimensioning," a paper prepar-
ed and illustrated by W. E. Street. 
assistant professor of engineering 
drawing and industrial education, 
has been printed in the first 1939 
Issue of Journal of Engineering 
Drawing, an Easton. Pa., puhlica-
tion, according to informationr- 
ceived here yesterday. 

The paper is devoted primarily 
to the dimensioning and analysing 
of working drawings. 

-The thing," the paper begins. 
"that concerns the writer most In 
teaching students the theory of di-
mensioning is how to get them to 
dimension the drawing systema-
tically and in an orderly manner." 
A method of breaking an object 
into type solids giving the neces- 
sary dimensions was first given in 
"Essentials of Drafting," by Carl I. 
Svenson in 1918. 

Take The Prism 
This method was "There is the 

prism which has length. a n d 
height; the cylinder which has di-
ameter and length: the cone which 
has diameter of base and height 
or altitude." Most students have 
difficulty in analyzing and break-
ing the object up into it's com-
ponent parts when they are di-
mensioning a drawing. "Therefore" 
the article continued, "if engi- 
ners can be taught to analyze and 
dimension the drawing of an ob-
ject accordingly, they will not have 
so much trouble knowing when the 
drawing has sufficient dimensions 

to make the part." 
A number of drawings were pre-

pared setting forth the procedure 
used to explain size and location di- 
mensioning. These drawings cover- 
ed an entire page in the Journal. 
The purpose of the article, Pro-
fessor Street said, is to teach the 
engineer so that he may dimension 
things to he made readily in the 
shop.

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Local Boys Cry . 
Texas A&M decided to play football in 

Louisiana's Sugar Bowl on New Year's 
Day, whereupon provincial-minded West Tex-
ans fell to shedding crocodile tears at the pros-
pect of losing Texas dollars to Louisiana. If 
only A&M had chosen the Cotton Bowl, the 
"swag" could have been kept in Texas—where 
all money belongs! 

Such is the philosophy of some West Texas 

citizens who resent the existence of 47 other 
states. Localism, like communism, is a deadly 
foe o fthe American system of government. 
It has been the primary cause of the erection 
of trade barriers between states which impedes 
interstate commerce and perpetuates state ri-
valry. It has been responsible for sectional jeal-
ousies which started a war not yet finished—
North against South; .East against West; one 
state against all. One state taxes heavily a 
corporation from another state, and its edu-
cational instittuions impose heavy fines upon 
students from foreign states. Each believes that 
people from other states are barbarians, un-
cultured social scum whose intent is to under-
mine the great state. Therefore, every con-
stitutional means is imposed to protect the 
"good peepul" from the vandals. 

Texas' own governor wants to bring all 
industry to Texas, thus making the state self-
sufficient and so in a position to "sever diplo-
matic relations" with 47 other similar nations. 
Texas, as every state, wants its own currency. 
Small-town merchants and small-time poli-
ticians have for years made business and po-
litical medicine by urging a boycott of chain 
stores, mail order houses—everything and ev-
erybody who did not have the good fortune 
to live within the corporate limits. 

There is no Texas dollar. A free exchange 
of goods and currency between all states, un-
hindered by stupid local prejudices and equally 
stupid interstate barriers. is the only way to 
national prosperity. Louisiana will probably re-
ceive the Texas team at the "border" with a 
battery of inspectors who will search the play-
ers for contraband goods, check their papers 
and stamp their passports after thorough ex-
amination. For are not all Texans barbarians? 
Returning to Texas, the team will be fumigated 
at the "border" to free it from Louisiana lice 
and un-American influences. Even the $70,-
000 will be suspiciously fingered to test its 
validity an dto ascertain if any of it has ever 
been spent for liquor! 

Until community leaders cease their nar-
row-minded clamorings for local dominance 
and realize that the nation is composed of 47 
other subdivisions whose welfare is essential 
to each, there can be nothing done to weld 
them together in a progressive national body, 
and he who publically espouses the cause of 
"localism" is as thoroughly un-American as 
any "ism" from abroad which aims at the 
overthrow of the national government. 

Forget W P A A. . . 

D ., t go out of this institution under the 
impression that the government is go-

Ins to support you." 
Mark McGee, member of the board. speak-

ing at the annual Aggie Club banquet. placed 
a restraining finger upon a current attitude of 
college students. The alphabetical agencies of 
the government are not career jobs—only a 
means employed by the government whereby 
the needy may catapult into legitimate busi-
ness. Too many college graduates are relying 
upon governmental jobs because in the past 
few years those positions have become attrac-
tive by good wages and little work with fewer 
hours. 

The government owes the college graduate 
no job. When it made possible the elementary, 
high school and college education it fulfilled its 
every obligation as far as securing a place in 
the business world is concerned. The aim of 
this democratic nation is to afford an oppor-
tunity to every person to reach a position in 
line with his natural abilities. It should not be 
expected to nurse a college student through 
fifteen years of free education for constructive 
work, then put him on a WPA project as a 
reward for his years of study. 

If the aged and needy are to be pensioned, 
if free education is to be continued and if the 
government is to retain alphabetical agencies, 
it should require little thinking for college 
students to figure out who is going to produce 
the wealth necessary to such a program. The 
college graduate must produce that wealth by 
industry, intelligence and hard work. A swivel-
chair and a company car and an expense ac-
count is merely an appendage to a wealth-
producing society. The farmer, laborer and 
technical workers must continue to create. 

Graduates leaving this or any college should 
not envision a life of ease, lolling in high-
salaried positions with winters in Miami and 
a coupon-clipping bureau built-in to the home. 
Social security is here to stay, and it cannot 
be financed with our accumulated wealth. Not 
only must the young man keep up the produc-
tion. but it must be increased to meet the 
social security program. 

Back To Stay .. . 

Maury Maverick, San Antonio mayor, not 
only was acquitted of poll tax con-

spiracy last week, but received a popular vote 
of confidence which backfired upon his poli-
tical enemies who concoted the prosecution in 
order to bury "for keeps" the Texas "maver-
ick" who consistently out-progresses the pro-
gressives. 

Crowded out of his position as Congress-
man, Maverick immediately began the hard 
way by running for mayor. No sooner had he 
taken his seat than he shook-up the police and 
fire departments which had an unsavory repu-
tation over the state. Next. he outraged Texas 
and the nation by granting the Communists 
permission to hold a meeting in the city„audi-
torium—a meeting broken up by a mob ob-
viously inspired by patriotic organizations. The 

We Bomb Civilians .. . 

This editorial concerns the hoodlum ele- 
ment in the men's dormitories—respec-

table students need read no further. 

Pre-adolescents unfortunately located in the 
two men's dormitories have reverted to the 
antics of their European prototypes by setting 
off high explosives in and around the college 
for the past two weeks. At nights the dorm 
halls are continually reverberating with burst-
ing firecrackers, defacing the building, making 
rest and study impossible and actually threat-
ening life and limb. 

Sunday Mrs. Clifford B. Jones became the 
victim of a torpedo which narrowly missed 
her head, exploding near her car window. Sev-
eral students have sustained painful injuries 
caused from bursting firecrackers underfoot 
and overhead. 

In spite of vigorous protests to these stu-
dents their "war games" continue unabated. 
No amount of reasoning or moral persuasion 
seems to hinder them in their determination 
to have this good clean type of fun at the 
cost of others' health and convenience. 

College officials should take measures to 
stop this "bombing" at once. Two or three "ex-
amples" should he made. If the college does 
not see fit to protect its property and the wel-
fare of its students, the students themselves 
should take matters into their own hands and 
fix it so that each offender's face will resemble 
a mass of hamburger meat—all this that just-
tice may prevail. 

Decent Engraving Needed 

E ngraving for Tech s college publications 
is at present in a deplorable condition. 

During the remainder of the year the news-
paper will appear without adequate but nec-
essary pictures due to unsatisfactory arrange-
ments with professional engravers. 

THE TOREADOR has $230 for the year's 
engraving, half of which has already been 
spent. Prices of "cuts" have been far too high 
and service from professional engraving com-
panies much too poor to justify prices. 

Last year the paper spent $208 for engrav-
ing, $90 the year before and $95 during the 
term of Jim Lindsay. This amount of money 
alone would go far in making possible installa-
tion of an engraving plant here on the campus. 

Such a project could be procured for $500. 
and its capacity for production would more 
than take care of the newspaper's demands. 
It would also eliminate such expense as cuts 
failed to be delivered by "deadline," improper 
preparation and wrong sizes. For $1000 a plant 
could be installed capable of taking. care of 
the newspaper, publicity department and Tech 
press engravings in preparation of bulletins 
mats and student and professional publications. 

In addition to the saving involved a forward 
step would be made in supplying a laboratory 
course in photo-engraving. A new course, ra-
pidly becoming vital to the newspaper field, 
would be added to the journalism curriculum. 
This laboratory would provide employment for 
a full-time technician, and give every student 
in journalism first-hand information in the la-
test journalistic trend—pictures. 

Tech's publications committee should inves-
tigate the possibilities of such an installation 
without further delay. Terms may be arranged 
for liquidation of the debt incurred, and indi-
cations are that some three or four hundred 
dollars could be applied each year in payment 
without increasing the burdens of any campus 
publication. 

This step forward would enchance the val-
ue of Tech's journalism department, increase 
the quantity and quality of engraving, provide 
additional student employment, provide an im-
portant laboratory for students entering the 
newspaper field and increase the technical 
prestige of the college generally.
