To Recognize Paper On Committee 

44THE Publications Committee shall be 
composed of faculty members ap-

pointed by the President of the College and 
an equal number of students, the student 
members to be appointed by the Presi-
dent of the Student Association, and sub-
ject to change at any time. The President 
of the College shall be ex-officio a member 
of this committe but shall have a vote on-
ly in case of a tie. The President of the 
Student Association shall also be ex-officio 
a member of the committee but shall not be 
entitled to a vote." 

The above sentences are found under 
Article 6, Section 1 of the Student Consti-
tution adopted last spring by the student 
body. In accordance with this clause, 
Claude Thompson and President Bradford 
Knapp named members of the important 
committee this week. But an inspection of 
the list finds THE TOREADOR NOT repre-
sented by a faculty member. La Ventana, 
college yearbook, has its representative; 
yet the faculty member placed in charge of 
the student newspaper has noting to say 
when problems of the publicatidns are pre-
sented at the committee meetings. Isn't 
THE TOREADOR a publication? Judges in a 
national contest for college newspapers 
placed it among the ten best in the nation.

TURNING to page 67 of the Student 
Handbook,•we read under (c) of Sec-

tion 1, Article 6 of the Constitution "The 
Committee shall have the power to re-
move any publications officer from office 
for the publication of libelous or illegal 
matter, or other matter damaging to the 
reputation of the college or of an individ-
ual; for the neglect of duty; or for any 
other gross abuse of the functions of his 
office.' 

THE TOREADOR does not intend to com-
mit any of the violations of this clause. 
On the other hand, students and faculty 
members fail to agree alike on many cam-
pus issues. Naturally, THE TOREADOR, -be-
ing the student organ, must present the 
viewpoint of its constituents. Should 
there be a matter of difference coming be-
fore the committee, who, among the fac-
ulty, being well acquainted with the me-
chanical as well as editorial needs of a 
newspaper would represent THE TOREADOR? 

Looking at the committee nemed by Dr. 
Knapp, we find no individual schooled min-
utely in the operation of a newspaper. 
There's no one among the faculty repre-
sentatives that know whether a matrix 
detent shoe belongs on a linotype or a 
cylinder press.

THE lead paragraph of a story appearing 
in the September 19 issue of the Daily 

Texan reads: "Modernism will be the motif 
of two new dormitories being built at a 
cost of nearly a quarter of a million dol-
lars apiece, to be opened in February. The 
style of decoration will be modern in con-
trast to the early American and English 
themes of the dormitories opened for the 
first time this semester. -  

Perhaps if students and alumni of Tech 
should read such a story in THE TOREADOR, 
a question mark would be found in their 
minds. Perhaps, too, if the state legisla-
ture should appropriate such a fund fm 
construction of buildings on the campus. 
the student newspaper would wire to Aus-
tin for verification of the facts. Our legis-
lators do not realize our urgent need for 
more housing room or else they would ap-
propriate sums for this purpose or arrange 
a method whereby we could get a slice of 
the millions of dollars collected from 
West Texas oil lands by Texas U.

XT a meeting of the City Board of Devel- 
opment and Chamber of Commerce of-

ficials before school started, the fiery midg-
et secretary of the local chamber suggest-
ed that we sell the idea that Tech needs 
buildings instead of criticising the legisla-
ture for not giving us money. We present 
the following data, and shall look forward 
with longing eyes for two dormitories to 
be constructed at the college. 

College authorities sent out emergency 
calls for rooms in the residential section 
of the city during the registration period 
----and even before. Nearly three hundred 
names are found on the waiting lists for 
rooms in the dormitories. One hundred 
and forty-nine have asked Mrs. Bennie 
Buford. matron, to notify them when va-
cancies occur at the boys' dormitory. Mrs. 
Elizabeth Young, social director, states that 
126 girls are waiting for rooms in the co-
eds' campus residence. 

This week registration figures released 
by the registrar at Texas university show 
that the enrollment is nearly 500 less this 
year than at the same time last fall. Pres-
ident Bradford Knapp announces that al-
ready nearly as many as registered during 
the entire session last year have enrolled 
this month for the opening semester. With 
close to '2.700 entering Tech this month, 
an increase of 230 is noted over the initial 
scholastic period a year ago.
