LYNDON JOHNSON 
Promises Support 

Lyndon Johnson 
Rally Is Held 

Cooperation Vowed 
In Senate Race 

SOMETHING of a small poi- 

itical hurricane struck Lub-
bock Wednesday night when 
Congressman Lyndon Johnson 
of the Tenth Texas district and 
his public relations battery set-
up a 12-hour camp in his cam-
paign for United States sena-
tor to fill the post vacated by 
recent death of Morris Shep-
pard. 

The 32-year oid Austin con-
gressman, currently serving 
his third term in Washington, 
spoke for 30 minutes to a 
crowd 1,000 persons ii um 
a bunting-draped platform. His 
speech was broadcast over K-
FYO and carried to the crowd 
over a specially - equipped 
sound-truck. 

Johnson's speech centered 
about his endorsement of Pres-
ident Roosevelt's program and 
a heated denial of political 
charges which accused him of 
voting against parity for far-
mers. The congressman attrib-
uted the charges to mis-leading 
perusal of the congressional 
records. 

"My oponents have called 
me a 'yes man', " Johnson said. 
"They still call me that because 
I have voted for many of the 
President's proposals. 

"I can do more at the con-
ference table than I can in 
calling the President 'an in-
competent person surrounded 
by a bunch of pussy-footers.'" 

The Austin representative 
further deplored rifts in nat-
ional defense coordination be-
tween capital—government —
labor, and reiterated his open-
ing campaign promise: 

His statement that he regis-
tered for the draft Oct. 16 al-
though he was exempt under 
two distinct clauses brought a 
solid round of applause from 
the persons gathered in the

American problems will be 
brought to the fore next week 
on Tech campus when the In-
stitute of American Affairs op-
ens. Beginning Sunday night 
with an address the meeting 
will last through Wednesday. 

Students a n d townspeople 
will be given an opportunity 
to hear addresses and round 
table discussions concerning 
the American situation in the 
present world crisis and inter-
esting subjects concerning 
American and International af-
fairs. 

Highlight of the meeting will 
be the discussions held by C. 
Dale Fuller, who conducts a 
weekly radio program in Den-
ver "Journey Behind the 
News". Mr. Fuller is a staff 
member of the Foundation for 
the Advancement of Social 
Sciences in the Department of 
International Relations at the 
University of Denver. 

Primary object of the Den-
ver speaker's radio program 
upon world problems is to give 
background so that listeners 
may become their own news 
interpreters. For many years 
he has assisted in the adult 
community education program 
in the Denver Foundation 
which has aroused wide-spread 
interest in the Rocky Mountain 
region and is director of the 
Colorado State High School 
International Relations club 
and co-sponsor of the Univer-
sity of Denver International 
Relations club. 

Fuller will conduct such 
subjects of discussion as 
"American Arena of Conflict-
ing Propaganda," "The Amer-
ican School in the Present Cri-
sis," and "The New World Or-
der—American Version," and 
is to deliver an address. "The 
Future of World Society" at 
the final meeting of the Insti-
tute Wednesday - - 

The Rocky Mountain inter-
national affairs speaker made 
his first appearance on Tech 
campus during the Internation-
al Relations Conference i n 
March. 

Dr. Victor E. Kleven, Uni-
versity of New Mexico, world 
affairs authority, will also ap-
pear on the program speaking 
on "Canadian-American Solid-
arity." Dr. Kleven, who is Ca-
nadian born, has served in the 
Canadian army. The New Mex-
ico professor will speak Mon-
day night. 

Highlight of Tuesday's pro-
gram is an address by D. B. 
Harman, of the Texas State 
Department of Health, whose 
subject will be "The Health of 
Texas Children and National 
Defense." 

Opening the Monday morn-
ing program, Dr. D. D. Jack-
son, Tech government profes-
sor, will carry on a panel dis-
cussion upon "The Educator 
in A Defense Emergency." His-
tory professor Earnest Wallace 
of Tech, will discuss "Latin 
America and the United 
States" Tuesday morning. 

According to H. C. Pender, 
who is in charge of the program 
many of the discussions will 
be of interest to public school 
instructors who are emphasiz-

ing American democracy and 

problems.

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I had met Lyndon Johnson 
previously, during a Christmas 
reception for the press in Aus-
tin. Wednesday night was the 
middle of an unusually-heated 
special election campaign for 
him, but the 32-year-old Con-
gressman was his ordinary 
self, unruffled, pleasant. Still, 
much of the credit for Wednes-
day night's effeciently-conduc-
ted rally goes to Ex-Techsan 
Lloyd Croslin, Johnson's West 
Texas campaign manager, who 
recently was elected president 
of the Texas Tech Alumni and 
Ex-Students association. 

Of Johnson's 15 or 20 plat-
form planks, his opening speech 
statement in San Marcos per-
haps ment more to the college 
student than promises of farm 
parity or state control of the 
oil industry: 

"The day Lyndon Johnson 
votes to send your sons to war, 
he will leave his seat in the 
Senate and go with them." And 
on the same platform, Johnson 
embraces all-out support for 
the president, greater national 
defense and full aid to Britain. 

• 
Nothing short of the actual 

polling June 28 can ascertain 
whether Johnson's "coopera-
tion" platform is better than 
Gerald C. Mann's generous ges-
ture of refusing his state salary 
as attorney-general while cam-
paigning, or than Gov. O'Dan-
iel's practice of leaving his po-
litical fate in the laps of Texas 
voters alone, or of Martin Dies' 
relentless pursuit of fifth col-
umn and espionage units oper-
ating within America. 

In these days of national cri-
sis, Texas undoubtedly needs 
another United States senator 
with the courage and ability to 
perform a composite of all 
those campaign promises. But, 
whether that man will be the 
governor, with his give-the-
government - back-to-the-peo-
ple program, or Texas' person-
able attorney-general, or Dies, 
or Johnson, or even Cyclone 
Davis and his flowing white 
beard, remains to be seen. 

Speaking strictly from a per-
sonal viewpoint, I feel that 
Congressman Martin Dies made 
the most lasting impression up-
on me. The spy-sleuth from 
Orange was conducting an un-
American investigation in an 
Austin hotel last summer. Fac-
ed with the task of interview-
ing him before a noon-day 
deadline, I began elbowing my 
way through a mass of palm 
beach suits and big, black ci- 
gars until sudden contact with

$250,000 Ag Building 
Seems Assured From 
Solons Favorable Act 

ALTHOUGH no definite fig- 

ures have yet been received 
by college authorities for pub-
ication, the hope of Texas 

Tech's getting increased appro-
priations received an additional 
boost yesterday when the Tex-
as House of Representatives 
voted favorably to adopt a by-
product bill of a free confer-
ence committee. 

Informed sources expressed 
belief that funds for construc-
tion of an Agriculture building 
costing $250,000 for research 
work, and for library equip-
ment were comparatively se-
cure. 

There yet remains action on 
the free conference committee 
report to be taken by the Texas 
Senate before sending the bill 
across the Capitol hall for Gov. 
W. Lee O'Daniel's signature. 

Late Thursday no official ac-
tion had been taken by the up-
per house of the legislature. 

According to Assoc iated 
Press releases from Austin 
Monday, the free conference 
committee submitted to the two 
houses for rejection or approv-
al, a compromised bill calling 
for $100,000 increase in the 
Texas Technological college al-
location for the ensuing bien-
nium. The figure= unnomprs-
sed a total of $1,774,892. Prev-
iously, the Senate had approv-
ed an appropriation of $1,630,-
417. Of the total, $1,002,446 
was set up for the first year, 
while $772,496 was appropri-
ated the second year.

One of the rights of labor upheld by statutes and Supren 

Court decisions is the right to strike. Collective bargaining is 
a-  principle which prevents our economic system from working 
against the rights of labor. 

Out at Ingleside, California, a group of laborers took ad-
vantage of this right. Cold steel bayonets on the ends of rifles 
backed by armored cars and machine guns moved into the plant 
of the North American Aviation corporation. Military arrests 
were made and now army officials have taken over. 

Over and above the right of the individual the government 
has placed tht importance of national safety. Before taking 
over the operation of this airplane factory, the government 
first satisfied itself that these men had no logical or fair grounds 
for cessation of work. 

During the palmy days before the crisis, a man might think 
of himself alone. Of necessity at this time we must defer ideas 
of personal gain until we have weathered the war storm. The 
question is not how can we profit but rather, "How, in this time 
when loss is unavoidable, can we reduce the loss to a minimum?" 

These laborers were supposed to be producing airplanes, 
machines which at this time are almost as necessary as bread. 
They refused to work. They refused to let anybody else work. 
Stubbornly they set themselves in the path of the defense move-
ment. 

Now they may still refuse to work, but by this they can no 
longer stop the work. Men who are on call for 24 hours each day 
and who are paid the staggering sum of $21 each month will do 
do the work if necessary. 

Under the constitution of the United States, rights and priv-
ileges are granted to individual citizens. Statutes, precedent and 
circumstances limit and define these. 

This action by federal troops should stand as an object les-
son to all those in the fields of labor and capital who seek to 
profit by the urgent need of the nation. 

A national emergency exists, and if selfish interests need 
to have this interpreted to them with military force, it is high 
time that force should be used.—Louie Johnston

These people will see to it 
that the farmer has available 
the necessary poison and 
equipment for applying it to 
his crop. County agents will 
be called upon for dusting and 
spraying demonstrations. 
Theirs will also be the task of 
providing practical informa-
tion by which the farmer will 
be able to recognize infestation 
in time to treat it. 

Ragsdale pledged the coop-
eration of organizations affili-
ated with the Dirt Farmers 
Congress to this campaign.

The star of Labor has shown brightly during the past eight 

years: By official utterance, by federal statute, by judicial in-
terpretation, the cause of Labor has been consistently favored. 
President Roosevelt's administration has been an acknowledged 
champion of Labor. 

Gradually, with official blessing, the two big unions of the 
country have unionized one shop after another, one industry 
after another. Their power has increased each year, and now 
it has grown to an excess that enables union labor to defy the   
wishes of the majority of the people and the requests of the 
President. 

There is a reckless selfishness in the attitude of labor which 
subjugates national defense to its own individual interest. And 
in the action of strikers on the West Coast there is a definite slap 
in the face of President Roosevelt, Labor's greatest benefactor. 
Surely, Labor has bitten the hand that fed it. 

And more—Labor today is endangering its future consid-
eration at the hands of Congress and the public in general. Men 
who seek to cash in on the present emergency, under the protec-
tion of a Union symbol, are shortsighted. 

One day this emergency will be a memory, and wages—
now near the peak of 1929—will come down of necessity, if in-
dustry is to survive independently, if democracy prevails. La-
bor will not be at a premium and unemployment will increase 
when the productive demands of this emergency pass. 

If Labor has a case to put before the public then, its de-
mands will suffer from the bitter impressions that its present 
selfish attitude instills in the public conscience. And woe unto 
the Labor fikes and rackeeteers! Ahead of them lies a day of 
reckoning when they will be truly branded and dealt with ac-
cordingly. 

Now is the time, if the onrush of Labor toward dictatorial 
power is to be stopped, for the President to cast aside political 
consideration and slap down the treacherous elements of union 
labor. He alone has the power. Undoubtedly he has the wis-
dom to use it judiciously, to avoid trampling human right. His 
courage cannot be questioned here.

It's Just A Lot Of Bull 
About The Bovine Traits

They keep a cow in the New 

York zoo—not for her enter-

tainment, but for the education 

of those who come to look, ev-

en, perhaps as an example for 

the other animals. People just 
don't understand cows anyway. 

For instance, female cattle 
are often called "Bossy". Any-
one familiar with the farmyard 
knows that the cow's husband 
is far more bossy than she is. 

Both male and female cat-
tle are known as mammals. 
This term is applied to them 
because they are possessed of 
mammary glands. Those of 
the bull are negligible, but his  

better half has made a career 
out of hers. 

Cows do not give milk. With 

skill, persistance and persuas-
ion a man may take milk from 
one of them. In spite of the 
propaganda issued by dairy 
companies, the primary and 
most common use of milk is 
as food for calves. 

Inside information reveals 
that the cow has four stomachs. 
This is not for convenience in 
decentralizing indigestion, but 
works instead on the economic) 
principles of the distribution of 
labor. When informed of a 
shortage in the interior the 
cow goes mowing. She packs 
vegetation into a sort of re 
serve hopper until she dr,  

gustingly lop-sided and retires 

to a quiet spot to shift ballast. 

Her feet are cloven. This 

would give her a divided un-

derstanding if she had one. 
Though cows are decidedly bo-
vine in temperament, they have 
laudable attribute of personal-
ity. A cow never cowers, nor 
can she ever be called cowed. 

Without discrimination, the 
young cattle are called calves. 
They differ chiefly from their 
parents in size and tone of 
voice. They are decidedly ten-
ors and not often very decided 
about anything else.

Thesis Writing Is An Art 
Of Diverse Complexities

Those people abounding on 
the campus who contemplate 
working on a thesis are really 
getting set for an unending de-
luge of late nights, troubled 
sleep, haunted week-ends, pro-
fuse sweat, wretched wails, ex-
asperated tears, and a legion 
of divers ills. This from Dr. Al-
bert Barnett who is one of the 

' professors chosen by thesis 
students to guide them through 
such things as indecision and 
double toil and trouble. 

"So you expect a little diffi-
culty to arise," said the report-
er. 

Dr. Barnett was sure of it. 
By past experience he was con-
vinced that both men and wo-
men students would suffer 
pangs of data-gathering and 
agony of data-compilation. 

According to Barnett there 
are three types of writers who

It was 
torture for her mind to even 
expect herself to put down 
facts clearly and chronological-
ly. 

And everywhere she turned 
there were facts, facts, facts. 
So she labored. Consulted her 
committee. Then worked more. 

Barnett expressed sympathy 
and understanding for the two 
above. He worked with them 
patiently, earnestly. Soon he 
noticed improvements. Finally 
they turned out commendable 
theses. 

That settled, the reporter 
settled back and waited.

minutes toted he had heard 
several thing about thesis work. 

He found that an effort was 
made not to duplicate work 
done by students of other col-
leges, that Tech's students had 
turned out theses comparable
