Wing May Be Cut 
From Building Plan

CONSTRUCTION work will 
s t a r t immediately upon 

Texas Tech 's $292 , 646 Agricul- 
tural building, according to W. 
T. Gaston college business 
manager. 

General contract for con - 
struction of the building was 
let to Inkle & Sikes , local con- 
tractors. The contract also car- 
ries an option which will eliminate 
the dairy manufacturing wing 
from the building if it Is seen it 
cannot be financed. The general 
contract amounted to $230,670. 

Architecture of the building will 
be in keeping with that of other 
buildings on the campus. The 
building will provide for offices 
for the five departments of in- 
struction, and also divisional attic- 
es. There will be 48,000 square feet 
of floor space taken up by 19 lab- 
oratories, s seminar rooms and 
15 classrooms. 

The building will be located be- 
tween the judging pavilion and the 
Administration building and will 
face east.

String Strength 
Is Ascertained 
By Physics Prof 
DID YOU EVER think about 

the strength of a piece of 
string and wonder if it would 
stand up under strain? To find 
its strength just see Dr. C. C. 
Schmidt of the physics depart-
ment. 

Four or five years ago Dr. 
Schmidt began working with dif-
ferent pieces of yarn and through 
experimentation has developed an 
instrument that will record every 
variation in the entire length. 
The technical name of the string 
measurer is "a machine for the 
application of photo-electric cells 
in the measurements in the varia-
tion of yarn." 

• 
The yarn is placed on a revolv-

ing drum and passed in front of 
a photo-electric cell. The varia-
tions are picked up by the cell, 
stepped up through an amplifier 
and then recorded on photograph-
ic paper. 

According to Dr. Schmidt, the 
advantages of the measurer would 
be that yarn and thread can be 
measured and tested before it is 
woven. The process is relatively 
simple and the strength of the 
thread can easily and quickly be 
tested. 

Dr. Schmidt developed the ma-
chine with equipment of the phy-
sics department. The string meas-
ured has attracted much atten-
tion by various people interested 
in textiles. On Sept. 22, Dr. 
Schmidt received a letter from S. 
H. Sherman, United States Rub-
ber company tire cord division, 
with general offices at Hogans-
ville, Ga. Sherman had heard 
about the machine and wished to 
have more details about its op-
eration. Sherman stated that his 
company needs such a machine 
and wished to know something of 
costs and method of construction. 

With the letter were three sam-
ples of tire cord which Sherman 
wished to be tested. 

Although the instrument is not 
patented, there is little danger of 
Its being stolen, for it is still in 
the process of development. Dr. 
Schmidt is now working on a 
method of recording the  varia-
tions with ink instead of on the 
more expensive photographic pap-
er.
