British-born, Little Jack Little 
hit upon his euphonious stage name 
early in his trouping career, and 
his entire musical organization is 
woven around its leader's ability 
as a pianist and "whispering bari- 
tone." The whispering quality of 
his voice is attributed by press 
agents to his straining his vocal 
cords in a yell of victory after hie 
alma mater, the University of Io- 
wa, had scored a touchdown after 
a sensational run in a Thanksgiv- 
ing Day football game. Little was 
unable to use his voice for months. 
but his entertaining went on.

Experts Explain Working 
Of Business Machines 

Now On Display 
Many modern complicated ma-

chines, invented or developed for 
some specific need in the business 
world, are on display at Tech's first 
annual Business Conference and 
Business Machine Show in the  
lounge of Horn hall today. These-
machines will be exhibited from 
8:30 to 10 o'clock this morning and 
from 1 until 6 o'clock this after-
noon. 

Twenty-six exhibits from eight lo-
cal and national business equipment 
companies are being displayed. Op-
erators have been obtained to ex-
plain the functioning, practical use 
and operation of six of the more 
complicated and newer machines. 
An expert adding machine operator 
demonstrates the speed and accur-
acy of the improved adding ma-
chine which is capable of adding 
125 three-digit figures a minute and 
62 1-2 three-column figures a sec-
ond. Above that the total is carried 
at all times without extra manipul-
ation of the keys. 

Show Billing Machine 
Probably the newest and most in-

teresting machine on display is the 
Fan Fold Billing machine. Possess-
ed of an almost human intelligence, 
this machine has the keyboard of a 
typewriter and an adding machine 
combined. Its purpose is to make 
out, cut, fold and eject billing in-
voices with lightning-like speed. 
The machine was featured at last 
year's New York Business Show 
and one hour program over the 
National Broadcasting Company 
network. 

Students in business administra-
tion department will be interested 
more in the new electric typewriter. 
To operate this intricate machine, 
one must only touch the keys. The 
carriage is automatically returned 
at the end of a line; the capital 
carriage is raised by pressing a but-
ton, The improved machine em-
phasizes speed and accuracy.

Following unanimous a c o e p t-
ance of the revised student consti-
tution Wednesday ,  morning at 10 
o'clock in the gymnasium James 
Huffman, senior agriculture stu-
dent from Grapevine, was nomina-
ted for the student president post 
for next year. Other candidates 
for this honor position were Elmer 
Tarbox, junior arts and science 
student from Higgins and Clytus 
Parris, Wilson, junior engineer. 
Tarbox withdrew from the race 

Thursday on the grounds that he 
would be too busy with extra cur-
ricula activities next year to hold 
the position in ease he weee elec-
ted.

Day Is Ineligible 
The registrar and respective 

deans of Day and Parks declared 
them ineligible on the grounds of 
having an insufficient number of 
hours. Day will have only 57 of 
the required 90 hours to make him 
eligible by the end of this semes-
ter. Parks, who must have 80 hours 
in order to be eligible for the po-
sition of head yell leader, will 
have only 50 at the end of the 
present semester. He may run if 
he presents to the student council 
a signed statement saying he will 
attend both semesters of summer 
school, thereby attaining the re-
quired 10 hours.

Tarbox presented the following

Dairy Course 

Health Officers Gather In 
May To Learn Milk 
Sanitation Methods 

For the purpose of familiarizing 
city, county and state health offi-
cers with the latest information 
on the sanitary handling of milk, 
Tech's section of Texas Milk San-
itarian's short course will be held 
on the campus May 9.to 11. 

The course will be given In co-
operation with the Texas Public 
Milk association's committee on 
milk and the State Department of 
Health. 

Three positions are open to those 
who wish to become registered 
milk sanitarian: milk inspector 
assistant, milk inspector associate 
and milk inspector. According to 
K. M. Renner, head professor of 
dairy manufacturing, who has 
charge of the short course, exper-
ience and education requirements 
are significant parts of the exam-
ination. 

Prominent men on the program 
are W. E. Roberst, state milk san-
itarian; F. D. Brock, chief of bu-
reau of foods and drugs or - The 
state health department; F. A. 
Clark, associate milk specialist of 
the United States public health 
service; Jack Wyatt, head of Am-
arillo city health department; and 
Ted Ratliff, city milk inspector of 
Amarillo. 

Tech faculty members on the 
program are Renner; W. L. Stan- 
gel, head professor of animal hus- 
bandry; M. G. Pederson, assistant 
professor of dairy manufacturing; 
L. G. Harmon, instructor in dairy 
manufacturing; F. G. Harbaugh, 
associate professor of animal hue 
bandry; and G. W. Parkhill, as-
sistant professor of civil engineer-
ing.

Qualls Attends Meeting

peared before the special commit-
tee on standards, of which be is a 
member. 

Three bones found pierced with 
arrowheads, a rare banner stone 
Indian implement, and Indian 
stoneware are being unpacked at 
the West Texas museum this week 
in a collection loaned by John 
Rankles of Littlefield. 

A tripod mortar of volcanic rock, 
with pestle is an example of the 
rock culture of Mississippi river 
Indians. who often specialized in 
stone ware rather than pottery, 
which was used extensively by 

western Indians, according to mu-
seum assistants. The museum 
piece is of basalt porphory. 

Uncertainty Expremed 
Use of the banner stone is a 

question to the museum force. Al-
though many historians express 
uncertainty as to its purpose, Run-
kles expresses a belief that it was 
possibly a sign of rank or decora-
tion work by chiettans. 

A collection of stuffed mountain 
animals is also included In the 
group. Opossum, deer, squirrel, 
snakes, and hawks are being 
made ready for catalouging. In-
dian paint pots, fragments of In-
dian pipes, and samples of natural 
mineral crystals are other items 
of the collection.

This is not a matter to be. taken lightly 
but it should have conscientious and clear 
thinking before the votes are cast.
