Christian Science Monitor 

Comments On Article 
By Tech Professor 

A STATEMENT made by Dr. E. 
F. George, head professor of 

physics, in a paper read during the 
recent meeting of the American 
Association for the Advancement 
of Science at Alburquerque, N. M., 
was quoted in the May 3 edition of 
the Christian Science Monitor. 

In the paper, delivered before 
the physical sciences section of the 
association, Dr. George stated that 
"meteorologists have found that 
the stratosphere is not a region of 
perpetual calm", but rather "of 
ever changing stralfication, high 
winds, and turbulence, probably 
the determining influence upon 
weather in the lower air". 

"Recent experiments," he said, 
"have disproved the  previous 
theory of the stratosphere as an 
overweather lane for air traffic."
