Climaxing Intense years of war, 
politics and adventure, C. P. ROdo-
canachl has produced this very 
readable account of a modern Uly-
sses. It is the story of a Greek 
youth born on one of the poverty-
stricken Aegean islands. 

Tiring of his environment, young 
Ulysses. with mediocre education 
and native shrewdness, sets out to 
wrest his fortune from strife-rid-
den eastern Europe. His road 
leads to Athens where he becomes 
a boot-black. Prohibited from suc-
cessfully practicing this trade by 
the peculiar social caste of Greece. 
he joins a fishing schooner where 
he finds himself unfilled for life 
aboard ship. 

Deserting at an Egyptian port, 
Ulysses allies himself with a fel-
low Greek. Then, taking advan-
tage of the unsettled condition of 
the country he becomes a power 
In the Sudan at the time of the 
massacre of general "Chinese" 
Gordon. When the British gain 
control he loses his hard-won prof-
its. 

Journeying to the land of prom-
ise—America, he finds the ideal 
business condition for his shrewd 
business ability. He gets employ-
ment with an American arms 
firm and gradually rises until he 
is internationally powerful. 

"Forever Ulysses" is obviously a 
parallel on the life of Sir Basil 
Zaharoff, arms peddler extraordin-
ary in the Europe of 40 years ago. 
The character of Ulyesss typifies 
the modern Greek through Rode-
canachi's eyes. To Americans he 
is too underhanded to be admired 
Putting aside the Greek propa-
ganda element, the novel is an 
exciting adventure story. 

Rodocanachi was born in Egypt 
to an adventurous life. At 17 he 
enlisted In the British section of 
the Foreign Legion and fought 
against Turkey in 1897. In 1912 
he was again fighting. This time 
he fought for Greece in the Balk-
ans where he rapidly rose in rank 
until by the time of the World 
war broke out he was a responsi-
ble figure in the cavalry. 

In the Venizelos revolution he 
figured in bringing Greece into the 
war on the side of the Allies. Af- 
ter the war he had a distinguished 
political career. Recently he re-
tired from politics and devoted 
himself to writing.

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I Business Officials Should Remedy 
Poorly Adjusted Telephone System 

SINCE early fall there have been seven 
telephone lines leading from each of 

the two domitories. It would seem that 
with only six phones in each building be-
sides those used by dormitory officials 
these lines would be sufficient. And they 
probably could handle all calls provided 
they were properly distributed. However, 
under the present set-up, five of these lines 
run between dormitories and only two go 
outside from each hall. 

According to certain dormitory offi-
cials, it is very seldom that over three 
lines between dorms are busy. The two 
outside lines can hardly handle the nec-
essary calls. Besides serving the six tele-
phones located in the dormitory wings, 
these two lines are also used by dormitory 
heads for their official phones. It is ob-
vious that more outside lines are needed. 
Why should this inefficiency continue? If 
more outside lines were obtained, the use-
less line between dorms could be discarded. 
Naturally the proposed lines would cost 
a little more than ones between halls. 
Nevertheless, adequate telephone service 
should and must be provided. 

In a very few weeks the long session 
will be over and extra lines will not be 
necessary during the summer months, be-
cause the dormitories are never filled to 
capacity in this period. However, all of this 
does not alter the fact that for nine long 
months Horn and Doak hall residents have 
been provided with very inefficient tele-
phone service. Dormitory officials and bus-
iness heads should look into this immed-
iately so that the same evil may not pre-
vail for another long term. Horn and Doak 
hall resident pay well for the services they 
receive while staying in the dormitories. 
and they are entitled to a well organized 
telephone system.

Wooden festival swords may 

soon feed the forge fires that 
create swords of steel, for there is 
thunder over paradise along t h e 
Rio Yaqui. 

On the morning of May 19, Jesus 
Rahpu, chieftain of the Rio Yaqui 
tribes, went as usual to a mountain 
spring. As he bent over the water 
doves cooed in the brush, and a 
partridge whirred overhead. Sud-
denly, four shots crashed out as 
one against the morning stillness. 
Jesus dropped to the ground. One 
of the mountain guards dashed to 
the spring, but it was too late. The 
Yaqui chief died saying, "I ... saw 
them... 

Members of the Rio Yaqui tribes 
took the trail, a futile one. Of one 
thing only were they certain, the 
ambush was executed by four Ya-
qui of the Patera pueblo, and it had 
been successful. All the tribes 
along the Rio Yaqui were sadden-

This was the story that came 

this week to Dr. W. C. Holden, 
leader of Tech's three expeditions 
to the Yaqui country of Sonora, 
Mexico. It was told graphically in 
a letter from Raymon Torry, inter-
preter for the Tech parties. He re-
quested that Dr. Holden ask Pres-
ident Cardenas of Mexico to tell 
the Potam tribes to stop such ac-
tions He also asked the Tech dean 
for advice and counsel. 

So this week a letter went from 
Dr. Holden to Mexico, addressed-to 
a personal friend in Cardenas' cab-
Met, explaining the situation along 
the Rio Yaqui. And soon another 
letter will go to Vicam and Torin, 
giving counsel to the Indians. I t 
will be counsel against war, and it 
likely will be heeded. For foul 
years ago it was the word of Dr. 
Holden that kept the tribes of the 
Rio Yaqui from fighting the Mexi-
cans. 

But unless the counsel is taken, 
drums of war will boom again a-
mong the towns of Torin, Helen, 
and Vicam, and there will be blood 
on the Yaqui moon not Mexican 
blood, but blood of the brother 
tribes of the Rio Yaqui and of 
Potam.
