Joe Kerbel, assistant football coach at Texas Tech for the past two seasons, has 
been named the new head coach at West Texas State College in Canyon. 

The announcement was made Friday during a San Antonio meeting of the 
West Texas board of regents. Due to state policy Kerbel drew only a one year con-
tract, however, he has been assured of a three year assignment at the Canyon school. 

Kerbel joined the coaching staff at Tech last year. He formerly was head coach

Commenting on leaving Tech, 

Kerbel said 

"It is always difficult to leave 

fine friends and fine nentlemen 

like Coach DeWitt Weaver and 
his staff. It is equally hard to 
leave a great school like Texas 
Tech. I have profited greatly 
by my two seasons at Tech and 
only a fine head coaching op-
portunity which West Texas of-
fers could make me leave. 

"I will certainly miss the ath-
letes too. I have never been as-
sociated with a group of ath-
letes who showed more heart 
and fight than the Red Raiders. 
I will miss every one of them 
and also I will miss the Tech 
freshmen. I have known many 
of this fine group of gentlemen 
since their grade school days. 
I am confident that they will 
do an outstanding job in the 
future for Tech," he continued. 

While at Tech, Kerbel was 
responsible for the recruiting 
of many of the outstanding 
footballers In the Raider fold. 

Tech Head Coach DeWitt 
Weaver expressed regret at los-
ing Kerbel: 

"We are sorry to lose Kerbel 
because he has done an out-
standing job for Texas Tech. 
We wish him the best of every-
thing at West Texas State. The 
people there are fortunate to 
secure a coach of Kerbel's cali-
ber.

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Mexican 
Official 
Speaks 

Mexico's ambassador to the U.S.. 

Antonio Carrillo-Flores, expressed 

the need for more student ex-
changes between Mexico and the 
U.S. Friday night in his address in 
Lubbock Municipal Auditorium. 

"THERE ARE many good 

things which students from Mexico 

may learn in the U.S.," Carrillo-

Flores said, "And there are also 

many things that young people 

from the U.S. might learn in 

Mexico." 

"Our relations with the U.S. are 

now probably at the highest point 

in all history," he said. 

"THE EXCHANGE visits of our 

presidents are expressions of how-

our people want to know each 

other." 

Carrillo-Flores drew applause 

from the crowd when he comment-

ed, "I don't think that Mexico has 

better friends in the U.S. than the 

people of Texas." 

"LUBBOCK IS A city of hope, it 

has a spirit of optimism," he said, 

as he commented on the expansion 

and growth of Lubbock. 

"I think it would be profitable 

if both Mexico and the U.S. could 
have a second language," he ex-
plained, "A better understanding 
of both countries' problems would 
come about if all Americans could 
have a second language, Spanish, 
and Mexicans could have a second 
language, English. 

CARRILLO -FLORES attended 
the graduation ceremonies Friday 
afternoon of 12 visiting college 
students from Mexico. The stu-
dents, English majors in their 
native country, have been guests 
at Tech since Nov. 30. 

The ambassador's trip was spon-
sored by the Cosmopolitan Club 
and the World Traveler's Commit-
tee in cooperation with the Good 
Neighbor Commission and the 
Lubbock Chamber of Commerce.

Student eligibility for school-
sponsored trips came under fire 
Friday afternoon in an hourlong 
meeting between a Student Coun-
cil committee and Dean of Student 
Life James G. Allen. 

THE COMMITTEE, headed by 
Ken Talkington, pointed out that 
increased student participation in 
campus organizations was being 
hindered by the school rule on eli-
gibility. 

The rule states that a student 
must have a 1.0 grade average 
overall at the time of the trip to 
be eligible for the trip. 

DEAN ALLEN highlighted the 
background for the 1.0 rule for 
school trips. He agreed after hear-
ing the arguments of the commit-
tee that a recommendation should 
be sent to the Council of Deans 
asking for a hearing and possible 
change of the rule.
