AA ONE-MAN traveling labor- 
atory will demonstrtate how 

industrial research is building 
a safer nation and peacetime de-
fense lines for the American 
scheme of life, before an au-
dience in Lubbock high school 
auditorium at 8 p. m. tonight, 
according to W. F. Helwin, pro-
fessor of engineering. 

Dr. Phillips Thomas. research 
engineer of the Westinghouse 
Electric & Manufacturing com-
pany, will use working models 
of recent engineering develo p-
ments to support his assertion that 
"practically every important peace 
time engineering achievement of 
the past 10 years will have an im-
portant, of not direct, bearing on 
our national defense, enabling this 
country to build stronger and bet-
ter designed defense weapons." 

To Show Death Rays 
A projection device will show 

death rays, released from an ul-
traviolet source, exploding a 
swarming colony of tiny organisms 
in a drop of water. 

With a model "atom smasher", 
Dr. Thomas will explain how the 
60-foot Westinghouse electrostatic 
generator at East Pittsburgh, Pa., 
makes radioactive materials and 
bombards the hearts of atoms. 

Steel balls that contradict a rule 
of gravitation, a nickel-bar that 
changes its length when talked to, 
and a "Stroboglow" lamp that 
makes fast-traveling objects ap-
pear to stand still, are a few of the 
laboratory products included In 
this story of "Electricity at Work." 

St.t..ge Rot., Too - 
Besides lecturing and operating 

his electrical apparatus, Dr. Tho-
mas also is his own stage man. 
ger. By means of a photo-electric 
cell and an ordinary flash light he 
turns flood lights on and off at 
will. A special solenoid attachment 
on his motion picture projector en-
ables him to operate the instru-
ment by remote control, using 
movies of laboratory experiments 
and processes to supplement his 
demonstrations. 

The program is under the spon-
sorship of the Lubbock Technical 
club and the Tech student branch 
of the AIEE with the cooperation 
of the Texas-New Mexico Utilities 
company.

Kinchen Reviews 
World Situation 
With Rose Lens 

Describing the United States as 
the only nation In the world who 
is in a position not only to give 
help to Britain but hope to the 
small nations of Europe, Dr. Os-
car A. Kinchen, Tech history pro-
fessor, asserted that "We couldn't 
do anything to please Hitler more 
than to withhold aid from Bri-
tain," at meeting of International 
Relations club Monday night. 

In an address entitled "Curves 
Ahead", Dr. Kinchen reviewed the 
rise of the three foremost dicta-
tors, Hitler, Mussolini, and Stalin 
and the factors which have made 
it possible for their continuance in 
power. Explaining that dictators 
most of necessity live on crisis, 
he stated that Hitler would at-
tempt an invasion of Britain. 

"In a case like this," said Kin-
chen," it would be wise for the 
democracies to defeat Hitler while 
there are two such types of gov-
ernment left." Predicting the col-
lapse of Italy and the ultimate tri-
umph of England, Kinchen said 
that the nations of the world could 
look forward to anew birth of 
freedom and perhaps some type of 
league of English speaking peo-
ples. 

Immediately following the ad-
dress, Archie McDonald, vice-pres-
ident, read the new constitution 
which was adopted by the club. 
V. H. Britton senior arts and 
science student of Delwin, was el-
ected parliamentarian. 

Dr. Benjamin Bock, co-sponsor 
of IRC read a list of subjects upon 
which Tech students are to pre-
pare papers for the coming reg-
ional conference of Texas-New 
Mexico International Relations 
clubs.

America, Take Heed 

THERE are no smiles from Benito Mussolini of 
Italy today. For, Benny has learned a lesson 

in human psychology—a lesson he should have 
learned from first-hand observation of the 
Russo-Finnish rehearsals. But, he didn't. 

Probably. it is too late for Benito Mussolini 
to make amends. He has come too near the 
brink of military destruction to retreat in his 
original policy of leadership. Like the hard-
fisted kid from Queens. Benny believed the ax-
iom of might. Today, he can do little more than 
Watch as his dreams of world power come 
crashing down around him. 

Pro - British Ameri-
cans can learn in inval-
uable lesson from the 
dictators of 1941, from 
bald Benito Mussolini 
and Stalin of Russia.' 
They were the leaders 
who pitted a conquered 
people against free-
born men. Their "Great 
Schemes" sounded good 
from the balcony, but 
their soldiers weren't 
so sure o f themselves, 
when the time came to 
test those plans against 
Bren guns and free-
dom. 

America must arm.  
She must rush all pos -
sible aid to Britain. But 
America must not lose 
sight of that character-
istic which has lifted 
her from a rugged, un-
productive wilderness 
to the greatest, most 
prosperous nation in 
the universe. She must 
remember that love of 
individual freedom and 
prosperity built the 
empire that is America. 
And she must remem-
ber that curtailment of 
those rights on the al-
tar of militarism will render her armies as im-
potent as the fleeing legions of Benito Musso-
lini. 

Australian troops did not storm through Ital-
ian footholds in Sidi Barrani, Bardia. Tobruch 
and Derna because they were driven to battle 
by the fear of doomed men, but because they 
were free-born, fighting for a principle, not a 
life. 

Should America go to war there must be 
but one reason—the preservation of personal 
freedom, the maintenance of territorial poss-
essions and the progress of American culture. 
There must not arise the hatred of nationalities 
within American hearts. 

Never must America fight a war for capital 
under the guise of defense. That war must BE 
for defense. for the protection of your home 
and mine, for the preservation of our individ-
ual liberties_ 

Before a government passes out the rifles to 
its soldiers, it must prepare their minds for the 
ordeal ahead. But, to no true American can 
there be a better brand of propaganda than the 
text of United States history itself. 

Long ago anti-war phamplets and efforts of 
various pacificistic committees lost their guise 
of conscientous objections. They have become 
little short of anti-British measures, designed 
purely to isolate Churchill's kingdom from aid 
against England's agressors. 

Typical of such forces is Verne Marshall's 
No Foreign War committee, which would pawn 
off upon Americans the type of propaganda 
that worked so efficiently upon the simple 
minds of European serfs. Mimeographed pam-
phlets and letters to college editors fill the 
United States mails each week. They urge polls 
and debates, full support of Sen. Burton K 

ONLY five students have officially announced 
their intention to run in the coming election 

for publication offices. There are, possibly, 
those who are circulating petitions which have 
not been turned into the Student council of-
fice, however. 

Although those students who have announc-
ed are qualified, we are wondering just why 
more students have not been circulating peti-
tions? 

February 14 is the last day for any student 
to enter the campaign, so there is little time 
left to make up your mind as to whether or not 
you will run. 

More students voted in the election last 
spring than any year in the history of Tech, but 
even then a majority of the qualified student 
voters did not vote. And then in spite of the 
fact that they failed to do so, for one reason or 
another, they spend the rest of the school year 
lamenting the fact that so and so was elected to 
the post of thus and so. If one expects to be 
pleased in any sort of way he should get out 
and vote. 

Taking over any one of the offices which are 
being campaigned for is a man-sized job in ev-
ery sense of the word. And this should be tak-
en into consideration in weighing the qualifi-
cations of each of the contestants. 

THINKING of campaigning reminds one of 
the "good old days" when campaigning 

meant mud slinging and being elected meant 
being able to throw harder than the other can-
didates and being a better marksman. The ad-
ministration has in recent years seen fit to 
make a few compulsory regulations for the 
campaigners. to keep it free of even dust. 

The ruling which was made by the Student 
council last year is still in effect, that "no cam-
paign literature of any sort capable of littering 
the campus may be distributed by any campus 
dandidate without becoming technically dis-

aalified". Only placards at strategic places 
will be permitted. 

But the fact remains that we should have 
more candidates in the race and more students 
taking interest in the elections. 

AT last action has been taken by an organiza- 
tion on the campus to sponsor a clean-up 

campaign. The Junior council under the spon-
sorship of Dean Doak has made plans for par-
tial campus beautification. They are especially 
interested in the improvement of the circle. 

Since the movement has begun, we would 
like to see more organizations go to work on 
various parts of the campus and eventually 
give Tech a face-lifting. 

THOUGH class cuts have not been released 
from the dean's office as yet, the total num-

ber of students taking more cuts than the 18 
allowed by the administration is steadily grow-
ing. it was reported. 

According to a report made lastt year. each 
time a student cuts a class i t theoretically 
costs him 84 cents. Yet when the lists are 
finally compiled there will be, undoubtedly 
those who have class absences numbering in 
the fifties. This would seem a waste of time, 
energy and money. One usually goes to school 
with the idea of going to class, and pays money 
to do so. and then begins to take great pride 
in the number of cuts which he can get by with 
and still pass the course. 

THEN there was the college professor who 
said the college students of America were 

the most conservative citizens of the United 
States, but the only reason the public didn't 
realize it was because the "crack pots" made 
the headlines.

America prefers the sane. sound leadership of 
the type of military genius this nation so well 
affords. Preservation of their rights will be suf-
ficient cause. Headlines of afternoon dailies and 
childish bits of sarcasm from the pens of Holly-
wood script writers are, to be naive, irrele-
vant.—Bill Wood .
