ty-four hours. Most of these are 
burned to dust and gases by the 
friction of the atmosphere against 
the sides of the stones. But many 
of them reach the earth's surface 
and help add to the earth's weight 
and circumference. H. H. Ninin-
ger of the Colorado Museum of 
Natural History has estimated 
that the weight of all the stones 
that have fallen since Tertiary 
time is more than 1,173,600,000,000 
tons. 

Meteorites usually may be rec-
ognized by their dark color and 
by their heavy weight. They are 
usually glazed over with a fus-
iron-rust and covered with pit-
tings or "thumb marks." How-
ever, this is not always the case. 
Some stones almost white in color 
have been found. The best evi-
dence for the layman is the pres-
ence of metal in the interior of 
the specimen .

Tech. Or. I should say, that is where the spirit will find you. 

A THRIVING school such as this can build a lot of traditions 
in 15 years, and the nucleus of all which exist is that atti-

tude of "give-and-take." According to a recent dinner-address 
by a member of the administration, one or two freshmen or 
transfers have become victims of injured prides this fall, as in 
every past year. They've renounced their intentions of attend-
ing Tech and moved away.

COMPLETION OF a display of meteorites or "shooting stars" 
has been announced by the staff of the West Texas Museum. 

Specimens from Australia, Canada, Texas, Arizona and New 
Mexico are included in the display. 

More than 30 of the stones have been cut into sections so 
that the interior of the meteorites may be examined. Several 
of them have been etched with nitric acid in order to show the 
intricate lattice-work design or "widmanstatten" figures char-
acteristic of nickel-iron meteorites. 

Texas is one of the best states in the Union for the finding 
of meteorites. Several hundred pounds of them have been found 
in the South Plains region. Stones 

ranging from several ounces have 

been found near Plainviosy, 
and Odessa_ In 1883 a stone met-
eorite weighing over 630 pounds 
was found near Estacado. Curious 
craters, or pits, near Odessa are 
thought to have been made by the 

, impact of meteorites. 

i Astronomers have estimated that 
about fifteen million meteorites 
enter our atmosphere every twen-
