"AFTER 12 o'clock today there w ill be no 
more food or drink deliveries made to the 

dormitory from any drug store." This was the 
announcement made by Mrs. Elizabeth H. Young 
to the 320 girls residing in Doak Hall. Thurs-
day noon. The order was made by Miss Mozelle 
Craddock. dietitian of the dormitories. 

This action was prompted by an accident 
which occured early Thursday when a delivery 
boy spilled a bottle of milk chocolate at the 
dorm. This however is not the first time such 
an accident has occured. 

The few other incidences of the sort resulted 
in the proclamation that no drinks in paper 
cups could be delivered to the dorm. Last year 
the same situation brought forth the order that 
no bottled drinks could be brought into the 
dormitory.

It seems such a trivial matter to bring forth 
such a drastic regulation. Perhaps I am viewing 
it entirely from that of a resident of Doak hall, 
but even trying to take a stand of a broad mind-
ed and unprejudiced student I still derive the 
same opinion. • 

Perhaps we girls in the dorm wouldn't or-
der so often if there was any cold water in the 
dormitory outside of the dining room. Back in 
the "good old days" there was a fountain in 
every hall. One at a time they went on the 
blink and until this year and the latter part of 
last year there was only one fountain in the 
dorm and that was on the East wing of third 
floor. Now, that one is gone, only to stand in 
the hall to remind us that at one time we used 
to have cold water when we wanted it.

"What dangers they have braved, what 
hardships suffered, can never fully be told, but 
at least a general picture may be formed of 
their efforts to win freedom, rather than em-
brase slavish safety, to cherish liberty more 
than life."

FOR MANY YEARS there 
have been in Texas individ-

uals who have recognized the 
need for a new state constitu-
tion. They have been able to 
see that instead of having a 
constitution like that of the 
United States, one that is con-
cerned with only basic funda-
mentals and therefore provides 
for a system that can fit the 
needs of generation after gene-
ration, we have in Texas a very 
different type of document. 

The United States constitu-
tion continue only about seven 
thousand words and as a whole 
deals with fundamentals. This 
helps to explain w h y it has 
been amended only twenty-one 
times since its ratification in 
1798. On the other hand the Texas 
constitution, which was not adopt-
ed until 1876, and which is not as 
old as 20 other existing state con-
stitutions, contains some thirty-
five thousand words, and attempts 
to cover every detail of the funda-
mentals of democratic government, 
and most of the non-fundamentals 
as well. 

Because it is a statutory code of 
legislative judicial, and administra-
tive procedure, instead of a funda-
mental law, this Constitution has 
required 84 amendaments. (Since 
1900, about two and one-half times 
as 

 
any amendaments have been 

adopted in Texas than in the av-
erage state). Seventy more amen-
dments have been proposed by the 
Legislature but defeated by the vo-
ters. 

Some of the reasons for such a 
detailed Texas Constitution go back 
to the conditions that prevailed in 
Texas during the period when the 
South was in the process of throw-
ing off the so-called "carpet-bag 
rule" which had been imposed dur-
ing the period of Reconstruction 
which followed the Civil War. The 
misuse of authority, the wasteful-
nes, extravangance, etc., that had 
been experienced in Texas was 
partly responsible for causing the 
framers of the constitution to wri-
te a document that attempted to 
diffuse authority to such an ex-
tent that no official, or agency of 
government could become very 
powerful This was partially accom-
plished by applying the erroneous 
theory which holds that real de-
mocracy can only be obtained by 
electing for short tens not only 
the policy forming officers. (This 
system sanctions the spoils system). 
Also, not only were powers, duties 
and procedures set forth in great 

Decline Observed 
In Water Supply 

There has been a general and 
persistent decline of the water 
West Texas during the last few 
years, according to a bulletin pre- 
pared by the Texas State Board of 
Water engineers in cooperation 
with the United States Department 
of Interior, 

J. W. Lang, co-author of the bul-
letin, graduated with a B. S. de-
gree in petroleum engineering from 
Tech in 1933. He has written and 
helped write ten other articles pub-
lished in scientific publications. 

A large quantity of water, which 
has accumulated over a long per-
iod of time, is stored in a natural 
underground reservoir formed by 
beds of sand and gravel that lie be-
low the high plains. A small part of 
this water is discharged each year 
by the flow of springs, evaporation 
and plant growth. 

In the last 30 years seater has 
been pumped from wells in this re-
gion in large quantities, but the 
annual pumpage has greatly in-
creased in the last six years, ac-
cording to the bulletin. 

There is danger the supply will 

become extinct within a few years 
if the present decline continues and 
the authors of the paper believe 
the problem of conserving stored 
ground water for future as well as 
present beneficial use deserves 
serious consideration.

placing any tax rate in a constitu-
tion. 

Due to the fact that over one-
half of the 59 sections of the leg-
Missive article place limitations up-
on the authority of the Legisla-
ture, other amendments added to 
it for the most part merely author-
lee the legislature to do some pre-
ticular thing that a legislature 
might be expected to do without an 
amendment to the constitution. For 
example, in 1937, the Legislature 
was authorized to permit Harris 
county to levy a special property 
tax to build roads and bridges. 

Of the amendments proposed af-
fecting the executive department, 
eight were merely for the purpose 
of raising the governor's salary 
from the $4,000 per year as provid-
ed when the constitution was 
drafted in 1875. Finally, in 1936, 
the eighth attempt was succe.ful 
and the salary of the governor and 
several other executive officials 
was raised, but again she salaries 
were fixed in the constitution. 

• 
The article providing for the 

judicial department has been 
amended five times. One of these 
amendemnts, however, had 13 
parts, and caused the whole article 
to be almost completely re-written. 
This article is now over a dozen 
pages long, and most of the chang-
es that have been made are of the 
type that would not have been nec-
essary had the framers of the Tex-
as constitution stayed with funda-
mentals, as did the framers of the 
United States constitution . The 
judicial article of the United Stat-
es constitution is printed on one 
page. 

Most of the many amendments 
and defeated proposals to the var-
ious other articles made, or pro-
posed to make, merely statutory 
changes. For example, in 1938, a 
proposal was adopted which chan-
ged the wording of the oath of 
office which must be taken by 
state officials as as to eliminate 
the provision which had required 
officials to swear they had not 
fought a duel. The voters even vot-

Since making changes in a con-

stitution is theoretically a higher 
act than merely voting on candi-
dates for office, one might sup-
pose that a great amount of voter 
interest is shown inn  in 
which the voter has an opportunity 
to determine the nature of the fun-
damental law. But, in Texas as well 
as In some other states with leng-
thy constutions, that is not the 
case. The records reveal the fact 
that in Texas as few as 10 per cent 
of the voters that have voted for 
elective officials have been respon-
sible for changes in our Constitu-
tion, and this means that a min-
ority of the electorate controls the 
changes 

mastic process, and in these days 
when the democraticprocess is un- 
der attack it would seem only log-
ical that efforts should be made to 
correct existing defects If demo-
cracy is to cdmpete successfully 
with other forms of government, it 
might be that the things that exist 
within our governments that per-
mit justifiable criticism should be 
corrected

If we want to create interest in 

constitutional provisions we must 
begin by simplifying the constitu-
tion. If we merely described the 

This is a reflection on our demo-
broad outline of government we 
could reduce the Texas constitu-
tion by two-thirds. Fewer changes 
would be required, and when such 
changes should be proposed they 
would create interest. The people 
should not be called upon to vote 
on amendments every year. 

It may be that if we are to have 
in the future the most desirable 
type of democracy in Texas, we 
must adopt a constitution that 
deals only with fundamentals, and 
which provides us with a govern-
ment that can effectively cope 
with the problems of present-day 
society. 

Such a constitution should make 
it posible for us to have, among 
other things, a popularly controlqd 
well-paid legislature with fewer 
limitations on itself, an effective 
agency of administration, with the 
administrative process divorced, so 
far as possible, (through civil ser-
vice etc.) from politics, and a non-
elective court system, based on the 
principle of spedy justice for all. 

Such a constitution would not be 
I foreign to Americanism. Rights 
, that are protected by the Bill of 
Rights would still be protected. It 
would simply give us in Texas a 
system based on the principles 
found in our United States Con-
stitution.

"First" Honors 
Stock Show Entries 
Given High Ratings 

Senior grand champion of the 
Fort Worth Fat Stock Show south-
western farm horse division is a 
Tech product The college also pro-
duced the senior and junior cham-
pion marein the same division as 
well as the junior grand champion 
of champions. 

Three steers from Tech animal 
husbandry department took a third 
and a fourth place. They were sold 
at auction to Amon G. Carter, of 
the Fort Worth Star Telegram at 
$18 per hundred weight. Excepting 
the sale of the grand champion 
steer, this was the highest price 
paid for beef animals at the expo-
sition. 

Hogs sent by Tech to the show 
placed from second to seventh. A 
light weight pen of Hampshire bar-
rows placed third, and a pen of 
light weight Poland China barrows 
placed second. 

One of the two Angora goats 
from the college placed third in 
the kid flock. Nine holstein cows 
took one second, one fourth, two 
fifth and two sixth places. 

According to reports from Stock 
Show officials, competition was un-
usually strong this year with top 
animals entered by colleges from 
all parts of the United States and 
purebred stock farms as widely 
represented 

detail, but in addition numerous 
minute limitations were placed on 
most agencies of the government, 
especially on the Legislature. 

Attention should also be brought 
to the fact that agricultural con-
ditions were not so good when the 
constitution was written, and this 
resulted in a demand for retrench-
ment in governmental costs. The 
farmers were in a mood for the de-
struction of governmental mach-
inery. and that which they retained 
they insisted should be suported at 
low costs to the taxpayers. 

Low salaries were even fixed in 
the constitution. (How many 
amendments to the United States 
constitution would we have by now 
had framers of that document been 
so unwise as to stipulate salaries?) 
When it is realized that in 1875, 
Texas was almost entirely an ag-
ricultural state, and that there 
were more farmer delegates (about 
Grangers) than delegates from any 
one-half of the delegates were 
other occupation in the Conven-
tion of 1875, it helps one to under-
stand why some of the efforts were 
made to place in a strait-jacket 
the officials and agencies that were 
created. 

• 
Of the 17 articles in the Tex. 

Constitution, all but six have been 
amended from one to nineteen 
times. Most of the changes have of 
course been concerned with provi- 
sions which deal with the details, 
or non-fundamental matters. For 
example, of the thirty-four mea-
sures proposed to the article which 
provides for the Legislative Depart-
ment, nine were simply for the pur-
pose of raising the compensation of 
members of the Legislature. Ten 
more proposals to this article 
dealt with pensions, and tax rates 
for raising pensions, for Confed-
erate soldiers and sailors and their 
wives and widows. 

In most of these cases there was 
simply a change in the amount to 
be granted and the rate of the 
property tax to be collected for the 
payment of the benefits. (This

Layout of the proposed course 

would be on forty acres of land be-
hind the library and engineering 
buildings.

Twen-
ty acres of it are under cultivation 
by the antes, and it is also used 
to some extent in engineering sur-
veying work. Necessarily, the ag-
gie and engineering authorities 
concerned would have to be con-
vinced that there is room for their 
work in other parts of the campus. 

About $400 In liberal estimate) 
would pay the cost of installation 
for the nine - hole sand - green 
course. Of that amount, about $75 
would be spent for sand; $20 would 
go for drags; and tee boxes and 
markers would consume about 
$50, and an estimated $100 would 
be spent on conditioning the fair-
ways. A small club house could 
be rested for approximately $100. 

Road building machinery to con-
dition the fairways can be bor-
rowed free from the city. Only 
fuel to run the machines would be 
purchased. Regional Supervisor of 
the NYA has already indicated

Operation of the course would 
be under the supervision of Golf 
Coach J. W. Jackson, who volun-
teered his services. A student 
greenskeeper and a student cus-

Rare $30 a month during the nine 
months of the year that the course 
could be kept open. Repairs to 
tee boxes would cost in the neigh-
borhood of $100 a year, which 
would bring the maximum annual 
maintenance expense to $640. 

Revenue to pay initial cost and 1 

upkeep would come from option-

al semester green fees of $3. If on-
ly 75 boys and 25 girls, out of the 
school enrollment of nearly 4,000 
paid the fees each semester, $600 
would come in. Another estimated 
$200 could be taken in from stu-
dents who had not paid the semes-
ter fee but were willing to fork out 
25 cents for an afternoon of golf-
ing. Probably $275 would now in-
to the course's coffers from sum-
mer school, $225 from six-week 
semester fees of $1.50 a n d $50 
from straight green fees. 

In addition, faculty members 
would up the revenue at least $60 
a year, and the concession stand 
in the club house could feasibly 

net $100. 
So there you have it! The prop-

osition looks more than practical. 
It looks like a good investment of 
$400 and revenue for the school. 
Quite a number of colleges in Tex-
an have put in their own golf 
courses and made them not only 
self-sustaining, but profitable. 

The best example, for our pur-
pose, is West Texas State at Can-
yon.
