Independent Women's Group 
Gets Unfavorable Opinion 

IN A RESOLUTION delivered yesterday afternoon 
to the office of President Clifford B. Jones, Texas 

Tech's Student Council expressed by a unanimous 
vote their belief that the currently-forming "Inde - 

 pendent Women's Organization" would prove a 
threat to a continuation of the democratic spirit 
prevalent on this campus. 

The Council affixed two specific reasons for their legisla- 
tive conclusion after a discussion lasting more than 30 minutes 
of their regular meeting Thursday night. They were: 

1) Such organizations theoretically lean toward a sep- 
aration of social club and independent students, and 

2) Similar organizations in other schools have, without 
variation, been contributive to dirnifiished college unity. 

The "Organization of Independent Women" has been in a 
formulative process since late last spring, and sponsored pri- 
marily by Lubbock resident women students, the group has 
been awaiting approval of the Administrative Council. Al- 
though as yet unapproved, meetings have been uninterrupted 
and in the last session, officers were elected for the ensuing 
year. More than 125 girls have attended previous meetings of 
the group. 

The official resolution, as forwarded to the President's of- 
fice by Harold Thompson, Student Council president, read:

INSTINCT IN collecting has proved to be an 
interesting hobby for President Clifford B. 

Jones. On display at the West Texas museum 
is a large array of miscellaneous article donat-

ed by him. 
Perhaps the most unusual is the Haynes 

buggy used by his father, Charles A. Jones, 
resident manager for S. M. Swenson and sons 
ranch, in the selection of a site for the town 
of Spur, in 1908. There is also in the col-
lection a British army saddles, b r ought 
to America and to the Spur ranch by one of 
the English owners, years ago. The saddle 
has a 12-inch seat, and is 16 inches from the 
front to the back of the cantle. 

President Jones has a -Oinch copper plate 
which was used at Fort Sumner, N. M., when 
the fort was in actual use. A photograph of the 
first board of directors of Texas Tech in 1923, 
is to be found hanging in a narrow wooden 
frame. 

An 1886 powder pouch for old muzzle-
loading gun,s is another unusual article in 
the museum. It is a one-pound combination 
leather and metal pouch made of pressed cow-
hide.  

(By Associated Collegiate Press) 
The cause of the draft-eligible college stu-

dent is the subject of a public announcement 
by the presidents of Macalester and St. Thom-
as College, and Hamline University, all in St. 
Paul. 

Addressing the general public and local 
draft boards, Dr. Charles J. Truck of Macales-
ter, the Rev. James Moyihan of St. Thomas, 
and Dr. Charles Nelson Pace of Hamline ask 
that college students be given deferment con-
sideration by selective service boards. 

Their joint statement follows in part: 
"The national committee of education and 

defense secured from the national headquar-
ters of the selective service system an amend-
ment, with the full effect of law, providing for 
the postponement of induction for any person 
for whom in the judgement of the local board 
immediate induction would create an unusual 
hardship. 

"While this amendment is stated in general 
terms, it provides the basis for preventing the 
interruption of a student's education during 
a semester or college year. 

"It has been officially interpreted to in-
clude as a cause of such hardship... 'to com-
plete a course of training or instruction.' 

"President Rosseyelt recently said: 'Amer-
ica will always need men and women with col-
lege training. Government and industry alike 
need skilled technicians today...' 

"We hope selective service boards will be 
willing to grant students the opportunity of 
completing the semester's work or the year's 
work on which they have embarked. 

"These students are not claiming exemption 
from selective service but merely a postpone-
ment of a few months. 

"In calling this matter to the attention of 
the public and local boards, we believe we arc 
acting for the best interests of the country 
and in pursuance of a request addressed to 
us by Dr. Francis J. Brown of the sub-commit-
tee on military affairs of the national commit-
tee on education and defense." 

The joint statement elicited a prompt "no" 
answer from Brig. Gen. J. E. Nelson, Minne-
sota selective service director, who said that 
blanket deferment of college students is not 
possible under the selective service law. 

"Deferments can be granted only for stu-
dents in those field in which there is a recog-
nized shortage, such as medicine. 

"However, individual draft boards will give 
every consideration for a stay of induction to 
permit individual students to complete a quer-
er or a semester of school work."

Of interest is a column of carved stone un-
ique. not only for its carving, but for evidence 
of the stratification of rock found in Pecos 
county. The rock is of natural color, 26 inches 
tall, has about an 8-inch base, and its entire 
surface is carved. Strange indeed is the 10 
inch hat pin with the imprint of the Spur 
ranch wax seal. The seal is cj inch in diame-
ter 

Other early day relics include a steel dag-
ger point, a French cartidge, one cost nail 
2 0/ii inches long, a curved bar brass key, type-
writer, frontier, army style pistol, an old buf-
falo gun barrel, a French shell clip, some hand 
forged wire stretchers, an early day army cap 
and ball revolver. Other articles include an 
Indian mallet head, handcuffs, early iron ring 
and well core. oil well drill line, spur, and 
plaster model of Desmatosuchas spurensis.
