Aggie Prof Eyes 
Casterbeans As 
Lubricant Means 

Four one-acre plots of castor 
beans raised on the Tech farm un- 
der the supervision of assistant 
professor of agronomy, E. T. Duke 
are being given close attention as 
to cost of production and harvest- 
ing. 

Oil derived from pressing and fil- 
tering the oil from the beans is 
an excellent lubricant for fine ma- 
chinery, said Dr. W. A. Young of 
the plant industry department. 

Next week G. R. Russell, super- 
visor of the division of drugs and 
related plants for the bureau of 
plant Industry, with headquarters 
at Texas A&M, will arrive to look 
over the castor beans and gather 
the data compiled by Duke. 

Reasons for such procedure is an 
attempt on the part of the gov- 
ernment to determine the feasibili- 
ty of growing the beans for oil. 
Should production cost be reason- 
able the beans could be widely 
raised should there be such a 
shortage of lubricants in the fu 
ture to necessitate a supply from 
sources other than those already 

to be had.

Scientists Meet 
Slated in Dallas 

Dr. Craig Arranges 
For Symposia 

The annual meeting of the 

American Association for the Ad-

vancement of Science will be held 

in Dallas, Dec. 29, 1941, to Jan. 3, 

1942, and will be a joint meeting 

of the national association and 

its southwestern division. 
Dr. William M. Craig, professor 

of chemistry at Tech and presi-
dent of the southwestern division 
of the HAAS will be local secre-
tary of the section on chemistry. 
Dr. Craig has been asked to ar-
range for symposia on "Spectro-
graphic Analysis and the Petrol, 
urn Industry." 

• 
The program for the two sym-

posia have been virtually complets 
ed according to Dr. Craig. Some 
of the outstanding chemists and 
physicists of the United States will 
participate in the meeting. "Spec-
trographic Analysis", said Dr. 
Craig, "is directly connected with 
national defense. It is so rapid 
and detects such small quantities 
of metals that it is valuable in this 
day when modern alloys are im-
portant, one-hundredth or one-
thosandth of one per cent of a 
metallic impurity isenough to 
thusandth of one per cent of a 
ruin many types of alloys:'

The method developed by as-

tronomers in analysis of the stars, 
is exactly the same as that used 
in testing high speed steel and al-
loys of magnesium and aluminum 
which are so vital in the airplane 
industry. Two of the outstand-
ing young astronomers of the 
southwest have been included on 
the program. 

Dr. Ralph Sawyer of the Uni-
versity of Michigan, who recently 
installed a spectrographic analy-
sis laboratory in the River Rouge 
plant, will also be a speaker.

Appointed by Governor Coke 
Stevenson, Hoblitzelle's term will 
expire Feb. 19, 1947. The promi- 
nent theater magnate is president 
of the Interstate Circuit of theat-
ters which operate extensively 
throughout Tevas a n d adjoining 
states. 

Hoblitzelle came to Dallas in 

1905 and built the original Ma-

jestic theater. Later he construct-
ed similar theaters in San An-
tonio. Houston and Fort Worth to 
start what was to be one of the 
most colorful pioneering careers 
in the theater business. 

Among achievements of the new-
ly appointed Tech director was 
his introduction of first class vau-
deville to the Southwest and pi-
oneering in securing headline acts 
and performances for his theatres,

Due perhaps to Popeye adver-

tising boys seem to like spinach 
and other types of greens. Greens 
are usually prefered with some 
type of meat. 

Average rooms M Tech dormi-
tories cost 27.50 per month while 
the costs in other state institu-
tions are much higher. In each 
dormitory there is an average of 
25 students who make their room 
and board by waiting tables. This 
means that approximately 100 stu-
dents work for their rooms in the 
dormitories. 

• 
Food is bought in wholesale 

quantities from Lubbock whole-
sale houses and for this reason 

if ouch cheaper to prepare than 
'boughtat retail stores. 

• 
Menus are worked out ahead of 

time and are planned for tastes of 
the students as a whole. Natur-
ally it is impossible to satisfy the 
individual tastes of every student. 
Boys usually will cat common foods 
but when a new recipe isrun in 
many of them refuse to eat the 
concoction. Girls on the other 
hand are always willing to try 
new Mods and prefer mixed foods 
much more than do the boys. 

• 
Facts concerning quantities of 

food are not complete but in 
one men's dormitory the boys 
consume from 25 to 40 pounds 
of bacon at breakfast. In the 
same dorm boys consume ap- 
proximately 40 loaves of bread 
for lunch and 50 at night. When 
beef is served the boys usually 
eat 1211 pounds and for pork the 
consumption is 175 pounds. In 
one dormitory about 40 gallons 
of milk are consumed in a meal. 

• 
Costs of food are changing and 

it is impossible to get exact fig-
ures of the cost to feed each stu-
dent per day. The approximation 

however, is 50 cents per daydior 
each student. This amount covers 

the cost of three meals. Remain-

der of the money that students 
pay goes for hiring of dormitory 
help and for making payments on 
the buildings. 

With 1288 students in the four 
dormitories the approximate sum 
of $644 per day goes for food alone. 
In 30 days this would amount to 
$19,320.
