To Talk Here 

AAUW Sponsors Lecture 
By George Kittredge 

At High School 

GEORGE LYMAN KITTRED- 
GE. "the world's greatest liv- 

ing authority on Shakespeare," 
who will lecture in the Senior 
High School nuditorlum at 8 n'-
clock Friday evening, January 29, 

ante to meet some true 'Western-
ers when he arrives In Texas. 
Through his father, a forty-niner, 
he developed an interest for the 
West. 

The local chapter of the Amerl- 
Associatlon of University Vs C 

Women and the English depart- 
ment are sponsoring the discussion 
on Shakespeare . John A . Lomax. 
author and collector of folk songs 
and ballads, and former pupil of 
Klttredge. is responsible for his 
appearance here. Lomax Is visit-
ing his daughter, Mrs. C. C. Man-
sell, at 1616 Avenue Y. 

Pralaex Speaker 
"He Is such a forceful speaker, 

uses such simple language, com-
bined with a rare humor, that ev-
en though a person knows noth- 
ing of Shakespeare he will be e x- 
tremely interested and delighted 
with the lecture." Lomax stated. 
Kittredge received his A. B. de- 

gree from Harvard in 1882. Until 
his retirement last May, he had 
been a professor of English there 
since 108. Two years ago Oxford 
university invited him to give five 
lectures there. At the end of the 
series he woo awarded an honor- 
ary degree.  

Itinerary Given 
Lomux further describes Kitt- 

redge as to personal appearance: 
"He is one of the most dis-
tinctive men I have ever known, 
slightly stooped, with white hair 
and beard. His bright blue eyes 
are always twinkling," Lomax said, 
"and he conventionally dresses In 
a drab grey suit, wearing winged 
collars and a red or blue necktie." 

He began his lecture tour Mon-
day night at the University of 
Florida. According to Lomax he
talks at the _following places be- e- 
Sore coming to tubbock: Uivers- 
Ity of Louisiana, Baton Rouge; 
Rice Institute , Houston; Texas 
university, Austin; Baylor, Waco; 
Hockaday School, Dallas: and Tex-
an Christian university, Fart 
Worth. Lubbock tis the last west-
ern town that Kittredge plans to 
visit on this tour.

Since publication will be discon-
tinued until the third of February because 
of final examinations, TOREADOR staff 
members plan to canvass the entire en-
rollment as far as possible. THE TOREADOR 
solicits your support in this piece of con-
structive work, begs your cooperation in 
obtaining preferences for dormitory names, 
and promises accurate tabulations, okayed 
by a notary public, as the poll progresses. 

HERE is some food for thought by Texas 
Tech's Administration! Students in the 

College of Arts and Sciences at the Uni-
versity of Missouri are to be put on their 
own in at least one respect beginning next 
semester, champions the Missouri Student, 
weekly publication at that institution. 
Their attendance record will cease to be a 
matter for University attention and will 
be left more to the individual's own discre-
tion. Only where a repeated absence from 
class shall cause the professor to believe 
the student to be seriously hampering his 
studies will University authorities inter-
vene. 

We agree with the Missouri editorial 
writer when he states that this move will 
be effective in the liberal arts school on-
ly. We also speak up with him in pro-
claiming that this move is a step away 
from the suffocating blanket of rules and 
regulations which has taken the student's 
initiative away from him, and made the 
getting of a degree merely a routine mat-
ter to be discharged in a certain period of 
time by following a certain net of behav-
ior rules.

A LITTLE bit of the cotton batting which 

has been padding the college student 
from reality is being stripped away by the 
move. The student is told in effect: "If 
you can't get an education by regular or 
irregular attendance at class, fine. If 
you can't manage your class attendance 
so as to maintain a good scholastic record, 
we'll look after you, but really you ought 
to go back home. This is no place for 
you." 

Although the suggestion for class at-
tendance elasticity is specially adaptable 
in the arts and sciences division, it pre-
sents a good thought for the entire college 
faculty. Professors and what-have-you on 
the teaching staff might give up the self-
assumed role of educational nurse maid 
and let themselves go "hog wild" on a 
program of "we've got an education.here 
for you to get, but we'll be hanged if we 
are going to drive you to it."
