President Points Out 
Result Of Action In 

Letter Yesterday 
The following letter from Presi-

dent Bradford Knapp was issued 
from his office late yesterday, urg-
ing college students to refrain from 
"crashing" gates at high school 
football games played on Tech 
field; 

To All Tech Students: 
You are working together to help 

the College support intercollegiate 
athletics, to pay for a new stadium, 
and to furnish for the student body 
intramural sports of sufficient 
diversity to attract a very large 
group of our students. All of these 
need equipment. Our growing en-
rollment makes it necessary that 
we shall support these endeavors 
very largely out of the income from 
athletic games, particularly foot-
bait 

To this end we have rented the 
stadium from time to time to the 
high school at Lubbock, and may 
rent It to other high schools for 
high school games, whereby they 
pay ten per cent of the gate for the 
rental of the stadium, and this 
helps to pay our debt. 

I am saying this to call your at-
tention to the unfortunate habit a 
few have gotten Into of trying to 
get over the fence or to "crash the 
gate" either at our games or at 
high school games. Please let us 
forget the mistakes of the past and 
resolve that we will not do this 
any more because it is not the right 
thing to do. To police the grounds 
with peace officers would cost so 
much that It would make impos-
sible the building of cement courts 
for tennis which we wanted to do 
this year. To illuminate the fence 
for night games would cost so 
much as to peopardize purchase of 
additional equipment so badly need-
ed for Intramural sports. For these 
reasons, as your good friend and 
as one who wants to do the right 
thing. may I ask that all students 
will refrain from endeavoring to 
steal their way in when such a fine, 
large perecentage of our student 
body are courageously paying for 
their activity tickets and making 
possible a program which ought 
to appeal to all of us.

Those who did not read "Stars 

Fell on Alabama" when the first 
editions were issued in 1934 may 
now obtain the former best-seller 
in the dollar edition. 

After six years of living among 
various social strata in Alabama, 
Carl Carmer returned to his home 
in the east to write a book of racial 
curiosa which immediately com-
manded universal attention. Using 
his position as professor in the 
state university at Tuscaloosa as a 
means of studying the people a-
round him, the author within the 
six years of residence there amass-
ed quite an astonishing amount of 
varied information. Folklore and 
odd bits of historical background 
form a considerable part of the 
book. 

Carmer has done for Alabama 
something similar to that which 
Frank Dobie has done for Texas, 
although the material has been col-
lected andpresented in a less in- 
tensive manner than that of Dobie. 
Carmer's book is obviously design-
ed for a more instantaneous and 
popular sale, and consequently does 
not carry the historical value of 
"Coronado's Children" and "A Va-
quero of the Brush Country." Not-
withstanding these facts, "Stars 
Fell on Alabama" forms at least the 
nucleus of a considerable amount 
of deep south legend and folk song 
which should never be allowed to 
go unrecorded.

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HOW does the student at Tech use the li- 
brary?

be reminded that the reading room, which 
occupies about two-thirds of one wing on 
the first floor of the Administration build-
ing is entirely inadequate for the 2,700 stu-
dents who are.registered in Tech this year. 
He does, however, need to see that this sit-
uation is made doubly serious by his 
thoughtlessness and lack of consideration 
for other people. 

He goes into the library between classes 
because it is a good place to see familiar 
faces, and to make a date for the football 
game. He has no intention of studying. 
He engages in a conversation completely 
foreign to school work, talking in a loud 
whisper or a low murmur which distracts 
the student who is trying to study. He plac-
es his feet on the chair opposite him, leans 
back in his chair and blocks passage be-
tween tables or makes access to the refer-
ence material shelved on the walls prac-
tically impossible. He sees his best girl 
friend across the room, shoves his chair 
back, and hurries to meet her, completely 
disregarding others. 

With not merely one student but many 
doing these or similar things, the reading 
room is thrown into confusion. The atmos-
phere is not conducive to study. Even the 
most studious one finds it difficult to ac-
complish much under these conditions. 

Have you ever thought what you would 
do if the college did not have a library for 
your use? Not only does it aid you in the 
preparation of various courses, but access 
to the library shelves furnishes you with 
reading material for leisure time. 

Outside reading in current periodicals 
and reference books has become an essen-
tial of every course today. The Tech li-
brary offers every student the opportunity 
of better class preparation affording wider 
knowledge and we, as enrollees of the col-
lege, should show our appreciation and 
consideration for others by making it a 
place to really concentrate on our work.
