Wisconsin Senator Flays 
Republican Tactics In 

Press Conference 

44WE have never drifted out 
of an economic crisis in 

the past, but have been pulled 
out by capital expenditure pur- 
poses," Senator Robert M. La- 
Follette of Wisconsin stated in 
his characteristically forceful 
manner Wednesday evening 
before eight hundred listeners in 
the High School auditorium. He 
lectured under the auspices of the 
college artist course. 

"The war and the policies under 
which it was fought speeded up 
wealth and accumulation of eco- 
nomic power," the senator empha-
sized. The audience applauded 
when the senator declared: "We 
should maintain peace at any 
cost," and again when he said, 
"Despite the tremendous debts pil-
ed up in the last few years, we 
have no corpses to apologize for." 

"Wages Seem High" 

"While wages seemed high in 
the time of war, they took an eco- 
nomic dive as they faded in pro- 
portion to service given," he stat- 
ed. Continuing, he added that dur- 
ing the boom period corporate sur- 
pluses piled up until they mounted 
to many millions of dollars. 

"The stock market boom wiped 
out huge blocs of purchasing pow-
er which would have helped carry 
us through the economic crisis," 
the speaker pointed out. 

Points Out Falacy 
In continuation of his discussion 

of economic crises in the United 
States, Senator La Follette stated 
that one of the biggest [alleles 
ever existing in the country is the 
Idea that " the crisis would have 
worked itself out in its own way." 
Americans have had to pull them-
selves out of every crisis in their 
history, he explained. 

Of stocky build, the Senator 
hardly looked the part of a promi-
nent statesman he has played In 
the Senate since elected to succeed 
his father in 1925. La Follette is 
scarcely 5 1-2 feet in height. His 
thick, shaggy black hair greys at 
the temples. 

Holds Press Parley 
While entertaining a press aud-

ience in his hotel suite, La Fol-
lette stated he felt certain the ma-
jority of popular and electoral 
votes in the general election would 
re-elect Roosevelt, but that the 
"overwhelming" majority both 
places came as a surprise. 

"The result was significant be- 
cause it indicates that the nation's 
voters are no longer influenced by 
fear, blind prejudices, and the

Coed Makes High 
Score In English 
Placement Tests 

Enna Alberta Barnett, Lubbock, 
made the highest grade on the 
"Cooperative English Test" given 
to eight hundred and fifty fresh-
men students this month. Scoring 
a grade of 236, Miss Barnett rank-
ed only three points below the 
highest grade made in Texas. 

The top score recorded In Texas 
is 239, while only 67 students in 
the state last year made a score 
of 190 or over. 

Eight other students who scored 
over 190 were: Jane Wilson, 202; 
Donald Doherty, 195; Ferrelline 
Tucker, 193; and Nannie Margaret 
Overton, all of Lubbock; Arthur 
Sullivan Reinhart, Del Rio, 205; 
Eileen Clair Crosby, Borger, 202; 
Marjorie Grace Whetstone, Plain-
view, 201; and E. L. Howard, Post, 
192. 

The test, prepared by the Am-
erican Council on Education, is 
used to measure the high schools 
of the state and find the scope 
of the average first year student's 
English background.

APPEALS FOR CONCRETE TENNIS COURTS 
To the Editor: 

Texas Tech must bow her proud head to many 
of her smaller rivals in one issue, without doubt. 
Visitors to Tech are shocked to learn that the 
third largest school in the state of Texas has 
not a single hard surfaced tennis court. It 
makes one wonder if we deserve to be the third 
largest in the state when one remembers that 
the University of Texas has more hard surfaced 
courts than they know how to use. 

The University has had no many cement 
courts and well-worked, surfaced, clay courts 
that now they are building them out of a rub-
ber-composition which is supposed to be the last 
word in tennis courts at the present time. It 
seems that Tech is content with not having 
even one hard surfaced cement court at the 
cost of about five hundred dollars while the Uni-
versity must look around and build their courts 
at the cost of not less than one thousand dollars 
each. 

• • 	• 
Of course Tech is not yet in the class of the 

University of Texas, the West Texas State 
Teachers college at Canyon, or Hardin-Simmons 
Or ACC at Abilene. The West Tex. State Teach-
ers college at Canyon with an enrollment of 
about 1500 has at present four good cement 
courts, two of them enclosed by ten foot rock 
walls, and has been granted funds for two more. 

Hardin-Simmons, whom Tech would not con-
descend to play at football, now has three good 
Cement courts and is building a fourth to be 
surfaced with crushed brick dust which is sup-
posed to be excellent playing surface. ACC 
with an enrollment this term of 571, has a pair 
of very pretty cement courts laid out and used 
regularly. 

Tech students, why don't we take it into our 
own hands to do something about the situation. 
The students at Tech, by thronging Tech's shod-
dy dirt courts on a decent day, indicate that 
they are enthusiastic about tennis. As long as 
we are solisx to be generous with our student 
activity fee and vote some for people to take 
trips, buy uniforms, or nearly anything else 
that someone may suggest, why shouldn't we 
decide that charity begins at home and help 
orselves by voting some of this fee for a year u 
or two for cement courts, something which a 
great percentage of the student body will ap-
preciate this year and next year and as long as 
Tech exists'
