Ernest Joiner, president of t h e 
club, will talk on "What Shall We 
Do About the Mexican Oil Expro-
priation?" and "How We Can Im-
prove Our Latin-American Policy?" 
will be discussed by Garth Thomas. 

Joiner, taking the side of t h e 
Mexican government, will defend 
the posftion that  it  In absurd Da. ; 
the United States to contend that 
a sovereign state like Mexico can- 
not expropriate alien property as 
public utility In furthering domes-
tic, social and economics readjust-
ment; that the "Colossus of t h e 
North" is not a fiction under Car-
denas, and that the effects of pro-
paganda issued by oil companies 
cannot be eradicated by govern- 
mental action. 

In discussing Latin - American 
policy Thomas will point out three 
logical ways in which it can be Im-
proved. First, by extensive trade 
and commerce, and more invest-
ments; second, by better coopera-
tion with the Latin-American un-
ions, and third, through exchange 
of students and professor in order 
to come to a better understanding. 

After the program there will be 
brief business meeting. T h e 

meeting will be held at 7,30 o'clock 
Monday night in Room 216 of the 
Administration building.

Mark Wood, 1931 graduate of the 
textile engineering school, has re- 
turned to Tech to do research work 
for the government 

Since the year of his graduation, 
Wood's many positions have taken 
him all over the nation. Among 
his positions in the textile field 
have been jobs with mills in Geor- 
gia, New York and a hosiery mill 
in New Braunfels, Texas. He even 
served as assistant editor of the 
Textile World. a textile magazine 
published by the McGraw-Hill Pub- 
lishing company. 

Wood is now employed by the 
U. S. Bureau of Agriculture in its 
textile and clothing division. His 
work Is a research project in which 
he is spinning yarn to be used in 
women's full-fashioned hosiery to 
promote the use of long staple 
cotton.

Years ago, women would travel 

many miles under hard conditions. 
to attend school, Dr. Justin pointed 
out. "Today. I find that college 
girls have lost the zest for school. 
log." Dr , Justin gave as four pos-
sible causes for this, first, thereto., 
second, fear of seeming to have a 
mind, third, fear of upsetting the 
elationship now existing between 

men and woman, and fourth. a de- 
sire to avoid responsibility on the 
part of college women. 

"Our grandmothers and mothers 
bridged yesterday to today. It is 
our duty to link today and tomor- 
row. Women must strengthen their 
sense of responsibility to their com- 
munity and their obligation to so-
ciety and of citizenship," Dean 
Justin added.

Dr. 0. A. Kinchen, professor 
of history at Tech said, "I think 
the book may well be considered 
a social novel depicting the 
farmer as dispossessed by the in-
dustrial age." 

"I do not think the book ad-
visable reading material for adol-
escents; however, I do think all 
college students and adults 
should read the book," advised 
Prof. Cecil Horne, head of the 
journalism department. 

"I would like my children to 
read the book," said Mrs. Miriam 

Blake, mother of m.,,•11 children 
and book reviewer on KFYO 
Monday night broadcasts. "I 
think that even children should 
be taught to face present social 
evils." 

President Roosevelt in a recent 
speech on child welfare stated, 
"I was deeply impressed with 
Steinbeck's 'Grapes of Wrath," 
and even went so far as to sug-
gest some solution to the prob-
lem, perhaps the setting aside 
of tracts of land in the states of 
Oregon and Washington that 
aould be purchased and colonized 
by dispossessed farmers with 
government aid."

pus clubs, and except in one respect every can-
didate's platform varies from that of his op-
ponents. Every candidate has made it part of 
his campaign to ask every undergraduate stu-
dent to vote regardless of whom he intends to 
vote for. 

Candidates have several reasons for asking 
students to vote, and surprising as it may seem, 
this part of their campaign is almost entirely 
unselfish. Their first reason seems to be their 
desire to see Tech as an ideal or model demo-
cratic institution with a large percentage of 
eligible citizens voting. Also they recognize 
how much each of these jobs should mean to ev-
ery Tech student. They realize that men elected 
in the coming elections will be paid out of the 
students' pockets and that they will be res-
ponsible for the  continuance or breaking of 
good will among Lubbock and West Texas peo-
ple and merchants. They also realize that of-
ficers elected may bring added publicity to 
Tech. 

Those candidates who are elected would like 
to know that they had been hired by a majority 
of Tech students. Likewise losing candidates 
hate to feel that they have been defeated by a 
minority of the students when a majority might 
have hired them. 

Besides being an improvement to Tech and 
Tech politics, a vote by a really large majority 
of students would furnish bits of much needed 
publicity for the school in large newspapers ov-
er the nation. 

Ballot boxes supervised by members of the 
student council will be placed at a central point 
in each division of the college. Enrollment as 
an undergraduate in the division will be t h e 
prerequisite to voting. The secret ballot is used 
so that no one knows whom you are voting for. 
So, regardless of your classification, look over 
each candidate; and they by all means cast 
your vole. 

Save Those 'Boos . ... 

I ACK of ability might not have contributed 
so much to the defeat of the Phillips' Flyers 

basketball team Saturday night. The Tech team, 
ably and effectively supported by an audience 
which "booed" and "hooted" the Phillips' play-
ers, made quite a showing. For the team there 
is nothing but praise, and for the audience noth-
ing but condemnation for an evening of un-
sportsmanlike, ungentlemanly conduct. 

When a Phillips' player scored a basket, he 
got nothing for his trouble but cat-calls. When 
a foul was called upon a Tech player, the ref-
eree was appropriately chastised with invectives 
ranging from innocent jibes to a questionable 
summary of the worthy man's character. As 
far as spectators were concerned, Phillips' was 
unfair, arrogant, rough, incompetent, a n d 
should be hanged to the rafters. 

Few teams can do their best under such ad-
verse conditions. The Phillips' team was a guest 
of Texas Tech, the organization is highly res-
pected all over the United States for its ability 
and sportsmanship, and it is regrettable that it 
observed the ethics of Mr. George College Man 
on this campus. Not only do students do them-
selves an injustice, but such incidents have a 
habit of traveling around the country, prejudic-
ing other teams who strive to play good, clean, 
sportsmanlike blsketball without having to take 
into consideration a couple of thousand specta-
tors "fouling" them from the bleachers. 

Some referees have made a practice of al-
lowing players free throws at the basket when 
an audience interferes with the game. In high 
school, it is not unusual for a player who has 
been fouled and subsequently "hooted" off the 
floor as a result. to be given one, two or more 
throws at the basket until the nuisance has 
abated. That practice in Tech gymnasium would 
unquestionably eliminate the evil. 

Such conduct springs from no desire to help 
the home team, it puts it in a poor light, it in-
terferes with the play of the visitors, and ev-
ery student who participated in the side-line 
play Saturday night should be genuinely a-
shamed of his actions. 

Home Economics Is Active .. 

NOT the largest division . . . but a wide- 
awake one . .

Recent authorities to visit on the campus 
were Miss Ruth Huey, state director of vocatio-
nal homemaking, and Dr. Margaret Justin, dean 
of home economics at the Kansas State Agri-
culture college.

Special field events, 13 of them, 
are in Group C. Competition in 
four events of this group is re-
quired of competitors for the all-
round title. Listed in this division 
are baseball throw for distance. 
baseball throw for accuracy, bas-
