Current Chaos In Mexico, 
Delays Holden In Plan 
To Further Research 

Current disturbances in Mexico 
causes postponement of the pro-
posed summer anthropolgy field 
trip into Central and Southern 
Mexico until the second semester 
of summer school, according to an-
nouncement from the office of Dr. 
W. C. Holden, dean and director 
of archaeological and sociological 
research. 

The U. S. Department of State 
issued warning this week through 
the American Automobile Associa-
tion that travel on the Pan-Ameri-
can highway through Mexico was 
unsafe for United States citizens 
until conditions are more settled. 

OM ,  the day before the Mexican 
govcrirnent had announced that 
the highway would be open and 
safe throughout the summer, but 
according to latest press bulletins 
the revolting General Cadillo and 
rebel troops are occupying a sec-
tion through which the Pan-Amer-
ican route passes. 

The expedition was scheduled to 
leave June 8, returning July 14 
after excursions into eight Mexi-
can towns and villages from Mex-
ico City which will be the base of 
activities. The new date Is tenta-
tively set at July 19, with the party 
returning August 23.

We would in no way detract from the 
positions built up by the campus figures 
who are pointed out, lionized and empha-
sized as the epitmoization of the life col-
legiate. Probably half that number at-
tained that level through no fault of their 
own. But the other portion which included 
those who had to resort to collegiate-ness, 
to being a joiner for no reason other than 
the wish to belong, to making individual 
spectacles on the dance floor, in the amuse-
ment places and elsewhere—they hurt the 
word "popular" and make it smack of 
implication instead of approbation. 

The striving to be among the select 
group has harmed many a student, count-
ing those who clambered up to the heights, 
alike, because they lost sight of the broad-
er aims of college and centered on a vision 
of transient popularity. Consider that the 
next time the remark is heard anent elec-
tions, "We don't want to make this vote 
into a straight popularity contest." There's 
more than a dram of reason behind the 
statement. 

To be popular is pleasant—it should be 
regarded thus and never made an end to 
strive toward during the college career. If 
it comes honestly and naturally, all right, 
go ahead and be popular. The attainment 
should be a natural one and a sidelight, 
never a highlight toward which many 
strive and back from which heights many 
tumble, gloryless.--The Tech Talk

Of course we cannot sit back quietly and 
watch stiflin" political creeds smothering 
nor civil''ation and the freedom of our 
fellows. We must fi"ht these creeds with

press and our TOREADOR days come to an 
end. 

According to the policy statement print-
ed in our first edition we have endeavor-
ed to represent the student body at all 
times free from duress or outside influ-
ence, and to treat all persons equal and 
fair in an unbiased manner while working 
for the best interests of Texas Tech as we 
saw them. 

While trying to follow this policy we 
have stepped on the toes of the college ad-
ministration, faculty members, city offi-
cials and some students alike. NO malice 
was intended at any time and we trust 
that contentions and suggestions were ac-
cepted in the same spirit in which they 
were written. 

We have commented on timely subjects 
free from restriction. We have never be-
lieved in 'sacred cows' and do not now. 
Where the press is concerned we believe 
that administration and students alike are 
on the same footing when their actions 
express contempt for democracy, ethics or 
the best interests of the college. We are 
convinced that when our forefathers made 
such a noble stand to establish freedoin of 
the press to the extent of placing it in the 
constitution of the United States govern-
ment after thorough consideration and 
long argumentative debate, that they had 
concluded democracy depended upon a 
press with a backbone, one that would 
figuratively think and speak for itself free 
from the pressure of obligations and 'sa-
cred cows'. We sincerely believe that the 
check and balance of the press is a staunch 
factor in discouraging would-be dictators 
and corrupt politicians and that it is a 
vital necessity to the welfare of any com-
munity.

His friends will fight for him and his 
undesired enemies often pounce upon his 
mistakes and stretch them to gigantic pro-
portions, too often getting away from the 
truth. 

We do not apologize for any of our ed-
itorial stands this year as we regret none 
of them. Every issue was carefully planned 
and in our opinion was for the betterment 
of the college. We are only sorry that we 
have to leave and cannot continue to work 
for the fastest growing and best college 
in the world; Texas Tech, our alma mater 

Our editorials have shown profitable 
results for the school this year but insti-
tutional needs are still many. We need a 
union building, a gymnasium, auditorium, 
dormitories, swimming pool, additional 
classroom space, completion of campus 
buildings according to original plans, and 
general repair as well as other things, such 
as planting of grass and trees on the cam-
pus. 

We are grateful to our faithful staff and 
the many other friends who have stood by 
us and regret that our position was such 
as to form a few enemies. We hope that 
the hatchet will be buried with our depar-
ture from the horseshoe desk of the TOREA-
DOR.

"Wind Over Wisconsin" by Au-

gust Derleth is a well-written nov-
el which takes the reader back 
into the years when the Western 
part of the United States was be-
ing settled. It has a strange power 
which makes one feel that he is 
still living in the time when men 
carried pistols and ran from the 
Indians. 

The novel has for its setting the 
Sac Prairie Country during the 
early nineteenth century. This per-
iod was one of great danger and 
many thrills when the last of the 
Indians we roaming the plains. 
The author

er 
 is somewhat a poet 

who loves his native Wisconsin as 
it must have been a century ago, 
heavy forests and rolling prairies 
present a heaven of paradise and 
the author's description of them 
is excellent. 

Concerns Trappers 
Chalfonte Pirneau, main charac-

ter of the story, is among a mot-
ley crew of trappers who pushed 
their way to the Mississippi river. . 
He lived a benevolent, feudal life 
in an old rock house that had al-
ready stood for forty years by a 
bend in the Wisconsin river. He 
ran a fur trade on land his father, 
a refugee from France, had bought 
from the Indians. His great power, 
to be good to and make friends 
with. the Indians helped him re-
markably in his trading. He was 
a very close friend of the chief, 
Black Hawk. 

The story reaches its highest 
point of interest when the Indians 
and Pireau object to the white 
men coming into their country and 
destroying their freedom. He hates 
to see the people ruin his for trade 
which was providing a good living 
for him and the many Indians who 
worked with him. 

Has Two Them. 
"Wind Over Wisconsin" has two 

major themes. One of action—the 
events of the Black Hawk War 
which relate the seige of his home 
and how his young wife was fat-
ally injured. And another of con-
templation—an inner conflict of 
Pirneau who is forced into politi-
cal affairs, but who remains a 
stubborn idealist, unable to com-
promise with what he regards as 
fundamentally right. 

These two themes are united 
and finally realize the romance 
between Pirneau and Madeline, 
sister of his dead wife. The story 
moves with an ever stately pace, 
and the research in the real life-
like history of the country is well 
done.
