Audience Enjoys 
Game More From 
Newsreel Angle 

Why are newsreel football 
games so much easier for the 
audience to follow than for fans 
on the sideline? 

William F. Tanner, Browns-
ville, graduate assistant in geol-
ogy who admits himself to be 
"a veteran camera bug since 
he was twelve years of age 
says it is all a matter of the 
way one looks at the plays—
through the camera. 

Tanner listed reasons for the 
greater clearness of the proj-
ected games under four head-
ings: 

1. The camera angle from 
above, plus long focus teles-
copic lens puts the spectator 
right over the quarterback's 
shoulder., 

2. A high speed film slows 
down the action and permits 
details and by-plays are elim-
inated by the photographer 
and film editor. 

4. Even when filming from 
the sidelines and the camera 
angle is not very good, results 
are improved by keeping the 
camera ins uch a position that 
the play is always coming to- 
ward the photographer. 

The professional cameraman 
most be a football expert. Tan-
ner said. He has to know when 
the losing side Is going to kick, 
passe  try an end run. The 
camera must be focused a lit-
tle in the lead of the ball just 
as the hunter's gun leads the 
game on the wing. 

Tanner intends to take mov-
ing pictures of the homecoming 
game getween Tech and Du-
quesne.

etable seeds are to be kept at the 
cold constant of 18 degrees which 
more nearly represents the temp- 
erature ratio of winter soils." 

Worked In Austin 

The seed analyist outlined steps 
whereby producers and sellers sub- 
mit samples and the measures tak- 
en in the laboratory for the test- 
ing and germination proces. He 
worked three years in Austin at a, 
similar station to the one which 
will be operated on the Tech cam- 
pus. 

When a seed sample is received 
at a germinating laboratory it is 
first run through a mixer in order 
to insure a uniform quality of 
good and had seed and impurities. 
Then the seeds are placed on a 
glass which is located over slant- 
ing surfaces that reflect light in 
such a way that they can be sep- 
arated by sieve and forceps into 
four classifications: pure seed, 
other commercial seeds, weed seeds. 
and Inert material. 

Two hundred of the pure seed 
are placed in two blotters and put 
into trays in the germinators which 
hold 12 such samples. There they 
remain from 3 to 7 days, the time 
it takes for adequate sprouting. 
Good healthy seeds from both blot- 
ters are taken as an average in 

regard to the usability of th 
sample. 

Room H. Hotplate 
The room will have two radia-

tors and a gas hotplate on which 
the trays will be sterilized to de-
stroymould that forms in the 
trough. 

"Cotton seeds are to be treated 
a little differently." Peltier contin-
ued. "Some of them will be soaked 
and placed in two lots of 50 each 
and then put in the germinator 
along with 50 unsoaked seeds. This 
test will show advantages of con-
trolled methods of planting against 
ordinarymeans as practiced by 
farmers." 

Peltier pointed out that seeds-
men formerly were compelled to 
send samples to the laboratory at 
Austin. According to his estimates, 
a saving of 80 hours or thereabouts 
will be gained by locating the sta-
tion at Lubbock. It Is not neces-
sary to have tests made of salable 
quantities under ten pounds.

EQUIPMENT for a state seed -But certain clovers and most veg- 

testing and germinating lab- 
oratory will be installed this week 
in a new room on the west end of 
the aggie annex building, E. J. 
Peltier, state seed analyist, who 
has charge of the project, an- 
nounces. 

-The purpose of this laboratory 
Is to promote production of better 
seed and to eradicate notelet. 
weeds and grasses," Peltier said. 
"This is in conformance to a state 
law which requires that all seeds- 
men must have samples of differ- 
ent seed tested before they can 
sell any for planting purposes." 

Has Two Germinators 
The laboratory will have two ger- 

minators which will be maintained 
at standard temperatures while 
seeds are sprouting. For sorghums 
the centigrade thermometer will 
read 32 degrees for one germinator 
and 18 degrees for the other. Dur- 
ing the day the seed will be placed 
in the one with the higher temp- 
erature which represents as nearly 
as experimentors have been able to 
determine, the average tempera- 
ture of the soil during the days of 
the spring planting season. The 
lower reading is considered the in- 
dex of nightly temperatures at the 
same time.

Abide By Regulations Of Council 
And Establish Traditional Bonfire 

ACCOMPANYING the authorization of a 
bonfire to be conducted on the campus 

November 10 were certain restrictions de-
signed to guard against repitition of actions 
which caused the traditional bonfire to be 

banned from the campus several years ago. 
Only material collected by the student 

council in a legitimate manner may be used 

on the bonfire-. Freshmen will be prohibit-
ed from collecting material. Students must 
be responsible for any damage caused by 
violation of rules. Representatives of the 
student council and the Saddle Tramps 
will patrol the fire and properly extenguish 
it. 

The Toreador, in promising support of 
the bonfire plans prior to presentation of a 
petition to the administrative council, re-
alized the value of the bonfire and accomp-
anying rally in stimulating college spirit 
and in creating a setting familiar to alumni 
here for Homecoming. 

The bonfire was abandoned five years 
ago because the administration believed ill 
will was being created between Lubbock 
residents and the college because of created 
damage. A storm of complaints reached 
the college. One was that a door had been 
taken from a residence; another, that fire 
material had been dragged from the prem-
ises of a widow with sick children. 

If such occurrences are repeated, bon-
fires will be banned permanently. In grant-
ing the petition the administrative council 
specified that "this is not a precedent for 
legal authorization of an annual bonfire, 
but only a grant as an experiment for 
this one occasion". 

Bonfires held for several years created 
a colorful stage for one of the most enthu-
siastic gatherings of the college year. They 
were well attended and student spirits 
ran high. 

We may aid this year by using any in-
fluence we may have with merchants in 
prevailing upon them to give material to 
council members for the bonfire. If we go 
further and violate any of the "nays" set 
down by the administration, however, we 
will only push a tradition toward a swift 
death. 

A Protest 

SENATE passage of the persuasive resolu- 
tion suggesting the admittance of Har-

din-Simmons, Texas Tech, and St. Mary's 
to the Southwest conference has been the 
source of 'considerable discussion concern-
ing such a proposal and the ultimate result 
of such action. 

Those who understand the movement 
know that the Senate has no control over 
the sectional association and could not force 
the issue. However, it is also clear that rec-
ognition of the Senate resolution by confer-
ence officials might greatly affect the fut-
ure of those schools involved. 

In every section of Texas, schools in the 
Southwest conference have enthusiastic 
alumni and former students. Under pres-
ent membership, the organization has no 
representative in West Texas, and therefore 
does not schedule games west of Fort 
Worth, the western extremity of confer-
ence representation. 

Too few people realize that the associa-
tion is not merely a football group, but in-
stead that it requires its membership to 
maintain high standards in both education-
al and athletic departments. Both Texas 
Tech and Hardin-Simmons feel that they 
can measure up to those standards and can 
supply the necessary opposition to bring 
conference football and other athletics to 
followers of this gridiron association who 
live in West Texas. 

It seems fitting at this time that both 
administrative and student representatives 
of Hardin-Simmons and Texas Tech start 
working together for the common good of 
both schools.

Practical Training 

ONE purpose of college training is to give 
the student the necessary knowledge 

and ability to fill the business position he 
will enter upon graduation. However im-
portant this aim may be, the student must 
realize that it is not accomplished by gath-
ering only a mass of facts. 

Learning where to get facts, instead of 
the facts themselves, is much more import-
ant to the graduate, many officials of lead-
ing American businesses believe as shown 
by a survey taken by Professor Paul F. 
Cooper of Texas College of Arts and Indus-
tries. These business men state that the 
persons they employ must have a sound 
background of the principles of business, 
applicable with training to the field they 
choose. Clear thinking and writing, also, 
are necessary. 

Good ideas, with tact in presenting 
them, and tolerance in accepting prevalent 
business policies, some of the officials will 
demand of employees. Understanding and 
reasoning, instead of knowing, however, 
are the most common and essential require-
ments. 

This means, then, that the student can-
not afford to concern himself only with 
memory work and details. He must take 
the broader view, accept the new meaning 
of "college education", and prepare himself 
with understanding and the will to contin-
ue learning on entering his new profession.

Both 
fulls have carried their share of 
the burden in the encounters thus 
far, and both are carded to lug 
the mail to good advantage when 
the invading Matadors seek re-

enge. 

The win over Ted Cox's Aggies 
gave the Mats their first win away 
from home since they downed St. 
Mar's in San Antonio in 1935. It 
also proved to Raider supporters 
that at last the Plainsmen have 
hit their stride. After dropping 
three early season tilts, the Mats 
have come through with three 
straight wins over tough teams, 
teams that they have roundly out-
played. 

Use Running Attack

The nursery school will be oper-

ated throughout the year by home 
economics students, Miss Sannie 
Callan, head professor of child de-
velopment and family relations, 
said. The school will probably op- 
en the second semester. 

Children from two and one-half 
to four and one-half years will be 
enrolled In the school. They are 
required to have a thorough phys-
ical examination before entering, 
and full cooperation of their par-
ents in necessary. 

A Ilegistered nurse will be main-
tained to give the children medical 
inspection each morning. Flora 
Lan e Loveless, graduate, and 
Gladys Pierce, senior home eco-
nomics student assist in taking 
care of the pre-school children. 

Plans are for the school to be 
open morning from 9 to 12 o'clock. 
A mid-morning lunch will be serv- 
ed the infants, and a lunch at 
11:30 o'clock. the rest of the time 
spent in play. 

The nutrition department will 
plan meals and direct feeding of 
the children.
