Romance and rarity are the back-

ground of a textile exhibit now 

on display in the show case in the 

entrance of the Home Economics 

building. 
An Oriental opera cloak, of either 

Persian or Indian weave, made of 

cashmere, and a large silk shawl 

make up the display. 
The articles were brought to the 

building for exhibit by Carrie Jane 
and Mary Thomas, home economics 
students of Lubbock. 

The opera cloak was ordered 
from France by the grandfather 
of the two girls, and was a gift to 
his bride over a hundred years ago. 
It Is an ankle-length wrap, bro-
caded in a paisley design in red 
and black on a tan background. It 
fastens at the neck with an orna-
mental clasp. 

The shawl was brought from Ger-
many by the great grandmother 
of the Thomas sisters more than a 
century ago. It is about five feet 
square, with a wide fringe around 
it. It Is beige color and has an 
all-over pattern in silk embroidery. 
It Is believed to have been mode In 
Italy or China, and is thought to 
have been used for an evening

Pederson re-
mains in Dallas in Renner's place 
as Tech representative at the meet-
ing of the International Association 
Ice Cream Manufacturers and the 
International Association of Milk 
Dealers. 

The Dairy Products show, Oct, 
23 to 27, is held in connection with 
a meeting of the International As-
sociation of Ice Cream. Dairy Ma-
chinery and Supply Men, Inc.

Renner To Speak 
At Dairy Meeting 

In Dallas Monday 
K. M. Renner, head professor of 

dairy manufacturing, leaves Mon-
day for Dallas to attend a meeting 
of the International Association of 
Ice Cream Manufacturers, and the 
International Association of Milk 
Dealers, Oct. 18 to 23. 

Speaks Tuesday 
Mr. Renner is scheduled to speak 

Tuesday afternoon before the plant 
and laboratory section of the plant 
cream manufacturers association 
on "A Modified Vacuum Method 
for Determining Total Solids in 
Ice Cream", including cream made 
from condensed, skimmed, and ev-
aporated milk. This process has 
been worked out by members of the 
department of dairy manufacturers 
at Tech and has aroused consider-
able interest, Renner said, inquiries 
having come from as far away as 
England. 

Committeeman 
Wednesday, Mr. Renner will be 

in Fort Worth in capacity of chair- 
man of the agricultural livestock 
committee of the Texas State Manu- 
facturers asociation. This will be 
the group's first quarterly meeting 
of the year and the first since Ren- 
ner was appointed chairman. The 
comittee will discuss the advisabil- 
ity of establishing a consumer's 
council for agriculture and live- 
stock products; methods for grad- 
ing and standardization of dairy 
products in Texas; and national 
uniform standards for butter. 

Mr. Renner leaves Dallas Thurs-
day, Oct. 22, for New Orleans with 
the college dairy products judging 
team. M. G. Pederson, associate 
profesor of dairy manufacturing, 
who accompanies the team as far 
as Dallas, then assumes Renner's 
place as Tech representative at 
the association meeting.

Dean Gordon Addresses 

Student Y Groups On 
Tech Government 

Dean James M. Gordon, head of 
the division of arts and sciences, 
addressed the Tech YMCA and 
YWCA Thursday evening in s joint 
meeting on "Can We Have Student 
Government?" 

"In 1925," he said, "we had con-
vocation in the mule barn or stock 
pavilion as it Is now called, and 
students were offered the privilege 
of self government. A woman took 
charge immediately, but the idea 
did not go over." Dean Gordon 
said, however, that he was sure 
the student body could govern it-
self now with success if given a 
chance. 

.Learn By Doing" 
"We learn to do by doing, we 

learn social ideas and etiquette by 
using them every day, and we may 
learn to govern ourselves , by prac-
ticing government. 

"The student council through 
election by the students is very 
near student government," he said. 
"and if the college has student co-
operation it may be just as satis-
factory." 

Discussion 

After the address, Norman Dav-
is. vice-president of the Men's as-
eiciation, lead a discussion of the 
success of student self government 
on other campuses. Davis had sent 
out a questionnaire to the major 
college in the United States, and 
the answers showed that in 89 per 
cent of the colleges or universities 
where student government has  
been used, it has been successful. 
Of all the universities the average 
number of student voting In the 
school elections was 58 per cent of 
the student bodies. Sixety-one per 
cent of the schools said that there 
was no friction between the student 
government and the administration. 
The main school against the idea 
was the University of Missouri. 

Davis expiamed that student 
governments regulate such things 
as rushing, initiation, and social 
activities.

Engineering Group 
A goal that has long been worked 

for was attained when the local 
Society for the Promotion of En-
gineering Scholarship was awarded 
a chapter In the national Tau Beta 
Pi association at a national con-
vention of the association In Aust-
tin Thursday. 

Representatives from Tech at-
tended the convention In Austin 
October 14-16 to defend the peti-
tion sent in last April 1. Those from 
the college attending were: Dean 
0. V. Adams, dean of the engineer-
ing division; Bill McDavid, John R. 
Pierce, Winton Rochelle and Max 
Nuttall, all officers of the S. P. E. S. 
and Wayland Merriman, president 
of A. S. C. E. 

Founded 1885 
This association was founded at 

Lehigh university in 1885 and now 
has 70 chapters distributed among 
the leading engineering schools of 
the country. It has for its purpose 
the marking of men who have 
stood in the highest group through 
their college engineering work. Ad-
ditional requirements are leader-
ship, personality, and character. 

Work For Tech Chapter 
The first active work to obtain 

a chapter for Texas Technological 
college was done by W. J. Miller, 
former dean of engineering. It was 
found that chapters would be grant-
ed only where local organizations 
of a similar nature had been in 
existence for a period of at least 
two years. After leaving Tech. 
Dean Miller left the organizing of 
the local S. P. E. S. to Professor 
Godeke. In 1932 the organization 
was started and the petition mail-
ed to the executive officers and 
to individual chapters last spring. 
The petition was approved by the 
executive council, sending C. H. 
Spencer, national president, to the 
campus to investigate the college 
and local organization. 

The "Bent", publication of the 
association, stated In its spring 
issue that the petition from Texas 
Tech was one of the best ever 
presented to the association for 
membership.

The senior dairy cattle judging 
team returned from the National 
Dairy Cattle show et Columbus, 
Ohio, Wednesday. after winning 
seventeenth place in the judging 
competition. 

Casey Fine, instructor In animal 
husbandry and coach of the team 
said that 25 teams fiorn all over 
the United States were entered. 
Texas A. and M. college won first 
place, and Oklahoma A. and M. 
took second honors, thereby com-
pleting a sweep of the highest 
awards for teams from west of 
the Mississippi. 

"Competition was very keen," 
Fine said. "Illinois, who usually 
ranks high, was eighteenth." Mich-
igan State college had high point 
man J. W. Bradley and Texas A. 
and M. had the fourth highest in-
dividual. 

The team varied a little from the 
announced traveling schedule, Fine 
said, by stopping at the University 
of Illinois In Champagne, where 
some fine dairy cattle were viewed.

Safety Education 
TRAFFIC safety education, a course in 

safety instruction as applied to traffic 
regulation and control. automobile oper-
ation and safety inspection, is listed under 
the Division of Engineering in the 1937-38 
Texas Tech catalogue. An objection to this 
course is that it is open only to teachers 
who hold state driver's licenses. The exten-
sive campaign for safe driving begun last 
year should include compulsory classes in 
automobile instruction for all college stu-
dents. Many high schools have far advanced 
over higher educational institutions by of-
fering courses in safety education. 

The first experiment in America 
teach children in a public school room how 
to manage a car on the highways in actual 
situations was conducted by the Lane Tech-
nical high school in Chicago. An elaborate 
model highway, extensive enough to permit 
the operation of 15 cars at one time, and de-
signed to provide all the situations which a 
motorist is likely to meet is used there. In-
structor William A Sears can easily ident-
ify an erring driver in his class in a crit-
ical monment as illustrated on the motion 
screen used or the model highway. The 
students sit in seats from complete auto-
mobiles, shorn of all other parts except 
crankcases, instrument boards, and the con-
trols which connect with lights on two big 
panels at the rear of the room. The lights 
show different colors for use of the gas, 
brake, gear shift and clutch. 
IN the fall of 1935 the proposal that every 

school child should be taught to drive 
was still untried except in a few communi-
ties where the movement was sponsored by 
great believers in it: Dr. Winton J. White, 
superintendent of schools in Englewood, 
New Jersey. and Professor Amos E. Ney-
hart, of Pennsylvania State College. 

A glance at statistics which held that 
there was an increase in auto accidents 
shows the desperate need for some such 
program. The satisfactory results of safety 
education in the lower grades proves the 
value of such an undertaking. 

Pioneer states in this program are New 
Jersey, Connecticut and Pennsylvania. 
There are more than 80 high schools in 
New Jersey that offer such instruction. 
The movement is now being sponsored by 
the National Congress of Parents and 
Teachers, the American Automobile Asso-
ciation. and the National Safety Council. 
Chamber of Commerce, automobile manu-
facturers. and other business organizations 
are beginning to cooperate in furnishing 
cars necessary for actual highway training. 
Twenty states have courses or have pub-
lished manuals for safety instruction. 
These courses involve not only a study of 
accident statistics and traffic regulation but 
first hand investigations by groups of stu-
dents. 

It is estimated that 7.500 children are 
spared from death each year. on an ave-
rage, by the program in our lower schools. 
This number should be doubled when our 
high schools get on the job. and trebled if 
our colleges adopt a similar plan of reduc-
ing traffic tragedies.

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Can Sensible Parking Obtain 
Under Present Road Conditions? 

THE combination of disagreeable weather 
and reckless driving has created much 

discomfort for college students this week. 
The mist and mush does not last always, of 
course, but the erratic thrusting of cold 
noses of automobiles into the faces of 
students will probably go on forever. 

Early this week a lone student pulled 
his coat about his ears and started across 
college avenue between tenth and main. 
Sprinkles of rain beat against the pavement 
and splashed his shoes. A car light flashed 

'down the street past him, then came a 
scream of tires skidding on the wet pave-
ment, a crash. Another Tech student lay 
helpless, to be hurried to the sanitarium in 
a noisey ambulance. 

Situations of this kind do not occur, of 
course, every day. but in the month of Aug-
ust Texas highway accidents brought death 
to 187 people, many of them college stu-
dents no doubt. Last month a minor mis-
hap occured at college avenue and Broad-
way. causing severe damage to one new 
automobile. At the intersection of Avenue 
X and thirteenth street.. three accidents 
in some of which calb.lge students were 
either hurt or frightened, occured within 
a few weeks.

M ITCH justifiable comment has been di- 
rected lately toward the paving project 

from the circular driveway to the engineer-
ing buildings and gymnasium. Students 
are expressing the belief that the work 
might have been finished some months 
ago. Those who walk from the dormitories 
across the campus north of the museum 
have this week experienced much difficul-
ty in crossing the sloppy streets. Tuesday 
a professor on his way to the textile build-
ing to lecture to a•class in government was 
held up so long that he missed his class. 
Another automobile became stuck ahead 
of him and another came in back, thus 
blocking his passage in either direction. 

The drainage system on the circular 
drive seems lacking in efifciency. It is 
inadequate to suit the need or debris is 
blocking the passage of excess water. Stu-
dents are having a great deal of difficulty 
crossing in many places each time there is 
a heavy shower. This situation is growing 
exceedingly discomforting. 

S INCE so much comment is arising to- 
ward incorrect parking on the drives 

in front of the buildings, it seems plausible 
for this department to suggest some of the 
reasons received from a survey. the ques-
tion being asked: "Why do you not park 
in specified spaces?" Many of the answers 
are to the effect that they are almost unen-
counterable, that when rains come they 
are to the effect that they are almost inac-
cessable. that when rains come they are 
made so slippery and nasty that no one 
wants to approach them. "Quagmire" is the 
word they give for the holes back of the 
administration and engineering buildings. 

In general these hazards mentioned 
have confronted both students and faculty 
members rather severely this week. and 
much interest has arisen in favor of their 
reasonable and immediate correction.

Two years ago the situation wasn't different 
from now, but there is so much Increasing dis-
comfort that something need be done about the 
situation. Students are hired as waiters and dish 
washers by practically all the boarding houses 
in Lubbock which feed college students. They 
receive in return for their labors, which amount 
to about eight hours per day. only approximately 
ten cents per hour. Is that just^ 

People who make money care not what 
others may make, except in the cases where 
their money-making schemes may be infringed 
upon. Those who help themselves do not always 
help others. 

I should like to appeal to the administration 
through the Toreador for some sort of consid- 
eration for those students who are being made 
by necessity rediculous. The college needs work 
out plans to the effect that boarding houses must 
pay the same wages or more per hour than NYA 
students receive. It is only fair to the institution 
and to the students who work that they be given 
what they earn. These jobs as waiters should 
be placed on an NYA basis and good wages 
should be paid. 

Long hours for three meals per day mean I,s 
time for work on college courses. No student 
who works eight hours during the daylight and 
takes 15 or 18 hours college work is able to get 
the most from his educational career. 

I'm for Tech and all it represents one hun-
dred per cent, but I am for the adjustment of 
such a vital problem asnow exists.
