Honors Prof. 

Dr. John Dowling, foreign lan-
guages department head, will go 
to Spain for a year's research 
under a Guggenheim Fellowship. 

DR.  DOWLING, one of eight 
Texas scholars to receive 1959-60 
grants' fro mthe John Simon Gug-
genheim Foundation, will study 
the life and work of Leandro Fer-
nandez de Horatio, Spanish dra-
matist and literary historian of 
the 18th and early 19th centuries.

It  was  revealed to TOREADOR 

reporters yesterday that Gayland 

Pool is living at the Presbyterian 

Youth Center and is studying for 

the ministry. 

David Richmond, director of  the 
Center, made the following com-

ments, "I will direct my staff  to 
search the quarters and take ap-

propriate action." 

HE  FURTHER STATED "I  am 
viewing the whole situation with 
grave concern and real apprehen-
sion.  I  am  confident that Mr. Pool 
must have known that bootleg-
ging is  an  illegal activitiy in the 
city of Lubbock." 

When the paper went to press 
it was not known whether Gay-
land Pool would plead "guilty"  or 
"not guilty," due to his aspirations 
to the Presbyterian ministry. 

GAYLAND MADE the follow-
ing comment, "You can't fight sin 
unless you  can  recognize it; ex-
perience is the best teacher." 

David stated, "Any of the con-
fiscated alcoholic beverages which 
might be credited  as  my property 
were strictly for medicinal pur-
poses." 

HUDGENS, who is presently 
Chief Justice of the Tech Supreme 
Court, commented "I  am  not mak-
ing any comment until I talk to 
ray mouthpiece."

OF TEXAS TECH ABOUT tit I I IN( 

YOUR USED BOOKS 
The other day a student came into the bookstore to sell a boil. 
he didn't wish to keep any more. Now it so happened. unfor-
tunately, that this particular book was of - a dying race . . . tha t 

is.  one no  longer used at Texas Tech, and the price we offered 
him for the book  was  considerably less than what he had paid 
for it. 
What happened is what one might expect. The student felt he 
wasn't being treated fairly. so  he kept the book he no longer 
needed, and which would soon be worth nothing, rather than 
accept what he thought was an unfair situation. 
Now all college stores have had students irritated at them for 
similar situations, and this time the experience set us to think-
ing. We know that 99% of the students in college are intelli-
gent and fair-minded people; when a student leaves the store 
dissatisfied. it is because we haven't clearly explained to him 
why the buy-back prices on books vary greatly. 
We're also concerned about what we feel must be this situation 
multiplied many hundreds of times during the "buy-back" sea-
son,  so  we have composed this bit of copy in  an  effort to help 
students understand the problems of the used book business and 
what determines the prices they receive. Through such under-
standing. we feel that both the students and the good will of the 
store will benefit. Since this  is  a college-operated facility, the 
interests of the student are also important to us. and hence the 
reason for our going into detail  as  to what determines the value 
of  a  used textbook before the end-of-the-term buy-back season 
t . 0171171011VCS: 

The books you have to sell at the end of the semester will usaii-
ly be of four types: 
It Books that will be used again the following term on this 
campus. 

12) Books that will be used again the following term at this 
campus  on  which we are overstocked with present inventory 

3) Books that are not scheduled to be used  on  this campus 
during the following term, but might possibly be used  a  year  
or two from now. 

IP Books which will no longer be used  on  this campus or which 
have been superseded by  a  new edition from the publisher. 

Rooks in the first category' are, of course, worth the most money. 
With the exception of  a  few  cases  where there are more books 
in our inventory than will be sold to later classes, these books 
are repurchased from students at 50% of their last selling prim . 

Books in the second category are purchased for varying price, 
somewhere between and what  we  could expect from  a  na-
tional wholesale used book buyer. Since  we  have  an  overstock 
on books in this classification beyond which  we  would normallj 
expect to sell in a course offered the following semester, and 
should  a  change occur before the course is offered again, we  
would be forced to dispose of them at the best offer we could 
receive from  a  national wholesale dealer in used textbooks. It 
they should become old edition in the meantime, we could not 
sell them anywhere. 
Books In the third category are purchased usually at the best 
price  we  would receive from  a  national wholesaler, since the 
course is not offered again the following semester, and between 
the time it is offered again (which is at least two semester, 
away and often two  or  three years away), the book may be dis-
continued  or a  new edition published in the meantime. 
Rooks in the fourth category  are  purchased at the best prim 
given  us  lay  a  national wholesaler and sold to him for possible 
use  on  other campuses throughout the United States, since they 
no  longer will be used here at Texas Tech. It will be his risk 
to search out colleges which might be interested in purchasing 
these particular used books. Often before he  can  find another 
college which will buy these particular books, they have become 
old editions and have  no  value. His offer to  as  depends upon 
the age of the book, the popularity of the subject, the general 
supply and demand for the book throughout the country, etc. 
In the case where the books have been discontinued because it 
has become an old edition, the wholesaler offers  us  nothing for 
these books because colleges in general throughout the United 
States  use only current,  up-to-date editions.

$2,261.26 has been given through 

the annual gift fund program from 

Jan.  1  to March 31. 

A total of $123,530.05 has been 

received from all sources in that 

period by the Foundation, includ-

ing that donated through the ath-

letic stadium expansion fund.

Fund received $75 and will dis-
